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A SENATE RESOLUTION

TO HONOR AND CONGRATULATE THE RECIPIENTS OF THE 2002 PALMETTO FELLOWS SCHOLARSHIP FOR THEIR OUTSTANDING ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENTS IN HIGH SCHOOL AND THE PROMISE THEY SHOW FOR STUDIES IN HIGHER EDUCATION.

Whereas, the South Carolina General Assembly established the Palmetto Fellows Scholarship Program to foster scholarship among the state’s postsecondary students and to retain outstanding South Carolina high school graduates in the State through awards based on scholarship and achievement; and
