A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 56‑1‑180, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE ISSUANCE OF A SPECIAL RESTRICTED DRIVER’S LICENSE TO CERTAIN MINORS BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE RESTRICTIONS CONTAINED IN THIS DRIVER’S LICENSE MAY BE MODIFIED OR WAIVED BY THE DEPARTMENT IF THE RESTRICTED LICENSEE PROVES THAT THE RESTRICTION INTERFERES WITH TRAVEL BETWEEN THE LICENSEE’S HOME AND CHURCH RELATED EVENTS.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 56‑1‑180(B)(1)(b) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 258 of 1998, is further amended to read:


“(b) travel between the licensee’s home and place of employment, or school, or church related events;  or”

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
