Whereas, this championship Silver Bluff Naval Drill Team has been selected to represent Naval Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps Area Six, consisting of South Carolina, Georgia, and Western North Carolina, in the upcoming national drill competition to be held April 6 and 7, 2001, in Pensacola, Florida.
