Whereas, a tremendous asset to the Florence County Disabilities and Special Needs Board of Directors during her tenure, Mrs. Brewer recently ended her service with the board due to health reasons.    The Lake City Child Development Center was closed in November 2000, and the Board of Directors decided that the vacant facility could be used as a training center and computer lab for the Florence County Disabilities and Special Needs employees, as well as those persons with disabilities served by the agency; and 

Whereas, Mrs. Brewer has the professional’s true commitment to education as well as genuine love and concern for persons with disabilities that is inspirational to all who have known and worked with her.   In recognition of her devotion and outstanding service, the Florence County Disabilities and Special Needs Board of Directors determined to rename the renewed training center the Sarah D. Brewer Training Center in her honor; and
