Whereas, Mrs. Elizabeth Tiller has been involved in a wide range of community activities including her work on the Sumter County Museum board, the Sumter Cancer Board, and the Sumter County Historical Commission; she also served in positions of leadership in a number of historical and cultural organizations; and

Whereas, Mrs. Tiller is a member of Mayesville Associate Reformed Presbyterian Church where she teaches Sunday school to high school and college‑aged church members.  She previously served as President of the Women of the Church and as a youth group leader; and
