Whereas, Dr. Wilson Greene of Sumter County has died at the age of eighty; and

Whereas, Dr. Greene attended Sumter schools and graduated from Clemson College in 1942; he was a graduate of the Medical University of South Carolina and completed a four‑year fellowship in internal medicine at the Mayo Clinic in Rochester, Minnesota, in 1952; and

Whereas, he was an outstanding physician; he began practicing medicine in Sumter in 1953; he often made house calls in the country and never sent bills to patients he knew could not pay; he is remembered as a caring man who was dedicated to his profession and patients and will be greatly missed.
