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A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 16‑17‑445, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO REGULATION OF UNSOLICITED CONSUMER TELEPHONE CALLS, SO AS TO PROHIBIT UNSOLICITED CONSUMER TELEPHONE CALLS ON SUNDAY; AND TO AMEND SECTION 16‑17‑446, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO REGULATION OF AUTOMATICALLY DIALED ANNOUNCING DEVICE CALLS, SO AS TO PROHIBIT AUTOMATICALLY DIALED ANNOUNCING DEVICE CALLS ON SUNDAY. 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 16‑17‑445(C) of the 1976 Code, as added by Act 656 of 1988, is amended to read:


“(C)
Unsolicited consumer telephone calls are prohibited on Sunday and after nine o’clock p.m. or before eight o’clock a.m. on any other day.”

SECTION
2.
Section 16‑17‑446(C) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 89 of 1991, is further amended to read:


“(C)
Adad calls which are not prohibited under subsection (B): 



(1)
are subject to Section 16‑17‑445(B)(1), (2), and (3); 



(2)
shall disconnect immediately when the called party hangs up; 



(3)
are prohibited on Sunday and after seven p.m. or before eight a.m.; on any other day;


(4)
may not ring at hospitals, police stations, fire departments, nursing homes, hotels, or vacation rental units.” 

SECTION
3.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
