Whereas, Dean Raymond has been the Dean of the College of Social Work at the University of South Carolina since 1980 and has been the Director of the University Specialty Clinics: Social Work at USC and also has served as acting Dean and Professor at the College of Social Work for a year, and for seven years prior was a professor who taught in the areas of social welfare policy and services, administration of social agencies, community organization, and human behavior and social environment; and

Whereas, Dean Raymond has had many articles published in numerous books, magazines, and journals including Journal of Global Awareness, Rural Community Mental Heath, The University Culture, Social Work in Juvenile and Criminal Justice Settings, and many more; and

Whereas, due to Dean Raymond’s expertise and experience in the field of social work he has been honored by and contributed his services to many organizations, both academic and scientific, all the while still engaged in his everyday activities as a dean at the University of South Carolina; and
