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A JOINT RESOLUTION

TO APPROVE REGULATIONS OF THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES, RELATING TO RECIPIENT UTILIZATION, DESIGNATED AS REGULATION DOCUMENT NUMBER 2843, PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF ARTICLE 1, CHAPTER 23, TITLE 1 OF THE 1976 CODE.

SUMMARY AS SUBMITTED

BY PROMULGATING AGENCY.

This amendment defines the parameters of the Department of Health and Human Services Medicaid recipient restricted card process, including the factors that will be considered in making a determination for restriction, the rights and conditions for recipients before and during their restriction, and the recipient’s selection of a Medicaid provider.  The amendments also define the services that are governed and not governed by the restricted card process.
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
