TO AMEND SECTION 40‑7‑50, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO LICENSING REQUIREMENTS FOR BARBERS AND OTHER PROFESSIONALS CONNECTED TO BARBERING, SO AS TO CHANGE THE RENEWAL REQUIREMENT FROM EVERY YEAR TO EVERY OTHER YEAR; AND TO AMEND SECTION 40‑7‑250, RELATING TO RENEWAL OF A MASTER HAIRCARE SPECIALIST LICENSE, SO AS TO CHANGE THE RENEWAL REQUIREMENT FROM EVERY YEAR TO EVERY OTHER YEAR.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 40‑7‑50(B) of the 1976 Code is amended to read:


“(B) The board shall establish in regulation fees promulgate regulations to establish a fee for: 



(1)
examination, licensure, renewal, and reinstatement fees for a student barbers barber, barber assistants assistant, barber apprentices apprentice, registered barbers barber, master haircare specialists specialist, barber instructors instructor, and any other category of barber authorized by this chapter; 



(2)
the inspection, registration, renewal, and registration reinstatement of barbershops and barber schools and colleges


(C)
The board may prorate the annual biennial license fee as provided for in regulation.  All licenses Beginning in 2004, a license and registration must be renewed as of June thirtieth of each every other year.  All fees The appropriate fee must accompany applications an application, a license renewals renewal, a license reinstatements reinstatement, and a barbershop inspections inspection, registration, and renewals renewal.”

2.
Section 40‑7‑250(A) of the 1976 Code is amended to read:


“(A)
A person who is licensed as a master haircare specialist on May 13, 1986, may have this license renewed annually biennially upon payment of the required license fee.”

This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
