VERSIONS OF THIS BILL
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A BILL

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 1‑3‑60 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT IF THE GOVERNOR OR LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR DOES NOT ACCEPT PROTECTION FROM THE STATE LAW ENFORCEMENT DIVISION, HE MUST RELINQUISH THE DUTIES OF HIS OFFICE UNLESS HE HOLDS A CURRENT CONCEALED WEAPONS PERMIT.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Article 1, Chapter 3, Title 1 of the 1976 Code is amended by adding:


“Section 1‑3‑60.
Notwithstanding any other provision of law, while in office the Governor and Lieutenant Governor and the Governor‑elect or Lieutenant Governor‑elect shall accept protection for themselves and their families from the State Law Enforcement Division as determined by the division to be necessary to provide adequate safety and protection.  If the Governor or Lieutenant Governor refuses this protection, he must relinquish the duties of his office unless he holds a current concealed weapons permit issued pursuant to Section 23‑31‑215.”

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
