The premium may be disclosed on a unit‑cost basis only in open‑end credit transactions, closed‑end credit transactions by mail or telephone pursuant to Section 226.17(g) of Title 12 of the Code of Federal Regulations, and certain closed‑end credit transactions involving an insurance plan that limits the total amount of indebtedness subject to coverage.  /
