Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 16 of Act 166 of 2005 is amended to read:


“SECTION
16.
A study committee composed of five members of the Senate, appointed by the President Pro Tempore, and five members of the House of Representatives, appointed by the Speaker, is created to study the criminal domestic violence laws of the State, the effects of criminal domestic violence on victims, perpetrators, and the economy of the State, and the status of the state’s current domestic violence prevention programs, and recommend appropriate changes to the General Assembly by February 15, 2006 no later than June 1, 2006.”

This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
