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A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 48‑39‑10, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS IN REGARD TO COASTAL TIDELANDS AND WETLANDS, SO AS TO DEFINE THE TERM “POOL”.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 48‑39‑10 of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 181 of 1993, is further amended by adding a new item to read:


“(X)
‘Pool’ means an in‑ground structure designed and used for swimming and wading.”

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
