Section 35‑1‑405(c) of the 1976 Code, as added by Act 110 of 2005, is amended to read:


“(c)
A person acting as a federal covered investment adviser, not excluded under subsection (b), shall file a notice, a consent to service of process complying with Section 35‑1‑611, and such records as have been filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission under the Investment Advisers Act of 1940 required by rule adopted or order issued under this chapter and pay the fees specified in Section 35‑1‑410(a).”

Broker‑Dealer Agent (renewal or change of registration filing fee):  One hundred ten dollars”
