Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

The Department of Commerce is directed to study the viability of establishing an inland intermodal port in the vicinity of the intersection of Interstate Highways 95 and 26 and to submit a written report of its findings and recommendations to the General Assembly on January 10, 2007.
