A JOINT RESOLUTION

TO CREATE A SOUTH CAROLINA CONSOLIDATED PROCUREMENT CODE STUDY COMMITTEE TO STUDY THE SYSTEM OF PROCUREMENT IN THIS STATE AND TO RECOMMEND CHANGES, IF APPROPRIATE.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
(A)
A South Carolina Consolidated Procurement Code Study Committee is created to study the system of procurement in this State.  The study must include evaluation of the statutory provisions, regulations, and processes and their effectiveness in achieving the Code’s purpose and policies as provided in Section 11‑35‑20 and make recommendations of changes so as to modernize, simplify, make more equitable, and otherwise improve the manner in which procurement is undertaken in this State.


(B)
The committee must be composed of eight members.  Two must be appointed by the Chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee, two must be appointed by the Chairman of the Senate Finance Committee, two must be appointed by the Director of the State Budget and Control Board, and two must be appointed by the Governor.  The committee shall render its report and recommendations to the Governor and the General Assembly on January 15, 2006, at which time it shall dissolve.  Members of the committee shall serve until their successors are appointed and qualify, and vacancies must be filled for the remainder of the unexpired term in the manner of the original appointment.  The committee must be co‑chaired by the senior member of the Senate and the senior member of the House of Representatives who are serving on the committee.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 8‑13‑770 of the 1976 Code, members of the General Assembly may be appointed to serve on this committee.


(C)
The staffing for the committee must be provided by the appropriate standing committees of the House and Senate, and employees of the State Budget and Control Board.


(D)
Members of the committee may receive per diem, subsistence, and mileage as provided by law for members of state boards, committees, and commissions.

SECTION
2.
This joint resolution takes effect upon approval by the Governor and the committee established in Section 1 of this joint resolution dissolves upon the filing of its report on January 15, 2006.
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
