A HOUSE RESOLUTION

Whereas, the Reverend Greene established the Andrew Chapel Christian Academy, an independent facility open to children in pre‑kindergarten through sixth grade, where enrollment has increased from fifteen children in 1998 to sixty children in 2004; and 

Whereas, Reverend Greene oversaw the construction of the Andrew Chapel Baptist Church Fellowship Center, which was dedicated on April 11, 2004, and includes twelve classrooms, a combined computer lab/library, and a children’s cafeteria; and

Whereas, the Reverend Donald Greene is a loving husband to the former Candice McNeil and proud father of Caleb Andrew and Aaron Jacob.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives:

That the members of the House of Representative, by this resolution, honor and recognize the Reverend Donald E. Greene, Jr., for ten years of service as pastor of the Andrew Chapel Baptist Church, and wish him continued success in his pastoral calling.
