Whereas, the Honorable Thomas L. Bock is a Vietnam era United States Air Force veteran; and

Whereas, the Honorable Thomas L. Bock has been a member of American Legion Post 23 since 1970; and

Whereas, the Honorable Thomas L. Bock has held numerous offices in the American Legion Department of Colorado, including Commander and Finance Chairman for more than ten years; and on the national level, he has served as National Executive Committeeman, chairman of the organization’s National Foreign Relations Commission, and in many other leadership areas; and
