Whereas, Mr. Gill was the beloved husband of his wife of fifty‑one years, Ann White Gill, and together they raised four wonderful children:  Andy, Jim, Beth, and Gary.  The Gills were also proud to boast ten grandchildren:  Hamp Wallace, Will Gill, Keith Wallace, John Gill III, Joanna Gill, Ryan Gill, Josh Gill, Jesse Gill, Scottie Turner, and Wesley Turner; and
