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A BILL

TO AMEND ACT 584 OF 1946, RELATING TO THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE WALTERBORO‑COLLETON COUNTY AIRPORT COMMISSION, SO AS TO ALLOW THE COLLETON COUNTY LEGISLATIVE DELEGATION TO APPOINT THE MEMBERS OF THE COMMISSION AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE ELECTION OF NEW COMMISSIONERS.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 1 of Act 584 of 1946 is amended to read:

“Section 1.
The Walterboro‑Colleton County Airport Commission is hereby created and established as a body corporate and politic to serve as an Agency agency and a part of the Government government of the County of Colleton and Town of Walterboro.  Said Commission The commission shall consist of five members who shall be the Mayor of Walterboro, the Chairman of the Finance Committee of the Town Council of Walterboro, the Supervisor of Colleton County, the Treasurer of Colleton County and the Auditor of Colleton County, the membership on said Commission being held Ex‑Officio hereafter by the holders of the above mentioned offices appointed by the Colleton County Legislative Delegation.  The term of two of the members is two years, the term of two other members is four years, and the term of the remaining member is six years.  The term of each member shall expire on January first nearest to the end of that term of years for which he is appointed.  Each member shall serve until his successor is appointed.  Upon the expiration of the term of each member, his successor must be appointed in the same manner as contained in this section.  The Commission commission shall have a Chairman and Secretary‑Treasurer to be elected by the members thereof of it, and shall have power to adopt suitable By‑laws by‑laws, Rules rules, and Regulations regulations not inconsistent herewith with this section for its proper operation.  The members of said the Commission commission shall serve without compensation.  The Secretary‑Treasurer shall furnish a surety bond in such an amount as the Commission commission may from time to time determine, the premiums on such the bonds to be paid from the funds of the said Commission commission.  The Secretary‑Treasurer may be a member of the Commission commission or some suitable person selected by the Commission commission at a compensation to be fixed by the Commission commission.”

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
