Whereas, this crowning conquest caps an excellent season for Coach Scott and the Bengals, with fourteen wins and only one loss; and

Whereas, Coach Scott deserves accolades for spearheading the Bengals’ incredible season and championship win; and

Whereas, Coach Scott is one of only two coaches in South Carolina’s history to win state championships in their first season as a head coach; and

Whereas, Coach Scott has brought great pride and recognition to his school and community, and the members of the South Carolina House of Representatives are pleased to have this opportunity to recognize such an outstanding coach. Now, therefore,
