Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

Section 38-75-1160(A)(1)(b) of the 1976 Code, as added by Act 290 of 2004, is amended to read:


“(b)
state the date not less than thirty sixty days after the date of the mailing or delivering on which the cancellation or refusal to renew becomes effective;”
