Whereas, known for her ability to improvise and her sense of humor, she rose to the occasion at a recent Neighborhood Crime Watch meeting, at which she had members using pots and pans in the absence of musical instruments to make their own music in the streets, thus encouraging neighbors to get out in the streets with those at the meeting; and

Whereas, Edith Cunningham is a member of St. Joseph’s Catholic Church, worked for the Office of Black Catholic Ministry and the Modjeska Simpkins Restoration Project, and served for over fifteen years part‑time at Midlands Technical College in Student Services; and
