A BILL

TO AMEND ACT 286 OF 1989, RELATING TO THE BOARDS OF TRUSTEES OF HAMPTON COUNTY SCHOOL DISTRICTS 1 AND 2, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT MEMBERS OF THE BOARDS SHALL RECEIVE AN ANNUAL SALARY AND PER MEETING EXPENSE ALLOWANCE IN AN AMOUNT AS DETERMINED BY EACH RESPECTIVE BOARD.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Subsection (B) of Section 1 of Act 286 of 1989 is amended to read:


“(B)
The Hampton County Treasurer shall pay all claims approved by a majority of the trustees of either district, on behalf of their respective district, provided sufficient funds are on deposit in the proper district account. Trustees shall receive no salary but must be reimbursed for actual expenses incurred. The members of the boards shall receive an annual salary and a per meeting expense allowance in an amount as determined by each respective board.”

This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
