A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

Whereas, she was an accomplished soldier as a member of the 151st Signal Battalion and did outstanding work as a network specialist; and

Whereas, there is no greater or braver sacrifice than to lay down your life for your country; and

Whereas, the South Carolina General Assembly takes great honor in remembering the life and sacrifice of one of South Carolina’s brave daughters and heroes, Specialist Chrystal G. Stout; and 

Whereas, the members of the South Carolina General Assembly would like to express to the father and sister of Specialist Stout their grateful appreciation for her life, her sacrifice, and her service.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring:

That the members of the South Carolina General Assembly, by this resolution, honor and remember the supreme sacrifice made by Specialist Chrystal G. Stout of the South Carolina Air National Guard while she was serving a tour of military duty in Afghanistan and express to her father and her sister the deepest appreciation of a grateful state and nation for her life, sacrifice, and service.
