He had been an involved civic leader having served on numerous boards and councils and had worked as a procurement specialist senior buyer at Westinghouse Savannah River Company, Aiken, S.C.  He was an active participant in the Orange Grove United Methodist Church in Bamberg and was a devoted husband of 39 years to Inell Nimmons Byrd Riley.
