Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 14‑1‑206(C)(2) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 353 of 2008, is further amended to read:

	“(2)	14.74 percent to the Law Enforcement Training Council South Carolina Criminal Justice Academy for training in the fields of law enforcement and criminal justice;”

SECTION	2.	Section 14‑1‑207(C)(2) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 353 of 2008, is further amended to read:

	“(2)	20.72 percent to the Law Enforcement Training Council South Carolina Criminal Justice Academy for training in the fields of law enforcement and criminal justice;”

SECTION	3.	This act takes effect July 1, 2009.
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
