Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Pursuant to the provisions of Section 59‑1‑425(C) of the 1976 Code, the school day missed on March 2, 2009, by the students of the School District of Newberry County when the schools were closed due to snow is waived from the make‑up requirement that full school days missed due to snow, extreme weather, or other disruptions be made up.

SECTION	2.	This joint resolution takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
