Whereas, standing on the faith and strength of its early pastors and members, Golden Grove Baptist Church’s present congregation “presses toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus” (Philippians 3:14), continuing to preach and teach the Word of God; and

Whereas, Golden Grove Baptist Church has been a beacon of light and a community worship center in the Travelers Rest area for two hundred years, and, God willing, will continue its godly heritage for many more years of worship and service. Now, therefore,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives:
