Whereas, Peyton Thompson led Spartanburg Christian with an impressive eighteen kills, and Tinsley Fain followed with seven kills, two aces, and thirty‑five assists.  Teammate Addison Belcher added a pair of aces, while Mackenzie Elmore led with three blocks in the team’s seventh state title in the school’s history.

Whereas, Lady Warrior standout Tinsley Fain closed her high school career with a clean sweep of state championships.  She was named the SCISA AA Player of the Year, leading the State in all classifications with 154 aces and second with 1,022 assists.
