Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 56‑5‑1210(A)(1) of the 1976 Code is amended to read:

	“(1)	a misdemeanor felony and, upon conviction, must be imprisoned not less than thirty days nor more than one year five years or fined not less than one five hundred dollars nor more than five thousand two thousand five hundred dollars, or both, when injury results but great bodily injury or death does not result;”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
