IMPORTANCE OF PRIOR LEGISLATIVE EXPERIENCE

Chart 1: “1975-1996 Prior Legislative Experience Percentages for all Judicial Contests”


This chart compares the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given calendar year who had legislative experience prior to running for judicial office against the percentage of candidates who had no prior legislative experience. The average of these percentages over the 22 years represented by the chart shows an average of 42.27% candidates with prior legislative experience and an average of 57.73% candidates without prior legislative experience per calendar year. 

Chart 2: “1997-2004 Prior Legislative Experience Percentages for all Judicial Contests”


This chart compares the percentage of all candidates for judicial office in a given calendar year who had legislative experience prior to running for judicial office against the percentage of candidates who had no prior legislative experience. The average of these percentages over the 8 years represented by the chart shows an average of 15.05% candidates with prior legislative experience and an average of 84.95% candidates without prior legislative experience per calendar year. 

Chart 3: “Election Success Rates based on Prior Legislative Experience in all Judicial Contests 1975-1996”


This chart shows the percentage of candidates with prior legislative experience who were elected as a percentage of the total number of candidates with prior legislative experience competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The chart also shows the percentage of candidates without prior legislative experience who were elected as a percentage of the total number of candidates without prior legislative experience competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The average of these percentages over the 22 years represented in the chart shows that an average of 57.39% of candidates without prior legislative experience and an average of 33.11% of candidates with prior legislative experience were elected in a given calendar year. 

Chart 4: “Election Success Rates based on Prior Legislative Experience in all Judicial Contests 1997-2004”


This chart shows the percentage of candidates with prior legislative experience who were elected as a percentage of the total number of candidates with prior legislative experience competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The chart also shows the percentage of candidates without prior legislative experience who were elected as a percentage of the total number of candidates without prior legislative experience competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The average of these percentages over the 8 years represented in the chart shows that an average of 44.19% of candidates without prior legislative experience and an average of 10.26% of candidates with prior legislative experience were elected in a given calendar year.

Chart 5: “Election Success Rates based on Prior Legislative Experience where no Incumbent Present in Contest 1975-1996”


This chart shows the percentage of candidates with prior legislative experience who were elected as a percentage of the total number of candidates with prior legislative experience competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The chart also shows the percentage of candidates without prior legislative experience who were elected as a percentage of the total number of candidates without prior legislative experience competing for judicial office in that calendar year. This chart only shows results from contests in which no incumbent was present. The average of these percentages over the 22 years represented in the chart shows that an average of 38.13% of candidates without prior legislative experience and an average of 38.59% of candidates with prior legislative experience were elected in a given calendar year. 

Chart 6: “Election Success Rates based on Prior Legislative Experience where no Incumbent Present in Contest 1997-2004”


This chart shows the percentage of candidates with prior legislative experience who were elected as a percentage of the total number of candidates with prior legislative experience competing for judicial office in that calendar year. The chart also shows the percentage of candidates without prior legislative experience who were elected as a percentage of the total number of candidates without prior legislative experience competing for judicial office in that calendar year. This chart only shows results from contests in which no incumbent was present. The average of these percentages over the 8 years represented in the chart shows that an average of 24.21% of candidates without prior legislative experience and an average of 27.08% of candidates with prior legislative experience were elected in a given calendar year.
