In-State Student Enrollment Policy

As a state-supported institution, the first priority of the College of Charleston is to provide a high quality education to and for the citizens of the State of South Carolina. Recognizing that the quality of the education provided to resident students is enhanced by maintaining a diverse student body, the College also offers admission to highly qualified out-of-state students. The standard for the admission of these non-resident students shall be higher than for South Carolina students and, assuming a constant enrollment, the targeted number of undergraduate out-of-state students at the institution shall not exceed 35% of its undergraduate student body. [Note: The In-state/Out-of-state ratio for fall 2004 is 66%/34%.] Because of the volatility of undergraduate student enrollments, this target may be subject to a 3% deviation in any given year.
