As a state-supported institution, the first priority of the College of Charleston is to provide a high quality education to and for the citizens of the State of South Carolina. Recognizing that the quality of the education provided to resident students is enhanced by maintaining a diverse student body, the College also offers admission to highly qualified out-of-state students. The standard for the admission of these non-resident students shall be higher than for South Carolina students. [Note: The College of Charleston Board of Trustees is meeting at a special retreat at the end of September and will adopt a more definitive policy that will be submitted the first week of October.]
