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A STUDY OF ALTERNATIVE

SCHOOL PROGRAMS IN

SOUTH CAROLINA

Introduction

The Education Accountability Act of 1998 included $1,000,000 for a competitive grant program to fund a minimum of ten alternative school programs. These programs were to be designed for middle or high school students who, for academic or behavioral reasons, were not benefiting from the regular school program. The schools were to be located at sites separate from other schools or, if not physically separate, to operate at times when the regular school was not in session. The South Carolina Department of Education awarded ten grants of $100,000 each, effective December 15, 1998, to the following districts and consortia of districts:

· consortium of Anderson County School Districts One through Five,

· consortium of Clarendon County School Districts One through Three,

· consortium of Marion County School Districts One through Four,

· consortium of McCormick and Abbeville County School Districts,

· consortium of Lee, Sumter Two, and Sumter Seventeen School Districts,

· Laurens School District Fifty-Five,

· Berkeley County School District,

· Barnwell School District Forty-Five,

· Greenville County School District, and

· Darlington County School District.

As of April 1999 approximately eight hundred fifty students had attended these alternative school programs. Other alternative school programs had been established earlier by school districts, but student attendance figures for these are not available.

In June of 1999 the State Legislature amended the alternative school program sections of the Education Accountability Act and expanded the funding to $7,000,000, making it available to all school districts. Application materials were distributed to all school districts; new programs were approved and operating by October 1999. The statute provided for the continued funding of the ten original schools at no reduction of their current level of funding. Other districts or consortia meeting the eligibility requirements received base funding of between $30,000 and $200,000, depending upon the student population of the particular district. Consortia could have as their base funding the combined total of the participating districts’ base funding, not to exceed $350,000.

Review of the Statute

The intent of the statute, which is reprinted in appendix A, is to encourage school districts to establish alternative school programs for students who, for behavioral or academic reasons, are not benefiting from the regular school program or may be interfering with the learning of others. Cooperation among school districts to create innovative, exemplary programs is encouraged. 

An alternative school program must be operated at a site separate from other schools unless it is open at a time when the other schools are not in session. An option to this requirement is to locate the alternative school program in another building on campus that provides complete separation from other students. An existing alternative school program operating in a school but with the students separated from other students may continue if it is given approval by the South Carolina Department of Education. New programs may receive a two-year waiver of the separate facility requirement if they demonstrate that no separate site is available and guarantee complete separation from other students. The school district or consortium may decide if transportation will be provided.

The statute provides for alternative school programs in grades six through twelve. These programs are intended for students having a documented academic need or for students exhibiting habitual disruptive behavior. The statute does not limit the authority of the school district or the local school board to take disciplinary action against students, including expulsion, nor does it require that any student be assigned to an alternative school program.

Alternative school programs may differ from traditional school programs with respect to scheduling, administrative structure, curriculum, or setting. State requirements may be waived in these areas. A district or consortium must submit a plan for the program that includes a mission statement, an enrollment policy, a proposed location, and a description of how the school will focus on the educational and behavioral needs of the students. This description must include

· strategies for individual student instruction plans,

· evaluations at regular intervals,

· instructional methods to meet academic achievement standards in the core academic areas,

· provisions for low pupil-teacher ratios,

· utilization of available technology,

· strict codes of conduct,

· counseling,

· strategies to gain parental input and support,

· strategies for students’ successful reentry to regular programs, and

· students’ timelines for meeting academic and conduct standards.

Procedures must be established to ensure that teachers assigned to alternative schools possess the pedagogical and content-related skills necessary to meet the needs of these students. While the statute calls on local boards to provide staff development and ensure that staff members participate, the South Carolina Department of Education must provide assistance in the development of staff development programs.

School districts are required to allocate to alternative school programs the same per pupil expenditure in federal, state, and local funds, including any appropriate special education funds, as they do to the regular school programs. Base funding is to be provided by the State for each approved school or consortia. Funding for future years is also described.

The statute requires the State Board of Education to promulgate regulations for alternative school programs, including procedures for annual review and a three-year cycle evaluation to examine the success of the initiative. The South Carolina Department of Education must provide technical assistance to programs not making progress and has the authority to terminate funding.

Review of the Literature

In response to increasing demands and higher expectations from parents, communities, and legislatures, public schools are providing a wider range of programs and organizational structures to meet the various needs of students. Many of these programs have been categorized as alternative schools.

Alternative School Characteristics and Purposes

There are no standard models for alternative schools, but they are generally characterized by low student-teacher ratios, small student bodies, flexible scheduling, self-paced curricula, less-structured classrooms, and counseling. In such settings students should feel more comfortable and more motivated to attend school. As Stephen Cox and his coauthors assert, “Students attending alternative schools are believed to have higher self-esteem, more positive attitudes toward school, improved school attendance, higher academic performance, and fewer delinquent behaviors than when they attended traditional schools” (Cox, Davidson, and Bynum 1995, 220).

Cheryl A. Kershaw and Mary Ann Blank (1993) state that the existence of alternative schools is a result of the failure of traditional schools to address the needs of many students. They feel that the tendency toward homogeneity and standardized practices penalize students who may be different. For example, gifted and talented students may not find an environment that stimulates them, and other students may be pushed out by insensitive teaching or by rigid organizations not meeting student needs. If students tend toward underachievement or failure, they risk becoming marginal and dropping out of school. Kershaw and Blank list causes contributing to the low performance of some students: 

· inadequate family support; 

· family, community, and societal pressures; 

· failure of established organizations to meet the needs of young people; and

· problems resulting from substance abuse or teenage pregnancy. 

They point out that students who are not successful in traditional school settings have poor self-esteem, lack a sense of competence, and do not believe that educational success is worth the effort.

Alternative schools have focused on developing experimental curricula for gifted and talented students, disruptive students, minority students, students from different cultures, and students with special interests. One of the major roles of alternative schools has been to provide educational opportunities for students who are not suited for or cannot return to traditional schools because of disciplinary problems, previous attendance problems, pregnancy, or parenthood (Meyers 1988). The alternative school program may serve as a last resort for students with severe discipline problems, students who are at risk of dropping out of school, and students who have dropped out and want to return to a setting different from the one they left. The hope is that alternative schools can provide the conditions necessary for success for these students who do not fit into the traditional school program. 

Studies on Alternative School Program Effectiveness

Mary Anne Raywid describes an alternative school program as having the following characteristics:

· Students and staff are there by choice (although the alternative for students may be expulsion).

· The program is an alternative rather than a supplement to a regular school program.

· The program has its own distinctive mission that sets it apart from other schools.

· The school has a separate administrative unit.

Raywid also identifies three conditions that are necessary for the success of alternative schools:

· They must be small enough to permit personalization of the school experience. Schools should serve no more than several hundred students and have a low student-teacher ratio.

· They must be concerned with the full development of the student, not just academically but personally and socially as well.

· They must provide teachers with enough freedom from standard rules and procedures to enable them to frame and carry out their own vision of schooling. 

In addition, Raywid notes that alternative schools must have more freedom from external controls than traditional schools, with power shifted to the school and diffused among the classroom teachers. Greater autonomy not only contributes to teacher success; it is responsible for heightened morale, commitment, dedication, and a sense of professionalism (Raywid 1988, 11–12).

While the body of research on alternative schools is limited, there are some common characteristics of these programs that seem to contribute to student and school success. Barry Whalen (1985) has identified the following factors necessary for successful alternative schools:

· a clear school philosophy;

· selection criteria for the students; 

· a curriculum designed to meet specific student needs; 

· students enrolled by choice; 

· a location with adequate space but small enough to allow a feeling of cohesiveness; 

· a principal on site, not shared with another school; 

· awareness by the school board and the public of the school’s progress and programs;

· activities outside the school that give students the opportunity to earn credit for work programs, and other nonacademic experiences;

· parent advisory groups; 

· adequate financial support;

· staff specially trained for these programs; and

· a realistic vision of what can be accomplished.

Cox and his coauthors report a meta-analysis of existing research on alternative schools in the April 1995 issue of Crime and Delinquency. Their results suggest that alternative programs can have a small positive effect on student performance, attitude, and self-esteem. The greatest effect was on students’ attitude toward school, a finding consistent with research suggesting that students enjoy going to an alternative school program. The major negative finding was that alternative schools have limited success in controlling delinquent behavior. The study also suggests that alternative schools with specific target populations have more impact than do those serving less well-defined populations. Although this study shows small positive effects on attitudes and performance, little is known about why some programs are more successful than others.

Studies on Large-Scale Implementation of Alternative School Programs

Since the present study of South Carolina alternative schools deals with the first year of a statewide alternative schools initiative, all studies in the literature dealing with the implementation of large-scale alternative school programs between 1990 and present were reviewed. Most of the literature available is from the 1980s, and there is very little on the implementation of statewide initiatives. A search of the literature yielded four studies of ongoing programs. One study was conducted in the Houston Independent School District (1991), another in the Milwaukee Public Schools (1993), the third in Georgia (1995), and the fourth in North Carolina (1997). These studies were designed to describe the students served by these programs and to assess the effectiveness of the programs in improving student academic performance and attendance. The programs in Houston and Milwaukee involved large urban districts that had multiple alternative schools. Both had been in operation for as long as twenty years. The Georgia study examined the first year of implementation of a statewide alternative schools initiative. North Carolina conducted a multiyear assessment of its statewide network of alternative school programs.

The Houston Independent School District evaluation included seven alternative schools that were in operation during the 1990–91 school year. All of these schools served high school students. Three schools had limited middle school components, and one had a full middle school program. The purpose of the evaluation was to describe the students served by the


program. The study found that the average stay in an alternative school program was ninety-eight days or just over one semester. Only 12 percent of the students attended one school all year. Enrollment by gender and ethnicity were analyzed by school. Rates varied widely, reflecting the location and mission of the individual schools. The study also reported that alternative school students were generally older than students in traditional school settings.

The Milwaukee Public Schools evaluation, conducted between March 1992 and May 1993, included twenty-seven partnerships and alternative schools. The evaluation was designed to provide a qualitative description of the network of schools established to improve the scope and quality of educational services for at-risk students. An additional evaluation goal was to provide a critical qualitative assessment of each of the programs to determine its viability. This study relied heavily on interviews conducted by teams visiting the schools and on telephone interviews with parents. The findings are discussed in terms of “themes” or “issues”:

· The general public perceives these schools to be “second class schools,” “holding tanks,” and “dumping grounds.”

· Students are sent to these schools because the curriculum is less challenging and the students less capable and motivated to achieve academic success.

· The schools are not organized to implement a full high school curriculum. 

· There is an overwhelming reliance on remedial basic skills curriculum and instruction.

The Georgia evaluation, conducted by Shary Karlin and Dorothy Harnish, examined the first year implementation of a statewide initiative known as CrossRoads. The study was conducted and published in 1995 in two parts: a qualitative case study of two sites (serving 117 students) deemed successful by the Georgia Department of Education and a focus group study involving teachers, students, and administrators at six sites. 

In the case study (Karlin and Harnish 1995b, 37–38), interviews were the primary sources of data. Additional documentation—such as student work, administrative forms, reports, and resource materials—was collected. From this portion of the evaluation, the following conclusions were drawn and recommendations were made: 

· The careful selection of staff members who share the vision of the program is important.

· Community involvement, including other government agencies, is necessary.

· Preventive measures, such as staff training to give teachers necessary skills, are more likely to produce success than punitive measures.

· Little is known about successful transitioning back to regular schools. This process of reintegration needs further study.

The focus group study revealed two main themes (Karlin and Harnish 1995a, 39–42): the importance of the perceptions of the community and importance of the program administration. Program administration included commitment, flexibility, student selection and placement, transition and reintegration, and affective/academic changes. Recommendations from the focus group study were 

· Criteria for defining and indicating program effectiveness should be developed.

· Program information clearly defining mission, goals, and purposes should be disseminated.

· Staff development needs should be examined.

· Issues of transition and integration should be investigated. 

· An in-depth, long-term study should be conducted.

The North Carolina evaluation was based on two years of a projected five-year study. The results from year one identified the programs across the state of North Carolina, described the student population, and summarized the use of funds. In year two, selected student outcomes were described, and in-depth case studies of four alternative programs were presented. The key findings from this evaluation include the following:

· There were positive outcomes for 70 percent of the North Carolina students: they were still in school, had graduated, or had entered a community college program.

· Alternative school students earned lower state test scores. They were staying in school but not achieving the expected growth in mathematics or reading.

· Ninth grade appears to be a critical year. High retention and dropout rates indicate that waiting until the ninth grade may be too late for successful intervention.

· There were high rates of absenteeism in the alternative school. Students enrolled for less than a year were absent 25 percent of the time, and students enrolled for a full year were absent 14 percent of the time.

· Interventions were implemented piecemeal, and a lot of valuable instructional time was spent determining student needs. 

· Traditional schools are safer. Traditional school principals thought that their schools were less dangerous and had fewer discipline problems because of the existence of the alternative schools. They also rated alternative schools as generally effective, academically and behaviorally. 

· Alternative school students receive little support from traditional schools. Traditional schools indicated that they gave students little support during the time that they were enrolled in the alternative schools and upon their return. 

· Students prefer the alternative schools. They said they were more confident and satisfied and that they received more teacher support. Two-thirds did not want to return to their regular school.

· Effective alternative school programs have the following characteristics: they tend to be smaller; are more responsive and caring to students; have academic expectations that remain high; offer instruction that is more active and engaged; provide individual attention; and address out-of-school problems through comprehensive school-linked or school-based support from the community.

The results from the first two years of the North Carolina study lead to the following recommendations for effective alternative school programs:

· raise standards for academic achievement and increase expectations for student behavior and attendance,

· create a computerized tracking system across schools and across years,

· have longer alternative school program placements,

· improve transition support and after-care in regular schools, and

· intervene early.

Method

This study examines first-year implementation of the South Carolina alternative school program. The alternative school program was expanded in the 1999–2000 school year from ten sites funded by competitive grants to a statewide initiative available to all school districts. Qualitative research focused on collecting data that would accomplish the following objectives:

Goal 1: To identify all alternative school programs in the State, regardless of their funding sources.

Goal 2: To describe the program sites in terms of staff, students, and implementation of the statute.

Goal 3: To determine how all allocated funds were expended.

Goal 4: To identify problems experienced with operating alternative school programs. 

Goal 5: To identify issues for future study.

Data Collection

Two survey instruments were created to address these five goals. An initial survey was mailed to school district contact persons, who were asked to provide basic descriptive information for each alternative school or program in their school district (see appendix B, “District Coordinator Survey”). In this study, the term alternative school program is used to refer to all sites, whether they are actually regarded as schools or as programs. 

After the initial survey, four schools were visited. Staff and students in these schools were interviewed. Interview data were used with feedback from the district coordinator survey to develop the school director survey. This follow-up survey, mailed to the director at each school, gathered additional and more detailed data (see appendix C, “School Director Survey”). It was designed to provide a more complete understanding of the student population served, the staffing utilized, the operational procedures employed, and the problems encountered. 

These surveys yielded information concerning the number of alternative school programs in the State, regardless of their funding sources (Goal 1). District contact persons reported 103 separate schools or programs. A list of the 103 schools that were identified is found in appendix D. Of these schools, one hundred are included in this study. Two schools were unresponsive after numerous attempts to gather data; one school was newly created and had no information to provide. One or more respondents omitted some of the items on the “District Coordinator Survey” form. For this reason the number of district-level responses 

reported in the various analyses is typically between ninety-six and ninety-nine. The initial return rate for the “School Director Survey” form was slightly more than one-half of the directors. This rate was improved through frequent and persistent telephone contact. “School Director Survey” forms were received from seventy-one of the 103 schools (69 percent). Fortunately, all seventy-one respondents answered almost every question. 

Results of Descriptive Data Analyses

Survey results from both district- and school-level administrators yielded information relevant to each of the four remaining goals of this study. The following data elements describe the alternative school programs in terms of staff, students, and implementation of the statute (Goal 2).

Programs Operated Alone or in Consortia. The statute provides for a district or consortium to submit plans for funding and operating alternative schools. Twenty-one district coordinators indicated that the schools in their districts are being operated in conjunction with another entity. Three are in a consortium with one other district, six indicated that they are in consortia of three or more districts, five are operated jointly with another government agency, and seven operate in some other arrangement. The remaining programs are operating alone within the school district.

Location. Fifty-four percent of the district coordinators indicated their school or program is at a separate facility and not located on the campus of another school. Of the 46 percent that are located on the campus of another school, fifteen are in a separate building not used by regular students, and twenty operate during hours outside those of the regular school program. Only four schools reported locations that would not meet the requirements in Section 59-63-1310 for separate locations; however, seven responses were incomplete.

Commencement of Operations. District contacts were asked to specify the school year in which the schools first opened. Only one respondent indicated an opening date prior to school year 1988–89. Twenty-eight opened in the eight-year period of school years 1988–89
through 1995–96. In the two years between 1996–97 and 1997–98, twenty-five additional programs commenced operations. The largest group, representing 46 percent of the schools, opened between 1998–99 and 1999–2000. Twenty new programs were reported as opening in 1999–2000, the first year funding was available for operating alternative schools in all school districts. Figure 1 summarizes the trend in operational dates for South Carolina alternative schools. 
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Hours of Operation. District contact persons were asked to list the hours of operation for their school(s). For the purpose of categorizing the responses, “traditional hours” is defined as six hours of continuous operation for instruction. Of the ninety-seven responses to this item, almost two-thirds (sixty-three schools) indicated traditional hours (e.g., 8:00 a.m.–
3:00 p.m., 7:45 a.m.–2:30 p.m.), fourteen reported school days shorter than six hours, four indicated longer hours of operation, four described other arrangements such as Saturday programs, and twelve indicated afternoon and evening programs.

School Size. District contacts reported a range in school size from two to two hundred students. A total of 4,612 students were reported enrolled on March 15, 2000, with an average (mean) school size of forty-nine students but a median of only thirty-five. The distribution of enrollments is positively skewed. The median value, therefore, is a better indication of typical size. District contact persons were also asked to indicate the student capacity of each school. The school capacity statewide was reported as 5,927. Therefore, we can calculate that about 78 percent of the spaces available are filled. 

Program Purposes. Mary Anne Raywid (1994) identifies three types of alternative schools:

· schools of choice, with different learning programs usually in a magnet school setting; 

· last-chance schools, an option for continuing the education of disruptive students; and 

· remedial schools, focusing on academic or social rehabilitation.

These three categories effectively summarize the purposes expressed in the South Carolina statute. Respondents were asked to rank these three purposes for their school in the order of importance. Sixty-two of the district contacts listed “last chance” as most important, and thirteen more indicated that it is second in importance. Offering “another choice” was listed as first by twenty-three respondents and as second by thirty-nine. “Remediation” was chosen by nine respondents as most important and by thirty-two as second in importance. Attendance-related problems predominated the “other” category, which was listed as first in importance for seven respondents. Clearly, most of the district respondents (n=75) regard alternative school programs as a “last chance” option for students.

Criteria for Student Admission. School directors were also asked to rate the importance of six program objectives on a scale from five to one, with five being “very important” and one indicating “of little or no importance.” Figure 2 presents the mean ratings of the importance of selected program objectives. Note that the highest mean rating was for reducing disruptive behavior. Improving school attendance was of least importance—though still above the midpoint on the scale.
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District contacts were then asked to describe the criteria used for admission to the schools in their districts. The choices, using the language in the statute, were 

1. habitual disruptive behavior,

2. documented need established in academic plans,

3. expulsion from the regular school program, and

4. other.

Respondents could check all of the criteria that applied to the schools in their districts. There is a consistent relationship between the reasons for admission and the objectives of the
programs. The most frequently reported criterion for admission was for habitual


disruptive behavior (78 percent). Closely associated with disruptive behavior was expulsion from the regular program, and it was marked by 57 percent of district contacts. Twenty-nine percent of the respondents checked “other,” with the most commonly listed reason being attendance. Teen pregnancy, parenthood, parental requests, and personal situations were
other reasons cited by one or more respondents. These data are depicted graphically in
figure 3.
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Following up on the district survey results, school directors were asked to indicate the primary reason for admission to the alternative school program. These data, which appear in figure 4, confirm that student behavior is the primary reason for more than 90 percent of the placements.


Student Enrollments. School directors were asked to verify the March 15, 2000, school enrollment reported by the district coordinators (state total, n=4,612) and to provide the grade levels, gender, and ethnicity of the students. For the seventy-one schools completing the
follow-up survey, a total of 3,640 students were reported enrolled. This figure represents
about 79 percent of the students reported by the district coordinators. Students were enrolled
in every grade, one through twelve, with the greatest number of students, 1,145, in grade nine. The enrollment figures depicted in table 1 reveal several trends:

· Alternative programs primarily serve students in the middle and high school grades. Only 148 children, or about 4 percent of the statewide total, are enrolled in grades one though five. The average school serves about thirty-eight students (median enrollment) and has more ninth graders than students in any other grade. Statewide, 1,145 of 3,640 students, or almost one-third, are ninth graders. Students in grades eleven and twelve combined account for only about 11 percent of the total enrollment in alternative school programs.

· As reported by school directors, alternative school programs range in enrollment from two to 186, and the distribution is positively skewed. The mean school size is fifty-one, but the median is thirty-eight. Since a few schools with relatively large enrollments inflate the mean, the median is a better measure of central tendency. Note that these values are very close to those reported by district contacts.

· The largest increase in enrollment occurs between grades four (n=24) and five (n=86), a 358 percent increase, and between grades five and six (n=287), a 334 percent increase.

· Males dominate the enrollment figures. Alternative schools serve more than 2,500 males and almost 1,100 females. The single largest group is black males (n=1,474).

Staffing. The school directors were asked to report the FTEs (full-time equivalents) for various categories of staff. Table 2 presents the total FTEs for the sample of seventy-one schools and the percentages of totals that each category represents.

Student-Teacher Ratios. Each school director was asked to describe the student-teacher ratio in his or her school by selecting one of the five following choices: five students to one teacher, six to ten students to one teacher, eleven to fifteen students to one teacher, or sixteen or more students to one teacher.
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Figure 5 indicates that most schools have low pupil-teacher ratios: about 85 percent are 15:1 or less, and almost half have ratios of 10:1 or less.

Effectiveness of Disciplinary Methods. Given the clear emphasis these schools place on dealing with disruptive behavior, a follow-up survey item was developed to assess the perceived effectiveness of various disciplinary approaches. The disciplinary approaches listed were gleaned from the literature review, interviews with students and administrators, and comments offered by district contacts on the first survey. Figure 6 depicts average ratings by school directors on a scale from five, “very effective,” to one, “not effective.” There were no definitions or additional explanations of these options provided to the directors.
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The most interesting, yet discouraging, aspect of figure 6 is the fact that the highest-rated method, “Parents asked to come to school,” does not reach four on a scale of five (mean rating of 3.6). In fact, the majority of the techniques fall below the midpoint of the scale, “somewhat effective.” “Parents asked to come to school,” “Removal from classroom,” “Phone calls” (conferences by phone with parents), and “Student conference with teacher” were the only measures that exceeded a mean rating of 3.0. Suspension, expulsion, and time-out within the classroom received the lowest ratings.

Parent Involvement. Alternative school program directors understand the importance of parent involvement and support. Ninety-three percent require parents to participate in preadmission conferences, and 77 percent require them to sign a contract. Regular parent-staff conferences are required by almost two-thirds of respondents. These data are presented in figure 7.
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Instructional Delivery and Placement. One of the positive characteristics of alternative schools is the incorporation of a wide range of instructional methods. The literature suggests that a greater reliance on individualized instruction allows students to move at their own pace, to receive more assistance in difficult areas, to study areas of interest in depth, and to participate in more experiential learning (Kershaw and Blank 1993). So that district coordinators could indicate the delivery of instruction in their schools, they were given eight instructional delivery approaches and asked to specify which of these approaches were used in their schools. An “other” choice was provided in addition to the eight survey alternatives. As figure 8 indicates, 57 percent of the schools listed “other” as an approach, but only nine gave a name to the approach. As would be expected with programs involving students of varying abilities, grade levels, and achievement levels, the two most frequent choices were “self-paced,” with 82 percent of the schools using this approach, and “computer assisted,” with 73 percent of the schools using this approach. Sixty-three percent of the schools indicated that they use whole group instruction as one of their delivery methods. 
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Instructional placement decisions tend to be made based on the review of student records and consultation with regular school staff. A little more than half of the school directors responding indicated that special testing, either placement or diagnostic, weighs into the placement decision in their schools. See figure 9.



Exit Policies. Figure 10 provides a summary of the exit timetables utilized by alternative school programs. District contacts were asked to check as many options as applied for their schools. Note that the most prevalent timetables used are case-by-case, year end, and semester end. About one in five respondents marked “academic plan” and “other,” with twenty-two respondents checking “other.” There appears to be no pattern to the reasons given. Four directors indicated the students must complete a behavior modification plan, three cited court orders, and six listed various time periods other than those presented on the survey form.

Forty-three schools listed only one program exit timetable for students. Of these single exit option schools, twenty indicated that exit is case-by-case; the next highest single exit option is year-end. Thirty schools listed two timetable options; eighteen listed three, and seven listed four options. 
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Alternative School Program Grant Budgets

Information on budget expenditures was collected from each district coordinator to address Goal 3 (“To determine how all allocated funds were expended”). Budget pages from the approved grants were examined and the information summarized by object code. A total of $7,000,000 was appropriated for alternative schools in school year 1999–2000. Of this amount, $6,304,421 was in approved grants to school districts. As figure 11 shows, 73 percent of the funds ($4,613,992) went to pay for personnel costs—salaries plus fringe benefits. Eleven percent ($669,582) was used to purchase services, 8 percent ($491,064) was allocated to supplies and materials, and 9 percent ($529,783) was devoted to capital outlay. Appendix E contains the budget breakdown by school district.
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Potential Problem Areas

In regard to the problems that exist in alternative school programs (Goal 4), directors were asked to rate the seriousness of potential problem areas in their schools. A rating of 5 was used to indicate that the problem is great; 4, that the problem is significant; 3, that the area is somewhat of a problem; 2, that the area is a slight problem; and 1, that the area is not a problem. These ratings are ranked in table 3 based upon the percentage of respondents marking either a 5 or a 4. The mean ratings are also reported. Figure 12 displays the percentage of 5 and 4 responses graphically.

These data suggest that administrative issues are of most concern to school directors. Stability of funding, hiring teachers with experience in alternative education, and dealing with high per pupil costs are issues that about half of the directors consider problems. About a third of the respondents indicated that adequate space, hiring teachers, transportation, and instruction are problems for them. It should be noted that student transportation is a major consideration for any instructional program and poses special concerns for day-long programs. Program directors were asked whether students were provided transportation to their schools, and 61 percent answered in the affirmative. Thirty-seven percent indicated that it is a “great” or “significant” problem, ranking fourth on the list in table 4. Instruction, staff development, and parental support evoked moderate levels of concern. Student drug use, the possible negative perceptions of staff, students, the board, and the community are not considered major problems.
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Discussion

From the results of the descriptive analyses of alternative school programs, areas for future study have been identified. This section details specific issues that must be addressed and evaluated during the second year of this study (Goal 5).

The interviews with alternative school program staff members make it obvious that there are not agreed-upon indicators of success for these programs. Some interviewees indicated that student achievement is the primary criterion. Others cited a safer and more orderly environment in both the home school and the alternative school. A reduction in dropout rates is another frequently cited indicator of a program’s success. For many practitioners, improved student behavior in the alternative setting is the ultimate goal. The fact remains, however, that if alternative school programs are to be evaluated properly, the necessity exists for a consensus about what constitutes success and how best to measure it.

Judging by the survey responses, student behavior seems to be the focus of most concerns. Reducing disruptive behavior is easily the most highly rated program objective by directors. School district contacts also ranked “providing a ‘last chance’ schooling opportunity for disruptive students” number one among several alternatives. Habitual disruptive behavior and expulsion from the regular school program are the top reasons for student admission to these programs. Section 59-63-1300 of the South Carolina Code of Laws speaks to this central issue, and yet there are no universally accepted techniques for dealing with disruptive students. Of the thirteen alternative strategies posed to school directors (see figure 6), none were rated as highly effective, and only four approaches achieved a mean effectiveness rating higher than three on a five-point scale. Asking parents to come to school was judged the most effective strategy. Given the small student enrollments and low pupil-teacher ratios, these programs offer the opportunity for the systematic application of research methodology to ascertain what kinds of interventions are most likely to be effective with disruptive students.

Student attitudes toward the alternative school program can be an important indicator of program success, and an effort should be made to find out how students view the support that the program provides. Transitions between the home and the alternative schools are often traumatic for students and can impact both achievement and behavior. Further, measures of program effectiveness must include the learners themselves. The attitudes of parents, school staff, and community members toward the alternative schools are also very important to the success of the alternative school program and should be periodically assessed. 

The literature indicates that choosing the right teachers to work in alternative school programs is crucial to success. In support of this, the statute mandates the selection of teachers who are qualified to work with alternative school program students. Appropriate staff development must also be provided for these teachers. There is a need for a better understanding of how teachers are assigned to these schools, what their attitudes toward alternative education are, and how relevant and effective the staff development provided for them is. Future research should address these issues.

Student achievement is the central mission for any educational endeavor. There is evidence in the research literature that alternative schools have made modest improvements in student achievement. However, researchers found that standardized test scores declined for students in North Carolina alternative schools. A controlled assessment of alternative school program effect on student learning should be made a top priority in South Carolina. 

The decline in alternative school program student enrollment after grade nine is a curious phenomenon. What happens to these students after the ninth grade? Will the number of tenth graders served in these programs increase next year? Will the current ninth graders return to regular schools, or will they drop out of school? Is grade retention responsible for the large number of ninth graders? These questions can be best addressed through the development of a longitudinal study of student behavior and achievement levels. 

Alternative school programs in South Carolina differ structurally from one another in interesting ways. Not only do they serve students of different ages; they vary in their hours and days of operation. Some programs operate during “traditional” school hours while others operate in the afternoon, evening, or on weekends. The learning-styles research indicates that students may be better served by flexible scheduling of the school day. Lorin Anderson and Herbert Walberg recommend, among other things, changing management practices in schools and classrooms. To enhance learning time they suggest flexible scheduling, continuous learning, and the use of techniques that involve students in their schools and engage them in the learning process (Anderson and Walberg 1993, 43–44). It may be that the more unusual operational hours of some of the alternative schools actually improve student engagement and increase academic learning time. Provided that a core set of indicators of program success can be developed and that an appropriate longitudinal database can be established, the effects of variations in school structure, including hours of operation, could be examined. 

Above all, a structured, technically sound evaluation of the effectiveness of alternative school programs must be conducted. Over 90 percent of school directors indicated that they collected data to assess program effectiveness, and 86 percent conducted follow-ups to see what happened to students when they exited the program (see table 4). Unfortunately, very few offered specifics related to evaluation criteria or follow-up results. Future investigation on the types of local evaluations and follow-up procedures would be helpful to everyone charged with administering alternative school programs in South Carolina.

A review of financial records and interviews with school administrators makes it obvious that trying to determine the actual costs of operating these programs is infeasible. The funds come from varying sources at the local level and are not always clearly designated for alternative school programs. Students are frequently accounted for at the home school rather than at the alternative site. In fact, in many school districts there may be no separate accounting for costs of the alternative school program. Section 59-63-1380 of the statute requires school districts to allocate to alternative school programs the same per pupil expenditure in federal, state, and local funds that they do to the regular school. Considering the low student-to-staff ratios in the alternative programs, it may be reasonable to assume that local programs are meeting and exceeding the requirements in this section of the statute; however, there is no clear way to determine this. Strategies for determining costs, cost effectiveness, and compliance with the statute should also be devised. 

Recommendations

Recommendation A: Teaching and Staff Development

The Education Accountability Act (EAA) refers to the need to ensure that teachers assigned to alternative school programs possess the pedagogical and content-related skills to meet the needs of alternative school program students. School boards are given the responsibility for ensuring adequate staff development. The State Department of Education is also charged with the responsibility of assisting school districts in developing appropriate professional development programs. Therefore, staff development activities should be driven by alternative school program objectives and teacher needs. Future studies of alternative school programs should include a thorough examination of the needs that teachers and administrators perceive in working within the alternative school program setting. An evaluation of the effectiveness of professional development activities should be incorporated into the implementation process.

Recommendation B: Program Costs and per Pupil Expenditures

The EAA specifies that districts shall allocate to alternative schools the same per pupil expenditure in federal, state, and local funds, including any appropriate special education funds, as those students would generate in the regular school program. The mechanisms to readily track these expenditures are not currently in place. Accounting procedures should be developed and implemented to enable the State Department of Education to easily monitor alternative schools costs. Cyclical reviews of the programs should address program costs and the cost benefits that various alternative school program strategies present.

Recommendation C: Annual Review and Cyclical Evaluation

The EAA requires an annual review of each alternative school program to ascertain whether the school is making progress towards the goals in its plan. The State Department of Education is charged with the responsibility for providing technical assistance to schools not making progress toward their goals. Inadequate progress may result in the termination of funding to the schools. The Department of Education has the responsibility to evaluate at the end of three years the effectiveness of the alternative schools initiative. A common core of success indicators should be identified that can be utilized for program review and evaluation. A systematic data collection and reporting system should be established for measuring progress on these success indicators. A standardized format for reporting should be developed and should be used to provide feedback to practitioners on strategies that have been found to be effective. 

Recommendation D: Characteristics of Students Served

Almost one-third of the students enrolled in alternative schools are ninth graders. The participation rates of students in alternative schools is almost normally distributed around grade nine: the numbers decline in grades ten through twelve but increase geometrically between grades five and nine. About seventy percent of the students are male. This study did not investigate the organizational factors or specific student behaviors leading to placement in alternative school programs. Further research into the characteristics of students placed in alternative schools, including specific behaviors and attitudes, should be conducted. Immediate precipitating factors and situational contexts should be identified. An investigation of the reasons for the distribution of students over grade levels, including the decline in enrollment in grades ten through twelve and the dramatic increases at the middle school level, should be undertaken. 

Recommendation E: Transitions between Alternative and Regular Schools

The literature suggests that students entering and exiting alternative programs receive little support and orientation. The statute calls for strategies to be developed for successful reentry into regular programs. When directors of schools were asked to rate the objectives of their school, the return to regular schools was assigned a relatively low value. Further, while almost all directors indicated that they conducted follow-ups of students returning to the regular program, few supplied specific information about how this was accomplished. Processes should be identified and put in place to assist students in their entry into and exit from alternative school programs. Entry and exit procedures should be evaluated for effectiveness through data collected from students, parents, and school personnel. Effective practices should be communicated to district contacts and program directors.

Recommendation F:
The Relationship between Alternative School Program Structure and Program Outcomes

Alternative school programs in South Carolina vary widely in structure, including the school’s location, number of students served, the grade levels included, and the days and hours of operation. Analyses of the relationships between aspects of the alternative school program structure (such as enrollment and hours of operation) and important program outcomes should be conducted. Student performance in schools operating during the “traditional” school day should be compared with student performance in schools operating for shorter periods and in schools opening in the afternoon and evening. Results of the analyses should be disseminated to district contacts and program directors.

Recommendation G: Parent Conferencing, Involvement, and Participation

Parent involvement is thought to be crucial to the success of most educational programs. Ninety-three percent of the programs reported by school directors require parents to attend a preadmission conference, and 77 percent require parents to sign a contract. Among thirteen alternative disciplinary strategies, “asking the parent to come to school” was rated the most effective by school directors. Additional information should be collected regarding the scope and perceived effectiveness of parent participation in alternative school programs. Effective parent participation strategies should become one component of the common core of alternative school program success indicators.
