Domesticated ferrets exempt from prohibition of sale of wild carnivores as pets

TO AMEND SECTION 47‑5‑50, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE PROHIBITION ON THE SALE OF WILD CARNIVORES AS PETS, SO AS TO DELETE THE REFERENCE TO FERRETS, EXEMPT DOMESTICATED FERRETS FROM THE PROHIBITION, PROVIDE FOR VACCINATION OF FERRETS AGAINST RABIES, AND TO PROVIDE FOR NOTICES THAT FERRETS HAVE A PROPENSITY TO MAKE UNPROVOKED ATTACKS THAT CAUSE BODILY INJURY TO A HUMAN BEING.

SUMMARY:  Removes domesticated ferrets from prohibition on sale of wild carnivores as pets.

Criminal offenders; Hepatitis B and HIV testing

TO AMEND SECTION 16‑3‑740, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO TESTING OF CERTAIN CONVICTED OFFENDERS FOR HEPATITIS B, SEXUALLY TRANSMITTED DISEASES, AND HUMAN IMMUNODIFICIENCY VIRUS HIV, SO AS TO REQUIRE A SOLICITOR TO PETITION THE COURT FOR TESTING AFTER A PERSON HAS BEEN CHARGED WITH AN OFFENSE, IF REQUESTED BY THE VICTIM; TO ESTABLISH PROBABLE CAUSE THAT THE OFFENDER COMMITTED THE OFFENSE AND THAT BODY FLUIDS WERE TRANSMITTED AS THE CRITERIA FOR ISSUING THE ORDER; TO PROVIDE FOR THE DISCLOSURE OF THE TEST RESULTS TO LIMITED PERSONS, INCLUDING THE VICTIM, THE VICTIM’S ATTORNEY, AND THE OFFENDER’S ATTORNEY; TO REQUIRE THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL TO PROVIDE COUNSELING TO THE OFFENDER IF THE RESULTS ARE POSITIVE AND TO THE VICTIM, IF REQUESTED; TO AUTHORIZE FOLLOW‑UP TESTING IF REQUESTED BY THE VICTIM AND IF THE INITIAL RESULTS ARE NEGATIVE; TO REQUIRE THE OFFENDER TO REIMBURSE THE STATE FOR COSTS OF THE TESTS IF THE OFFENDER IS CONVICTED OF THE CRIME; TO AUTHORIZE THE COURT TO ORDER THE COLLECTION OF ADDITIONAL SAMPLES OF BLOOD, SALIVA, AND HAIR FOR SCIENTIFIC TESTING IF THERE IS A SHOWING OF PROBABLE CAUSE THAT THE OFFENDER COMMITTED A CRIME; TO AUTHORIZE THE USE OF THESE SCIENTIFIC TESTS RESULTS IN ANY CRIMINAL PROCEEDING BUT TO PROHIBIT THE USE OF THE HEPATITIS B AND HIV TEST RESULTS CONDUCTED PURSUANT TO THIS ACT IN ANY CRIMINAL TRIAL OF THE OFFENDER; AND TO PROVIDE IMMUNITY FOR CIVIL AND CRIMINAL LIABILITY; AND TO REPEAL SECTION 16‑15‑255 RELATING TO TESTING OF CONVICTED OFFENDERS FOR CERTAIN SEX‑RELATED OFFENSES, HEPATITIS B, SEXUALLY TRANSMITTED DISEASES, AND HIV.

SUMMARY:  This act revises the conditions and procedures for administering Hepatitis B and HIV testing for criminal offenders.  It requires such testing to be conducted if a victim, who has been exposed to body fluids, during the commission of a crime, or the victim’s legal guardian requests the testing.  However, the solicitor must petition the court for an order requiring the testing.  The petition may be filed any time after the person has been charged with the crime.  The solicitor must demonstrate that there is probable cause that the offender committed the crime and that body fluids were transmitted.  Previously testing occurred automatically after conviction for certain sex‑related offenses and upon a court order under other circumstances.



Additionally, the act provides for the disclosure of the test results to the victim, or victim’s legal guardian, the victim’s attorney, the offender’s attorney, Department of Health and Environmental Control, and the prison where the offender is detained or imprisoned.  It further requires counseling for the offender and for the victim if requested and authorizes additional testing if the initial HIV test results were negative.


Further, the act authorizes the collection of additional samples of blood, hair, and saliva from the offender for additional scientific testing including DNA analysis.  Finally, the act provides that while results from the Hepatitis B and HIV testing can not be used against the offender in any criminal proceeding, the scientific test results from the other sample collection can be used in any judicial proceeding.

Foster care; Kinship Foster Care Program; temporary foster care licensure pending fingerprint results.

TO AMEND SUBARTICLE 1, CHAPTER 7, TITLE 20, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DOMESTIC RELATIONS, BY ADDING SECTION 20‑7‑2275 SO AS TO ESTABLISH A KINSHIP FOSTER CARE PROGRAM IN THE DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES TO ENCOURAGE THE PLACEMENT OF CHILDREN REMOVED FROM THEIR HOMES INTO THE HOMES OF RELATIVES FOR KINSHIP FOSTER CARE INCLUDING REQUIRING THE DEPARTMENT TO ATTEMPT TO IDENTIFY A FAMILY MEMBER WITH WHOM A FOSTER CHILD MAY BE PLACED, AND ESTABLISHING PROCEDURES AND ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR LICENSURE AS A KINSHIP FOSTER PARENT; AND TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑1640, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO FINGERPRINTING OF FOSTER PARENTS, SO AS TO AUTHORIZE THE DEPARTMENT TO ISSUE A TEMPORARY LICENSE BEFORE THE FEDERAL BUREAU OF INVESTIGATION RESULTS ARE RECEIVED IF CERTAIN OTHER REPORTING REQUIREMENTS ARE MET.

SUMMARY:  This act creates the Kinship Foster Care Program in the Department of Social Services which promotes placing children in foster care with relatives.  It requires the department to attempt to identify a relative who would be appropriate for placement, to assist the relative with the licensing process, to inform relatives of the availability of payments and other foster care services, to involve kinship foster parents in the development of the child’s permanent plan, and to give these foster parents notice of proceedings and hearings.

Daycare centers; religious daycare standards; definitions revised; license numbers required in advertisements

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 20‑7‑2915 SO AS TO REQUIRE THE DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES TO ISSUE A REGISTRATION STATEMENT FOR A RELIGIOUS DAYCARE CENTER WHEN REQUIREMENTS ARE MET AND TO REQUIRE THE CENTER OPERATOR TO DISPLAY THE REGISTRATION AND USE ITS REGISTRATION NUMBER IN ADVERTISEMENTS; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2700, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS UNDER DAYCARE LICENSING, SO AS TO REVISE THE DEFINITIONS OF “CHILD DAYCARE FACILITIES”, “GROUP DAYCARE HOME”, AND “FAMILY DAYCARE HOME”, AND TO ADD DEFINITIONS;  TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2780, RELATING TO LICENSES OF CHILD DAYCARE CENTERS AND GROUP DAYCARE HOMES, SO AS TO REQUIRE STATING THE LICENSE NUMBER IN ADVERTISEMENTS; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2840, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO REGISTRATION OF FAMILY DAYCARE HOMES, SO AS TO CLARIFY THAT THE OPERATOR OF THE DAYCARE CENTER ALSO MUST OCCUPY THE RESIDENCE; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2860, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO FAMILY DAYCARE HOME REGISTRATIONS, SO AS TO REQUIRE STATING THE REGISTRATION NUMBER IN ADVERTISEMENTS; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2900, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO REGISTRATION OF CERTAIN CHURCH OR RELIGIOUS DAYCARE CENTERS, SO AS TO REQUIRE THESE CENTERS TO COMPLY WITH INSPECTION PROCEDURES AND WITH REQUIREMENTS FOR FLOOR SPACE, CHILD‑STAFF RATIOS, AND STAFF TRAINING; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2910, RELATING TO REGISTRATION AND INSPECTIONS OF CHURCH OR RELIGIOUS DAYCARE CENTERS, SO AS TO REQUIRE INSPECTIONS TO BE CONDUCTED BEFORE RENEWAL RATHER THAN ANNUALLY; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2920, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO INJUNCTIONS AGAINST CHILD DAYCARE CENTERS AND GROUP DAYCARE HOMES, SO AS TO REVISE CONDITIONS FOR SEEKING AN INJUNCTION AGAINST AN OPERATOR; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑3030, RELATING TO DECLARATORY ORDERS OF THE DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES CONCERNING CONSTRUCTION OR RENOVATIONS OF A FACILITY, SO AS TO DELETE THE PROVISION PROHIBITING AN APPEAL OF THESE ORDERS AND REQUIRE THE DEPARTMENT TO PROVIDE CONSULTATION TO ADDRESS ISSUES OF COMPLIANCE; AND BY ADDING SECTION 20‑7‑2902 SO AS TO PROHIBIT THE DEPARTMENT FROM PRESCRIBING CURRICULA FOR DAYCARE STAFF TRAINING AND FOR CHILDREN’S DAYCARE ACTIVITIES AND TO PROVIDE EXCEPTIONS.

SUMMARY:  This act revises daycare registration requirements for church daycare centers so as to conform these requirements to private and public daycare center standards with regard to floor space, child staff ratios, and staff training.  This act also requires fire and safety inspections to be conducted by the Department of Social Services before a registration is issued.  The act revises various definitions including the definition of “child daycare facilities” by clarifying the exclusions concerning kindergartens and vacation and holiday day camps and excludes summer resident camps for children.


Additionally, the act requires all daycare centers to include their license or registration number in all advertisements.  Further; the act revises the standard for obtaining an injunction and requires the department to offer consultation to address any aspect of compliance with daycare center regulations and requirements.


Finally, the act prohibits the Department of Social Services from prescribing curriculum for staff training, other than curriculum addressing administration, child growth and development, and health and safety and curriculum activities for children provided by the center.

Daycare; criminal violations prohibiting employment in, and exceptions.

TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2725, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DAYCARE CENTER EMPLOYMENT, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE CLASS F FELONY OF DRIVING UNDER THE INFLUENCE DOES NOT PROHIBIT DAYCARE CENTER EMPLOYMENT IF THE PERSON HAS NOT BEEN CONVICTED OF DRIVING UNDER THE INFLUENCE OR OF AN ALCOHOL OR DRUG VIOLATION OR DRIVING WITH A CANCELED, SUSPENDED, OR REVOKED LICENSE IN THIS OR ANY OTHER STATE FOR THE PREVIOUS TEN YEARS AND THE PERSON HAS COMPLETED AN ALCOHOL OR DRUG TREATMENT PROGRAM; TO PROVIDE THAT A PERSON CONVICTED OF A FIRST OFFENSE FOR DRIVING UNDER THE INFLUENCE MUST NOT DRIVE A VEHICLE IN THE COURSE OF HIS DUTIES OF EMPLOYMENT; AND TO PROVIDE THAT IF SUBSEQUENT TO EMPLOYMENT, A PERSON IS CONVICTED OF DRIVING UNDER THE INFLUENCE, THE PERSON’S EMPLOYMENT MUST BE TERMINATED.

SUMMARY:  Current law prohibits a daycare center from employing a person who has been convicted of any felony.  This act exempts driving under the influence from this prohibition thus allowing such employment under certain conditions.  The person may not have been convicted in this State or any other state within the ten years previous to applying for daycare employment, for driving under the influence, for any drug or alcohol violation, or for driving while his license was canceled, suspended, or revoked, and no such driving violation is pending.  Additionally, the person must successfully complete an alcohol or drug assessment and treatment program provided or designated by the South Carolina Department of Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse Services.  Further, the act prohibits a person convicted of a first offense driving under the influence violation from driving a vehicle in the course of his duties at a daycare center.


Finally, the act requires the person to be terminated from employment if the person subsequently is convicted of driving under the influence.

Cosmetology, nail and skin care, regulation and licensure, schools, occupations

TO AMEND SECTIONS 40‑13‑5, 40‑13‑10, 40‑13‑20, 40‑13‑30, 40‑13‑110, 40‑13‑230, 40‑13‑240, AND 40‑13‑250, AS AMENDED, AND SECTION 40‑13‑310, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, ALL RELATING TO THE LICENSURE AND REGULATION OF COSMETOLOGISTS, MANICURISTS, AND ESTHETICIANS, SO AS TO CHANGE THE TERM “MANICURIST” TO “NAIL TECHNICIAN”; TO PROVIDE MILEAGE, SUBSISTENCE, AND PER DIEM TO THE MEMBERS OF THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE TO THE BOARD OF COSMETOLOGY; TO REVISE THE DEFINITIONS OF “COSMETOLOGY” AND “ESTHETICIAN” AND TO DEFINE “APPROVED SCHOOL”; TO REQUIRE A TRADE OR INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL TO BE LICENSED; TO ESTABLISH CRIMINAL PENALTIES FOR FAILURE TO NOTIFY THE BOARD OF A SCHOOL CLOSING OR TO PROVIDE THE BOARD STUDENT RECORDS; TO REVISE EDUCATIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR ESTHETICIANS AND NAIL TECHNICIANS; TO PROVIDE FOR BIENNIAL LICENSE RENEWAL RATHER THAN ANNUAL; AND TO PROVIDE RENEWAL AND REINSTATEMENT PROCEDURES FOR INACTIVE LICENSES.

SUMMARY: This act changes all references from “manicurist” to “nail technician”, provides for advice and consent of the Senate for appointments to Board of Cosmetology and for compensation for members of the Advisory Committee to the board, revises some definitions, provides for biennial renewal of licenses and for inactive licenses and provides criminal penalties for failure of a trade school to report its closing or to provide student records.

Gasoline, unlawful to dispense without payment, grounds for suspension of driver’s license.

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 16‑13‑185 SO AS TO MAKE IT UNLAWFUL TO INTENTIONALLY LEAVE AN ESTABLISHMENT WITHOUT MAKING PAYMENT FOR GASOLINE THAT IS DISPENSED INTO A MOTOR VEHICLE AND TO PROVIDE PENALTIES; AND BY ADDING SECTION 56‑1‑292 SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR THE SUSPENSION OR REVOCATION OF A DRIVER’S LICENSE FOR VIOLATIONS OF SECTION 16‑13‑185.

SUMMARY:  This act adds Section 16‑13‑185 to make it a crime to intentionally drive a motor vehicle from a gasoline dispensing location without payment for the gasoline.  The penalty is $500 or imprisoned not more than 30 days, or both.  Section 56‑1‑292 is also added in Section 2 of the act that requires the suspension of a driver’s license when the Department of Transportation receives satisfactory evidence that the person has been convicted of a violation of Section 16‑13‑185.

Prisoner of War Commission; two meetings yearly

TO AMEND SECTION 25‑19‑30, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE MEETINGS OF THE PRISONER OF WAR COMMISSION, SO AS TO REDUCE THE NUMBER OF REQUIRED MEETINGS FROM THREE TO TWO YEARLY.

SUMMARY:  This act reduces the number of required meetings for the Prisoner of War Commission from three to two.

Effective:  2/25/00

Driver’s license; may include permanent medical conditions and organ and tissue donors.

TO AMEND SECTION 56‑1‑80, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO APPLICATIONS FOR DRIVERS’ LICENSES AND PERMITS, SO AS TO REQUIRE THE APPLICATION TO PROVIDE FOR DISCLOSURE OF A PERMANENT MEDICAL CONDITION AND ORGAN AND TISSUE DONOR STATUS, BOTH OF WHICH MUST BE INDICATED BY SYMBOLS ON THE LICENSE AND CONTAINED IN THE DRIVER’S RECORD; AND TO FURTHER PROVIDE THAT THIS INFORMATION MUST BE MADE AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST TO LAW ENFORCEMENT AND EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES AND HOSPITAL PERSONNEL AND THAT DONOR STATUS INFORMATION MUST BE MADE AVAILABLE TO THE  SOUTH CAROLINA DONOR REFERRAL NETWORK.

SUMMARY:  The act requires applications for drivers’ licenses and permits to allow the voluntary disclosure of a permanent medical condition and of organ and tissue donor status, and that if disclosed this information must be indicated on the person’s driver’s license.  Additionally, the act requires this information on the driver’s license and in the department’s records to be made available to law enforcement, emergency medical personnel, hospital personnel, and with regard to the organ and tissue donor information, it must also be made available to the South Carolina Donor Referral Network.

Effective:  7/1/00, except as otherwise stated, see bill

Magistrates reform; higher education requirements, training, eligibility examination, continuing education; trial observations; salary based on percentage of circuit judge salary and county population; advisory council; increased number of magistrates in certain counties with higher accommodations or tax revenue, increased civil jurisdiction, increased fees in civil, landlord/tenant, fraudulent check cases; higher penalties in fraudulent check cases.

SUMMARY:  The “Magistrates Court Reform Act of 2000” makes substantive changes in the eligibility requirements for magistrates, the training and certification process, their retirement plan, and the salary structure and number of magistrates in each county.  To fund the increased costs, the act increases fees in civil, landlord/tenant, and bad check prosecutions.  For counties which do not have sufficient increased fees to fund the pay increases, a five‑year reimbursement program is established in the State Treasurer’s Office.


Beginning July 1, 2001, candidates must pass an eligibility test for appointment by the senatorial delegation as magistrate.  The education requirements increase on July 1, 2001, to a minimum two‑year associate degree, and on July 1, 2005, to a four‑year college degree.  Magistrates serving on those dates need not meet the education requirements during their tenure in office.  Each newly appointed magistrate must observe a set number of civil, criminal, jury, and nonjury trials and take continuing education classes.  A magistrate who fails to meet the training and examination requirements or fails to retire at age seventy‑two is subject to suspension or removal by the Supreme Court.


The salary schedule for magistrates is based on county population and a percentage of a state circuit judge salary.  For example, for counties up to fifty thousand population, the minimum magistrate salary is thirty‑five percent of the judge’s salary; from fifty thousand to one hundred fifty thousand population, the salary is forty‑five percent, and over one hundred fifty thousand population, the pay is fifty‑five percent.  With each year’s experience up to four years, magistrates receive step increases in their salary up to the full amount for their population level.  Nothing prohibits a county from paying its magistrates more than the minimum established by the State. Magistrates are in the Police Officers Retirement System and provisions are made for magistrates to transfer prior service into this retirement system upon payment of a set amount.


The civil jurisdiction of magistrates is increased from five thousand dollars to seven thousand five hundred dollars.  The number of magistrates, their location, and status as full or part time may be increased or decreased by a written agreement between the county governing body and the members of the Senate delegation.  Also, counties with certain levels of accommodations tax revenues are permitted additional magistrates.


An advisory council to the Supreme Court is established to make recommendations concerning the eligibility examination, certification examination, and continuing education requirements for magistrates.  The council will report annually to the Supreme Court.  The Supreme Court will report to the House and Senate Judiciary Committees by March 15, 2001, concerning recommended changes to the magistrates court system.  By March 15, 2005, the court will report on the revenue generated by the increased fees and the amounts necessary to fund the salaries and benefits for magistrates in each county.

The act also amends offenses on the capitol grounds to include use of destructive devices on the grounds or in capitol buildings.  The teaching or demonstrating of the use, application, or making of a destructive device is established as a new offense.

TO ENACT THE “PROTECTED CELL INSURANCE COMPANY ACT” INCLUDING PROVISIONS TO AMEND TITLE 38, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO INSURANCE, BY ADDING CHAPTER 10, SO AS TO, AMONG OTHER THINGS, AUTHORIZE AN INSURANCE COMPANY TO CREATE AND SEGREGATE AN IDENTIFIED POOL OF ASSETS AND LIABILITIES FROM THE REMAINDER OF THE COMPANY’S ASSETS AND LIABILITIES FOR THE PURPOSE OF ACCESSING ALTERNATIVE SOURCES OF CAPITAL AND ACHIEVING BENEFITS OF INSURANCE SECURITIZATIONS; TO PROVIDE PROCEDURES FOR ESTABLISHING PROTECTED CELL COMPANIES; TO PROVIDE FOR THE USE AND OPERATION OF PROTECTED CELLS; AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE AVAILABILITY OF PROTECTED CELL ASSETS TO CREDITORS AND OTHER CLAIMANTS.

SUMMARY:   This act authorizes an insurance company domiciled in South Carolina to create and segregate an identified pool of assets and liabilities from the remainder of the company’s assets and liabilities as a means to access alternative sources of capital or to achieve the benefits of being securitized separately from the company itself.  It establishes procedures for becoming a protected cell company, provides for the use and operation of protected cell companies, and provides for the availability of protected cell assets to creditors and other claimants.

Further, no suit under this section can be commenced after the expiration of one year after the last date of furnishing or providing labor, services, materials, or rental equipment.


Section 11‑35‑3030(2)(c) substitutes “remote claimant” for “any person having a direct contractual relationship with a subcontractor of the contractor but no contractual relationship expressed or implied with the contractor furnishing the payment bond”.  Also, the written notice under this section may be given at the current address as shown on the records of the South Carolina Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation.  Further, for the purposes of this section, bonded contractor means the contractor or subcontractor furnishing the payment bond, and remote claimant means a person having a direct contractual relationship with a subcontractor of a bonded contractor but no contractual relationship expressed or implied with the bonded contractors.


Section 57‑5‑1660(b) also substitutes “remote claimant” for a person having direct contractual relationship with a subcontractor but no contractual relationship expressed or implied with the contractor furnishing the bond.


New Section 11‑1‑120 also provides that no suit under this section can be commenced after the expiration of one year after the last date of providing or furnishing labor, materials, rental equipment, or services.  Additionally, for purposes of this section, “bonded contractor” means a contractor or subcontractor furnishing a payment bond, and “remote claimant” means a person having a direct contractual relationship with a subcontractor of a bonded contractor but no contractual relationship expressed or implied with the bonded contractor.

TO AMEND ARTICLE 1, CHAPTER 13, TITLE 50 OF THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO PROTECTION OF FISH, BY ADDING SECTION 50‑13‑25 SO AS TO ESTABLISH LAWFUL CATCH LIMITS FOR BASS AND OTHER FISH, TO ESTABLISH A MINIMUM SIZE LIMIT FOR BASS, AND TO RESTRICT THE USE OF FISHING DEVICES FOR SLADE LAKE IN EDGEFIELD COUNTY.

SUMMARY:  This act adds Section 50‑13‑25 so as to regulate the catching and carrying away of bass from Slade Lake in Edgefield County.  This section prohibits any bass not meeting a minimum size of twelve inches in length from being taken from Slade Lake.  The catch limit for bass in this lake is two per day and the lawful catch limit for all other fish is fifteen per day.


An open season for fishing in Slade Lake begins on April first and ends on November first.  During open season fishing is allowed only on Wednesdays and Saturdays.


Fish of any kind may be taken from Slade Lake only by hook and line.  No more than two poles may be used by one person at the same time.



No watercraft of any kind may be used on Slade Lake unless it is operated with oars or an electric trolling motor.


For violations of this section a person is guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction must be punished by a fine of not less than ten dollars nor more than one hundred dollars or by imprisonment of not less than ten days nor more than thirty days, or both.

TO AMEND CHAPTER 5, TITLE 50, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE MARINE RESOURCES DIVISION OF THE SOUTH CAROLINA DEPARTMENT OF MARINE RESOURCES, SO AS TO ENACT THE “SOUTH CAROLINA MARINE RESOURCES ACT OF 2000” TO REVISE PROVISIONS REGULATING MARINE RESOURCES AND THE MANNER THAT MARINE LIFE MAY BE HARVESTED, DEFINITIONS, OFFENSES, JURISDICTION, LAW ENFORCEMENT AUTHORITY, PROGRAMS, SUSPENSION OF PRIVILEGES, PENALTIES, ZONES, AND BOARDING OF VESSELS; TO PROVIDE FOR MARINE LICENSES AND PERMITS; TO PROVIDE FOR THE USE OF FISHING EQUIPMENT; TO PROVIDE FOR AND REGULATE TRAWLING, THE TAKING OF SHELLFISH, SHRIMP, ANADROMOUS AND CATADROMOUS FINFISH, ESTUARINE AND SALTWATER FINFISH, RECREATIONAL FISHERIES CONSERVATION AND MANAGEMENT, MARICULTURE, AND TO PROVIDE MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS NECESSARY TO REGULATION AND MANAGEMENT OF MARINE RESOURCES, TO PROVIDE FOR A POINT SYSTEM FOR VIOLATIONS OF MARINE RESOURCES LAWS, TO PROVIDE FOR INTERJURISDICTIONAL FISHERY MANAGEMENT; TO AMEND SECTION 44‑1‑152, RELATING TO REVENUE FROM FINES AND FORFEITURES, SO AS TO FURTHER PROVIDE FOR THE DISPOSITION OF REVENUE FROM FINES AND FORFEITURES; TO ADD SECTION 50‑1‑295 SO AS TO PROHIBIT REMOVING OR DISTURBING SIGNS, BUOYS, OR OTHER DEVICES USED BY THE DEPARTMENT, AND TO PROVIDE PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS OF THIS SECTION; TO AMEND SECTION 50‑13‑650, RELATING TO THE UNLAWFUL USE OF NETS OR SEINES IN CERTAIN PORTIONS OF THE SAVANNAH RIVER, SO AS TO FURTHER PROVIDE FOR SUCH USE; TO AMEND SECTION 50‑13‑730, RELATING TO THE USE OF NETS TO TAKE NONGAME FISH IN GAME ZONE 9, SO AS TO MAKE THE PROVISIONS OF THIS SECTION APPLICABLE STATEWIDE AND PROVIDE THAT THE PROVISIONS OF THIS SECTION SHALL NOT AFFECT SHAD, HERRING, OR STURGEON; TO ADD SECTION 50‑21‑175 SO AS TO REQUIRE THE OPERATOR AND CREW OF ANY WATERCRAFT OPERATING IN STATE WATERS TO HEAVE TO WHEN SIGNALED OR HAILED AND TO ALLOW BOARDING, AND TO PROVIDE PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS; TO ADD SECTION 50‑5‑1335 SO AS TO PROHIBIT THE USE OF CRAB POTS FOR COMMERCIAL PURPOSES BETWEEN MAY FIRST AND OCTOBER FIRST WITHIN PAWLEY’S ISLAND CREEK AND MIDWAY CREEK ON PAWLEY’S ISLAND; TO ADD SECTION 50‑5‑580 SO AS TO PROHIBIT GIGGING FOR FISH IN CERTAIN SALT WATERS IN GEORGETOWN COUNTY DURING DAYLIGHT HOURS; TO ADD SECTION 50‑1‑300 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT UNLESS SPECIFICALLY AUTHORIZED, ALL REGULATIONS PROMULGATED UNDER THE AUTHORITY OF TITLE 50 MUST BE PROMULGATED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES ACT; TO REDESIGNATE SECTION 50‑13‑990 AS SECTION 50‑21‑180; AND TO REPEAL CHAPTERS 7, 17, AND 20 OF TITLE 50, AND SECTIONS 50‑5‑130, 50‑13‑190, 50‑13‑320, 50‑13‑530, 50‑13‑700, 50‑13‑735, 50‑13‑770, 50‑13‑795, 50‑13‑800, 50‑13‑805, 50‑13‑815, 50‑19‑320, AND 50‑19‑330 RELATING TO VARIOUS WILDLIFE MARINE RESOURCE LAWS; AND TO PROVIDE THAT ALL RIGHTS, DUTIES, AND LIABILITIES ACCRUING TO A PERSON PRIOR TO THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS ACT ARE PRESERVED, AND THAT ALL CASES AND APPEALS ARISING OR PENDING UNDER THE LAW BEFORE THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS ACT ARE SAVED.

SUMMARY:  This act, the South Carolina Marine Resources Act of 2000, relates to the Marine Resources Division of the Department of Natural Resources and revises provisions regulating marine resources and the manner that marine resources may be harvested.  Prior to this act the coastal fishery laws were primarily contained in Chapters 5, 7, 13, 17, and 20 of Title 50.  This act repeals Chapters 7, 17, and 20, and several sections of Chapter 13 of Title 50, and completely rewrites the consolidated coastal fisheries laws into Chapter 5 of Title 50.  In addition to providing definitions and general provisions, the act primarily revises provisions regulating marine resources and the manner that marine life may be harvested, definitions, offenses, jurisdiction, law enforcement authority, programs, suspension of privileges, penalties, zones, and boarding of vessels. The act revises provisions relating to marine licenses and permits and the use of fishing equipment.  It rewrites the provisions for regulating trawling, the taking of shell fish, shrimp, anadromous and catadromous finfish, estuarine and saltwater finfish, recreational fisheries conservation and management, mariculture, and provides miscellaneous provisions necessary to regulation and management of marine resources.  The act provides for a point system for violations of marine resources laws and for interjurisdictional fishery management.  Section 44‑1‑152, relating to revenue from fines and forfeitures, is amended so as to further provide for the disposition of revenue from fines and forfeitures.  Section 50‑1‑295 is added so as to prohibit removing or disturbing signs, buoys, or other devices used by the department, and to provide penalties for violations of this section.  The act amends section 50‑13‑650, relating to the use of nets or seines in the savannah river, and Section 50‑13‑730, relating to the use of nets to take nongame fish in game zone 9, so as to make the provisions of this section applicable statewide and provide that the provisions of this section shall not affect shad, herring, or sturgeon.  The act adds Section 50‑21‑175 so as to require the operator and crew of any watercraft operating in state waters to heave to when signaled or hailed and to allow boarding, and to provide penalties for violations. The act also adds Section 50‑5‑1335 prohibiting the use of crab pots for commercial purposes between May first and October first within Pawley’s Island Creek and Midway Creek on Pawley’s Island, and Section 50‑5‑580 prohibiting gigging for fish in certain salt waters in Georgetown County during daylight hours.  The act adds Section 50‑1‑300 to provide that unless specifically authorized all regulations promulgated under the authority of title 50 must be promulgated in accordance with the administrative procedures act.  Section 50‑13‑990 is redesignated as section 50‑21‑180.  The act repeals Chapters 7, 17, and 20 of Title 50, and Sections 50‑5‑130, 50‑13‑190, 50‑13‑320, 50‑13‑530, 50‑13‑700, 50‑13‑735, 50‑13‑770, 50‑13‑795, 50‑13‑800, 50‑13‑805, 50‑13‑815, 50‑19‑320, and 50‑19‑330 of the 1976 code relating to various wildlife marine resource laws.  The act provides that all rights, duties, and liabilities accruing to a person prior to the effective date of this act are preserved, and that all cases and appeals arising or pending under the law before the effective date of this act are saved.

Capital punishment; witnesses permitted to view an execution

TO AMEND SECTION 24‑3‑550, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO WITNESSES PERMITTED TO VIEW AN EXECUTION, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT A CONVICT MAY SUBSTITUTE ONE PERSON FROM HIS IMMEDIATE FAMILY FOR EITHER HIS COUNSEL OR A RELIGIOUS LEADER AS A WITNESS PERMITTED TO VIEW HIS EXECUTION, OR MAY SUBSTITUTE TWO PERSONS FROM HIS IMMEDIATE FAMILY FOR BOTH HIS COUNSEL AND A RELIGIOUS LEADER AS WITNESSES PERMITTED TO VIEW HIS EXECUTION, TO PROVIDE A DEFINITION FOR THE TERM “IMMEDIATE FAMILY”, TO LIMIT THE NUMBER OF PERSONS PERMITTED TO WITNESS AN EXECUTION, AND TO DIRECT THE DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS TO ESTABLISH INTERNAL POLICIES RATHER THAN PROMULGATE REGULATIONS TO GOVERN THE SELECTION OF MEDIA REPRESENTATIVES PERMITTED TO VIEW AN EXECUTION.
SUMMARY: This act allows a convict who is awaiting execution to substitute one person from his immediate family for either his counsel or a religious leader as a witness permitted to view his execution or two persons from his immediate family for both his counsel and a religious leader as witnesses permitted to view his execution.  The act also defines the term “immediate family”, limits the number of persons who may witness an execution, and directs the Department of Corrections to establish internal policies to govern the selection of media representatives permitted to view an execution.

Hospice facilities

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 44‑71‑65 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT A HOSPICE FACILITY IS SUBJECT TO REGULATIONS PROMULGATED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL PURSUANT TO TITLE 44, CHAPTER 71 AND THAT SUCH FACILITIES ARE NOT SUBJECT TO REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO THE LICENSURE AND REGULATION OF NURSING HOMES OR COMMUNITY RESIDENTIAL CARE FACILITIES; TO ADD SECTION 44‑71‑95 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT A HEALTH CARE FACILITY IS NOT PROHIBITED FROM PROVIDING HOSPICE SERVICES THROUGH CONTRACTUAL ARRANGEMENTS WITH A LICENSED HOSPICE ORGANIZATION; TO AMEND SECTION 44‑7‑130, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS IN THE STATE CERTIFICATION OF NEED AND HEALTH FACILITY LICENSURE ACT, SO AS TO INCLUDE HOSPICE FACILITIES IN THE DEFINITION OF A HEALTH CARE FACILITY; TO AMEND SECTION 44‑71‑20, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS FOR THE LICENSURE OF HOSPICE PROGRAMS, SO AS TO CLARIFY THE SCOPE OF INPATIENT HOSPICE SERVICES AND TO DEFINE HOSPICE FACILITIES; AND TO AMEND SECTION 44‑71‑60, RELATING TO THE PROMULGATION OF REGULATIONS FOR HOSPICE PROGRAMS, SO AS TO INCLUDE REGULATIONS FOR HOSPICE FACILITIES.

SUMMARY:  This act directs the Department of Health and Environmental Control to promulgate regulations for hospice facilities and further provides that such facilities are not subject to regulations pertaining to the regulation of nursing homes or community residential care facilities.  Also, the act provides that a health care facility may not be prohibited from providing hospice services under contractual arrangements with a licensed hospice operation.

Body piercing

TO AMEND TITLE 44, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO HEALTH, BY ADDING CHAPTER 32 SO AS TO ESTABLISH REQUIREMENTS AND PROCEDURES FOR BODY PIERCING IN THIS STATE, INCLUDING PROVISIONS FOR, AMONG OTHER THINGS, THE ISSUANCE OF PERMITS AND THE PROMULGATION OF REGULATIONS BY THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL, PAYMENT OF PERMIT FEES, CONDUCTING OF INSPECTIONS, AND CRIMINAL OFFENSES AND PENALTIES.
SUMMARY:  The act takes effect October 1, 2000.  The act defines “body piercing”, “body piercing facility”, and “body piercing technician”.

The act requires the Department of Health and Environmental Control DHEC to establish sterilization, sanitation, and safety standards for persons engaged in the business of body piercing.  The standards must be directed at establishment and maintenance of sterile conditions and safe disposal of instruments.



Permits must be applied for and received from DHEC.  The annual permit fee is three hundred dollars per body piercing facility.



All body piercing technicians must obtain a certificate attesting to the successful completion of a course in blood‑borne pathogens and body piercing Infection Control as approved by DHEC.



The act allows DHEC to charge an amount additional to the annual three hundred dollar permit fee to cover the cost of inspections.



A body piercing technician must be at least eighteen years old and must possess a current Red Cross First Aid Certification and Adult Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation CPR Certification.  The Red Cross First Aid Certification must be renewed every three years, and the Adult CPR Certification must be renewed annually.



A body piercing technician is required to comply with all applicable federal OSHA requirements or guidelines.



DHEC is allowed to conduct several different types of inspections.



DHEC is authorized to revoke, suspend, or refuse to issue or renew a permit, or may place a body piercing facility on probation, upon proof that a body piercing facility operator has engaged in certain activity or has failed to act in a required manner.



The act specifically does not restrict the activities of a physician or surgeon licensed pursuant to the laws of South Carolina.



It is unlawful for a person to perform or offer to perform body piercing upon someone under eighteen, unless the body piercing is performed in the presence of, or as directed by a notarized writing by, the parent or legal guardian of the under‑eighteen recipient.  Also, body piercing cannot be performed upon a person impaired by alcohol or drugs.  And body piercing cannot be performed on skin surfaces having a rash, pimples, boils, infections, or evidence of unhealthy conditions.



A person who violates any provision of the act is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, must be fined up to two thousand five hundred dollars or imprisoned up to one year, or both such fine and imprisonment.



All collected fines must be remitted to the State Treasurer to be credited to DHEC in a separate and distinct account to be used solely to carry out and enforce the provisions of the act.

Annexation, incorporation procedures modified

TO AMEND SECTION 5‑1‑30, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE PREREQUISITES TO ISSUANCE OF A CORPORATE CERTIFICATE TO A PROPOSED MUNICIPALITY, SO AS TO REQUIRE THE AREA SEEKING TO BE INCORPORATED TO BE CONTIGUOUS, AND PROVIDE THAT CONTIGUITY IS NOT DESTROYED BY AN INTERVENING MARSHLAND LOCATED IN THE TIDAL FLOW OR AN INTERVENING PUBLICLY‑OWNED WATERWAY, WHETHER OR NOT THE MARSHLAND LOCATED IN THE TIDAL FLOW OR THE PUBLICLY‑OWNED WATERWAY HAS BEEN PREVIOUSLY INCORPORATED OR ANNEXED, AND PROVIDE THAT THE MARSHLAND LOCATED IN THE TIDAL FLOW OR THE PUBLICLY‑OWNED WATERWAY DOES NOT PRECLUDE IT FROM BEING USED BY ANOTHER MUNICIPALITY TO ESTABLISH CONTIGUITY FOR PURPOSES OF AN INCORPORATION PROVIDED THE DISTANCE FROM HIGHLAND TO HIGHLAND OF THE AREA BEING INCORPORATED IS NOT GREATER THAN THREE‑FOURTHS OF A MILE; TO AMEND SECTION 5‑1‑40, RELATING TO THE PETITION FILED WITH THE SECRETARY OF STATE NECESSARY TO INITIATE THE INCORPORATION OF A MUNICIPALITY, SO AS TO CHANGE THE REQUIREMENTS OF WHO MUST SIGN THE PETITION; TO AMEND CHAPTER 3 OF TITLE 5, RELATING TO THE CHANGE OF CORPORATE LIMITS OF A MUNICIPALITY, SO AS TO DELETE ALL METHODS OF ANNEXATION WHERE FREEHOLDERS VOTE IN A REFERENDUM, TO REQUIRE A PUBLIC HEARING AND NOTICE OF IT WHEN THE SEVENTY‑FIVE PERCENT PETITION OF FREEHOLDERS METHOD OF ANNEXATION IS USED TO ANNEX AN AREA WHICH IS CONTIGUOUS TO A MUNICIPALITY; TO SUBSTITUTE QUALIFIED ELECTORS FOR FREEHOLDERS IN THE INITIATION OF A REFERENDUM IN WHICH QUALIFIED ELECTORS VOTE BY SIGNING A PETITION TO ANNEX A CONTIGUOUS AREA TO A MUNICIPALITY; AND TO DEFINE “CONTIGUOUS”.

SUMMARY:  This act amends the provisions for incorporation of a municipality.  SECTION 1 amends Section 5‑1‑30 in which there are two substantive changes to the incorporation law.  The definition of contiguity is added and the petition for incorporation is triggered by electors not freeholders.  In the definition of contiguous, incorporation is not destroyed by a marshland located in the tidal flow or an intervening publicly‑owned waterway, whether or not the marshland located in the tidal flow or the publicly‑owned waterway has been previously incorporated or annexed by another municipality.  The tidal flow marshland or publicly‑owned waterway cannot be more than three‑fourths of a mile from highland to highland.  The other important change in the incorporation law occurs in SECTION 2 of the act, which now allows the incorporation procedure to be triggered by a petition of qualified electors rather than freeholders.  SECTION 3 changes the way municipalities may annex.  The petition/election method which had been previously struck down as unconstitutional was reinstated under the provisions of SECTION 3.  The new annexation provisions incorporate three substantive changes to the current procedure.  In reinstating the petition/election method, notification procedures were added to the seventy‑five percent petition method which requires annexing municipality to give public notice not less than thirty days before acting on an annexation petition.  The municipality must give public notice by publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the community, by posting the notice of the public hearing on the municipal bulletin board, and by written notification to the tax payer of record of all properties within the area proposed to be annexed, to the chief administrative officer of the county, to all public service or special purpose districts, and all fire departments, whether they are volunteer or full‑time.  The public notice must include a map of the proposed annexation area, a complete legal description of the proposed annexation area, a statement as to what public services are to be assumed or provided by the municipality, and the taxes and fees required by these services.  The notice must also include a projected timetable for the provision or assumption of these services.  A new section, Section 5‑3‑305, was added to SECTION 3 and for the first time defines “contiguous” for purposes of annexation.  The intent is to define areas that are adjacent to the municipality and share a continuous border.  The definition further states that contiguity is not established by a road, waterway, right‑of‑way, easement, railroad track, marshland, or utility line which connects one property to another.  However, if these intervening connectors would be adjacent and share a continuous border, they do not destroy contiguity.

Unlawful feeding or enticing with food a black bear; penalties

TO AMEND SECTION 50‑11‑440, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE PROHIBITION ON THE USE OF BAIT TO LURE BEARS, SO AS TO REVISE THIS SECTION TO PROHIBIT FEEDING OR ENTICING WITH FOOD ANY BLACK BEAR, TO PROVIDE EXCEPTIONS TO THE PROHIBITION, AND TO PROVIDE CRIMINAL PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS. 

SUMMARY:  This act provides that it is illegal for certain persons to feed or entice with food a black bear.  It also provides a penalty for persons who violate this provision.

Section 38‑38‑720 contains the criminal provisions i.e., two misdemeanor offenses and one felony offense and their penalties.  The remainder of the title is self‑explanatory.

The penalty for inflicting such bodily injury is imprisonment for up to twenty years and for knowingly allowing such infliction of bodily injury is imprisonment for up to five years.  Finally, the act adds this crime to the list of violent offenses.

SUMMARY:  This act grants new powers and duties to the Board of Trustees of the Medical University of South Carolina acting as the Medical University Hospital Authority.  Whenever the board functions in its capacity as the governing body of the Medical University, hospitals, clinics, and other health care and related facilities (the hospital), the board of trustees is constituted and designated as the Medical University Hospital Authority.  These new powers and duties include freedom of information act provisions, the expenditure, receipt, and transfer of funds and state appropriations, bonding and leasing provisions, the application of ethics and accountability provisions to members of the board, and provides that the Medical University Hospital Authority shall be the successor to the Medical University of South Carolina as the owner and operator of the hospital.  The act also amends Section 8‑11‑260, relating to exemptions from state personnel policies and requirements, so as to exempt employees of the hospital authority from Budget and Control Board personnel administration; Section 8‑17‑370, relating to exemptions from state employee grievance procedures, so as to exempt hospital authority employees from the State Employee Grievance Act; and Section 11‑35‑710, relating to exemptions from the State Procurement Code, so as to add an exemption to the South Carolina Consolidated Procurement Code for the Medical University Hospital Authority if it has promulgated a procurement process.

State retirement, optional program for teachers and administrators

TO AMEND TITLE 9, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE VARIOUS STATE RETIREMENT SYSTEMS, BY ADDING CHAPTER 20 ENACTING THE “OPTIONAL RETIREMENT PROGRAM FOR TEACHERS AND SCHOOL ADMINISTRATORS” AND PROVIDE FOR ITS OPERATION INCLUDING ITS ADMINISTRATION BY THE SOUTH CAROLINA RETIREMENT SYSTEM AND AN ELECTION BY ELIGIBLE EMPLOYEES FIRST EMPLOYED AFTER JUNE 30, 2000, TO JOIN EITHER THE SOUTH CAROLINA RETIREMENT SYSTEM OR THE OPTIONAL RETIREMENT PROGRAM ESTABLISHED BY THIS ACT.

SUMMARY:   This act adds a new Chapter 20 in Title 9 of the 1976 Code relating to the South Carolina Retirement System.  The new chapter is an optional retirement program for teachers and school administrators which allows school teachers, public school administrators, and other defined school district employees first employed after June 30, 2000, to “opt” out of the South Carolina Retirement System and instead participate in the new optional plan.  The new plan is a defined contributions plan offered by companies designated by SCRS.  Employees electing this option shall pay a contribution equal to the employee contribution under SCRS.  Employers shall make a contribution on behalf of their employees equal to employer contributions under SCRS, not including the portion of the employer contribution used to defray the unfunded liabilities of the SCRS.  That amount continues to be paid by employers to SCRS. Having made the election for the optional system, a participant has one opportunity to move back to the SCRS which occurs sixty months after initial enrollment.  No further changes are allowed.

SUMMARY:  This act revises various provisions pertaining to voluntary environmental audit reports on facilities or activities regulated under environmental law and the privilege which attaches to such reports.  First, the act removes the privilege from all criminal investigations or proceedings.  Further, the act clarifies that the privilege does not apply to information required to be available or reported to a regulatory agency, and it also exempts from the privilege information revealing noncompliance if the owner failed to take corrective action or eliminate violations within a reasonable period of time. SUMMARY:  The insurance agents’ continuing education advisory committee now is required to be comprised of sixteen persons, and the Director of the Department of Insurance, who makes the appointments, may accept nominations for qualified individuals from the following:  the Carolina’s Association of Professional Insurance Agents; the Independent Insurance Agents of South Carolina; the South Carolina Association of Automobile Insurance Agents; the South Carolina Association of Life Underwriters; the Association of South Carolina Life Insurance Companies; the Direct Writers Insurance Companies; insurers that are not members of any national insurance trade association; and any other individual, group, or trade or professional association.  Also, vacancies on the advisory committee must be published in newspapers of general, statewide circulation.  Members’ terms are for two years, and any vacancy must be filled for the unexpired term only.

The Governing Board of the South Carolina Reinsurance Facility now is as follows:  a total of nineteen persons, as follows:  (a)  four persons must be residents of South Carolina appointed by the Governor to represent consumers; (b)  eight persons appointed by the Director of the South Carolina Department of Insurance to represent the insurance industry in making these appointments, the director may accept nominations from the American Insurance Association, the National Association of Independent Insurers, the Alliance of American Insurers, and any other individual, group, or trade or professional association; not less than five of these eight persons must be residents of South Carolina; those who are not South Carolina residents must have job responsibilities that include supervision over South Carolina operations; not less than two must be officers or employees of insurers licensed to transact auto insurance in South Carolina and domiciled in this State; (c)  six persons, appointed by the Director of the Department of Insurance, to represent producers; these six must all be residents of South Carolina these persons may be nominated by the following:  the State Independent Agents Association, the South Carolina Professional Auto Insurance Agents’ Association, the State Professional Insurance Agents’ Association, and any other individual, group, or insurance agent, trade, or professional association; (d)  the State Consumer Advocate; and (e)  the Director of the Department of Insurance, who is the governing board’s chairman but who has no vote except in the case of a tie the director may send “his designated representative” to preside over governing board meetings.  Vacancies on the governing board of the Reinsurance Facility must be published in newspapers of general, statewide circulation.  Further, members of the governing board shall serve two‑year terms of office except, obviously, for the ex officio members.  A vacancy must be filled only for the unexpired term.  Also, the Director of the Department of Insurance is authorized to receive nominations from any individual, group, or insurance agent trade or professional association for any vacancy on the facility’s governing board.

The Advisory Board for the Joint Underwriting Association for private passenger and commercial automobile insurance is now as follows:  (a)  three persons who are licensed agents or brokers and four consumer representatives, to be appointed by the Director of the Department of Insurance or his designee; (b)  five association members; (c)  the State Consumer Advocate or his designee; (d)  the Director of the Department of Public Safety or his designee; and (e)  one member from the South Carolina Department of Insurance who is nonvoting.  All board members, other than the Director of the Department of Public Safety or his designee and the State Consumer Advocate or his designee, are to be appointed by the Director of the Department of Insurance or his designee.  The American Insurance Association, the Alliance of American Insurers, and the National Association of Independent Insurers, as well as any individual, group, or insurance agent trade or professional association may nominate qualified individuals for Advisory Board membership.  Vacancies on the Advisory Board must be published in newspapers of general, statewide circulation.  Members of the Advisory Board must be appointed for the terms specified in the plan and shall serve until their successors are appointed and qualify for office.  A vacancy must be filled only for the unexpired term of office.

SUMMARY:  This act provides for a moratorium on state corporate income tax for a taxpayer creating new full‑time jobs in tax years after 1999, the carry forward of job tax credits earned during the moratorium, and repeal of the moratorium on July 1, 2005.

SUMMARY:  This amendment to the “big” fee in lieu of taxes statute, Section 4‑29‑67 of the 1976 Code, applies only to a pharmaceutical company investing more than 400 million dollars in a county and only for real and personal property placed in service before January 1, 2000.  The amendment allows an alternate method of determining the fair market value of a project, namely the lower of the existing method, or a new method taking original income tax basis for state tax purposes for real property without regard to depreciation, reduced by cost overruns, including capitalized interest overruns, and a similar calculation for personal property, but allowing for depreciation for property tax purposes.

TO AMEND SECTION 59‑111‑110, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO TUITION NOT REQUIRED FROM CHILDREN OF FIREMEN, LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS, AND CERTAIN OTHER PUBLIC EMPLOYEES TOTALLY DISABLED OR KILLED IN THE LINE OF DUTY, SO AS TO EXTEND THIS PROVISION TO CHILDREN OF GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES TOTALLY DISABLED OR KILLED IN THE LINE OF DUTY ON OR AFTER JULY 1, 1996 AS A RESULT OF A FELONY COMMITTED AGAINST THE EMPLOYEE AND TO LIMIT THIS TUITION TO UNDERGRADUATE COURSES OR CURRICULUM; AND BY ADDING SECTION 59‑111‑145 TO DEFINE “GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEE” FOR PURPOSES OF THE TUITION PAYMENTS AUTHORIZED BY THIS ACT AS A PERSON WHO IS REQUIRED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE STATE RETIREMENT SYSTEM.

SUMMARY:  This act extends free tuition to children of government employees killed in the line of duty as the result of a felony committed against the employee.  It authorizes payment of tuition for a period of four years for undergraduate courses or curriculum at any state‑supported college, university, technical school, or vocational school.  Further, it defines a “government employee” as a person who is required to participate in the state retirement system.

Environmental Emergency Fund Act created

TO AMEND CHAPTER 2 OF TITLE 48, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND, BY ADDING ARTICLE 3 SO AS TO ENACT THE ENVIRONMENTAL EMERGENCY FUND ACT WHICH CREATES THE “ENVIRONMENTAL EMERGENCY FUND”, DEFINES ENVIRONMENTAL EMERGENCIES, REQUIRES THAT ALL FINES AND PENALTIES COLLECTED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL, NOT OTHERWISE DESIGNATED, TO BE CREDITED TO THE FUND, ESTABLISHES A TWO HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLAR CAP FOR THE FUND, AND PROVIDES FOR USE OF THESE FUNDS; TO DESIGNATE SECTIONS 48‑2‑10 THROUGH 48‑2‑90 AS ARTICLE 1, CHAPTER 2, TITLE 48 ENTITLED ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND, TO RENAME CHAPTER 2 OF TITLE 48, AS ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUNDS, AND TO DIRECT THE CODE COMMISSIONER TO CHANGE ALL REFERENCES TO CONFORM TO THESE CHANGES, WHEN ECONOMICALLY AND PRACTICALLY FEASIBLE.

SUMMARY:  This act establishes the Environmental Emergency Fund within the Department of Health and Environmental Control to provide immediate but temporary relief in a situation that constitutes an immediate threat to the environment or public health.  Fines and penalties collected by the department not otherwise designated must be remitted to the fund until it reaches two hundred fifty thousand dollars, at which time all subsequent collections must be remitted to the general fund.

TO ENACT THE “SOUTH CAROLINA CONSERVATION INCENTIVES ACT” AMENDING THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 12‑6‑3515 SO AS TO ALLOW AN INCOME TAX CREDIT EQUAL TO TWENTY‑FIVE PERCENT OF THE VALUE OF A FEDERAL INCOME TAX CHARITABLE DEDUCTION FOR A GIFT OF LAND FOR CONSERVATION OR FOR A QUALIFIED CONSERVATION CONTRIBUTION OF A QUALIFIED REAL PROPERTY INTEREST LOCATED IN THIS STATE WHEN DONATED AFTER MAY 31, 2001, TO PROVIDE A CAP ON THIS CREDIT AND TO DEFINE THE LANDS OVER WHICH THESE EASEMENTS APPLY WHICH ARE ELIGIBLE FOR THESE CREDITS, TO PROVIDE A CARRY FORWARD OF UNUSED CREDIT AND MAKE THE UNUSED CREDIT TRANSFERABLE UPON NOTICE TO THE DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE WITH THE CREDIT RETAINING ALL ITS ATTRIBUTES IN THE HANDS OF THE TRANSFEREE AND TO PROVIDE DEFINITIONS, BY ADDING ARTICLE 11 IN CHAPTER 3 OF TITLE 50, RELATING TO THE DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES, SO AS TO ESTABLISH THE CONSERVATION GRANT FUND IN THE STATE TREASURY, TO PROVIDE FOR THE PURPOSE, GOVERNANCE, AND SOURCE OF FUNDS FOR THIS FUND, INCLUDING THE PROMOTION OF DONATIONS OF LANDS AND CONSERVATION EASEMENTS AND AUTHORIZING THE FUND TO MAKE GRANTS IN FURTHERANCE OF THIS PURPOSE, NOT INCLUDING GRANTS TO PURCHASE ANY INTEREST IN REAL PROPERTY, TO AMEND SECTION 62‑3‑715, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO THE TRANSACTIONS AUTHORIZED FOR PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVES UNDER THE SOUTH CAROLINA PROBATE CODE, SO AS TO AUTHORIZE A PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVE OR TRUSTEE, AS APPLICABLE, WITH THE CONSENT OF ALL AFFECTED PARTIES TO MAKE A DONATION OF A QUALIFIED CONSERVATION EASEMENT OR DONATION OF LAND TO OBTAIN A FEDERAL ESTATE TAX AND STATE INCOME TAX CREDIT BENEFIT, AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE METHOD TO OBTAIN THE CONSENT OF PERSONS OTHERWISE UNABLE TO GIVE SUCH CONSENT; TO AMEND SECTION 12‑36‑130, RELATING TO THE DEFINITION OF THE TERM “SALES PRICE” FOR SALES AND USE TAX PURPOSES, SO AS TO DEFINE SALES PRICE FOR PURPOSES OF THE SALE OF AN “AUDIOVISUAL MASTER”, AND TO AMEND SECTION 12‑36‑2120, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO EXEMPTIONS FROM SALES TAX, SO AS TO EXEMPT THE SALE OF AUDIOVISUAL MASTERS MADE OR USED BY A PRODUCTION COMPANY MAKING VISUAL AND AUDIO IMAGES FOR FIRST GENERATION REPRODUCTION, AND TO WAIVE TAXES, PENALTIES, AND INTEREST DUE ON SALES AND USE TAX UNDER PAYMENTS RELATING TO PRIOR TRANSACTIONS ARISING FROM THE SALE OR USE OF AUDIOVISUAL MASTERS; TO AMEND SECTION 4‑12‑10 AND SECTION 4‑12‑30, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS FOR PURPOSES OF FEES IN LIEU OF TAXES AND THE APPLICATION OF THE FEE TO ELIGIBLE PROJECTS, SO AS TO EXTEND THE BENEFITS OF SUCH FEE AGREEMENTS TO SPONSORS AND SPONSOR AFFILIATES OF THE PROJECTS RATHER THAN A SINGLE ENTITY, AND TO ELIMINATE APPLICATION OF INTERNAL REVENUE CODE “CONTROLLED GROUP OF CORPORATIONS” PRINCIPLES TO INVESTORS, AND TO INCLUDE TYPES OF INTERESTS OTHER THAN RECORD TITLE FOR QUALIFICATIONS FOR FEE AGREEMENTS, AND TO AMEND SECTIONS 12‑44‑30, AS AMENDED, 12‑44‑40, 12‑44‑120, AND 12‑44‑130, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS, TRANSFER OF INTERESTS, TERMINATION OR AMENDMENT, AND MINIMUM INVESTMENT REQUIREMENTS FOR PURPOSES OF THE FEE IN LIEU OF TAX SIMPLIFICATION ACT, SO AS TO ELIMINATE THE SINGLE ENTITY REQUIREMENT FOR A SPONSOR AND ELIMINATE APPLICATION OF INTERNAL REVENUE CODE “CONTROLLED GROUP OF CORPORATIONS” PRINCIPLES TO SPONSORS AND TO INCLUDE TYPES OF INTERESTS OTHER THAN RECORD TITLE FOR QUALIFICATIONS FOR FEE AGREEMENTS; TO AMEND SECTION 12‑6‑3360, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO JOBS TAX CREDIT, SO AS TO INCLUDE AND DEFINE A “TECHNOLOGY INTENSIVE FACILITY” AS A QUALIFYING FACILITY, TO ADD SECTION 12‑6‑3415 SO AS TO PROVIDE AN INCOME TAX CREDIT FOR RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT EXPENDITURES, TO AMEND SECTION 12‑10‑20, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO LEGISLATIVE INTENT FOR THE ENTERPRISE ZONE ACT OF 1995, SO AS TO INCLUDE TECHNOLOGY INTENSIVE FACILITIES, TO AMEND SECTION 12‑10‑30, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS FOR THE ENTERPRISE ZONE ACT, SO AS TO DEFINE “TECHNOLOGY EMPLOYEE”, TO AMEND SECTION 12‑10‑80, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO A JOB DEVELOPMENT CREDIT UNDER THE ENTERPRISE ZONE ACT, SO AS TO INCLUDE EMPLOYEE RELOCATION EXPENSES ASSOCIATED WITH NEW OR EXPANDED TECHNOLOGY INTENSIVE FACILITIES AND RETRAINING EXPENSES FOR TECHNOLOGY EMPLOYEES, TO AMEND SECTION 12‑36‑2110, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO MAXIMUM SALES AND USE TAX, SO AS TO DELETE THE CAP ON TAX FOR THE SALE OR USE OF MACHINERY FOR RESEARCH OR DEVELOPMENT, AND TO AMEND SECTION 12‑36‑2120, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO EXEMPTIONS FROM SALES TAX, AND SECTION 12‑37‑220, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTIONS, SO AS TO EXEMPT FROM THE SALES TAX AND PROPERTY TAX MACHINES USED DIRECTLY AND PRIMARILY FOR RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT.

SUMMARY:  This act includes a number of various business and tax provisions. These are summarized as follows:  


(A)
The South Carolina Conservation Incentives Act. The act is designed to protect and preserve natural areas by providing an income tax credit incentive for landowners voluntarily to convey lands or conservation easements to qualified conservation organizations.  The act allows an income tax credit equal to twenty‑five percent of the value of a federal income tax charitable deduction for a qualified conservation contribution of a qualified real property interest located in South Carolina.  A cap is provided on this credit.  The act provides for a carry‑forward of unused credit and makes the unused credit transferable upon notice to the Department of Revenue with the credit retaining all its attributes in the hands of the transferee. 


The act also creates the Conservation Grant Fund as a separate and distinct fund within the State Treasury.  The income and principal of the fund must be used only: (1) to stimulate the use of conservation easements and fee simple gifts of land for conservation to qualified conservation organizations; (2) to improve the capacity of private nonprofit land trusts successfully to accomplish conservation projects; and (3) to provide an opportunity to leverage private and public monies for conservation easements.  The Conservation Grant Fund shall consist of any monies appropriated to it by the General Assembly and other monies received from public or private sources.  The board of the Department of Natural Resources serves ex officio as the Conservation Grant Fund Board with full authority over the administration of the fund.  Additionally, the act amends the South Carolina Probate Code so as to authorize a personal representative or trustee, as applicable, with the consent of all affected parties to make a donation of a qualified conservation easement to obtain a federal estate tax and state income tax credit benefit.  


(B)
Provisions to exempt the sale of audiovisual masters made or used by a production company making visual and audio images for first generation reproduction, and to waive taxes, penalties, and interest due on sales and use tax under payments relating to prior transactions arising from the sale or use of audiovisual master.  An audiovisual master is an audio or video film, tape, or disk, or another audio or video storage device from which all other copies are made.


(C)
Provisions to revise fee in lieu of tax laws and the application of the fee to eligible projects by extending the benefits of such fee agreements to sponsors and sponsor affiliates of the projects rather than a single entity, and to eliminate application of internal revenue code “Controlled Group of Corporations” principals to investors.


(D)
Provisions to authorize a county governing body by ordinance to limit the increase in real property value to fifteen percent as the result of a countywide reassessment and equalization program.

(E)
Provisions for various tax incentives to encourage technologically advanced research and development facilities in the State.  An annual job tax credit is provided for qualifying technology intensive facilities.  A technology intensive facility, as defined in the act, is a firm engaged in the design, development, and introduction of new products or innovative manufacturing processes, or both, through the systematic application of scientific and technical knowledge.


These provisions afford a taxpayer who meets specified criteria certain corporate tax credits equal to five percent of the taxpayer’s qualified expenditures for research and development made in South Carolina.  Such credit taken in any one taxable year may not exceed fifty percent of the taxpayer’s remaining tax liability after all other credits have been applied.  These provisions also revise the 1995 Enterprise Zone Act by adding technology intensive facilities to the list of facilities which the State should induce to locate or expand in South Carolina to promote the public purpose of creating new jobs.  These provisions also provide an exemption from sales tax for machines used in research and development.


The act also provides that the current ad valorem property tax exemption for certain additions to existing research and development facilities applies to machinery and equipment installed in an existing manufacturing or research and development facility.

Automobiles; rental rates, rental companies; charges, fuel and airport surcharges

TO AMEND SECTION 56‑31‑30, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE RENTAL OF PRIVATE PASSENGER AUTOMOBILES, RENTAL RATES, AND PERMITTED AND PROHIBITED CHARGES, SO AS, AMONG OTHER THINGS, TO ELIMINATE THE PROHIBITION UPON A RENTAL COMPANY OF CHARGING AN ADDITIONAL FEE AS A CONDITION OF RENTING, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, FUEL SURCHARGES, TO ELIMINATE THE REQUIREMENT THAT THE MEANS OF AVOIDING AIRPORT SURCHARGES MUST BE DISCLOSED CLEARLY AND CONSPICUOUSLY IN ALL ADVERTISEMENTS OF A RENTAL RATE TO WHICH AIRPORT SURCHARGES MAY APPLY, AND TO PROVIDE THAT ONLY AIRPORT FEES THAT ARE REMITTED TO THE AIRPORT MANAGEMENT ARE PERMITTED TO BE SEPARATELY STATED AND COLLECTED.

SUMMARY:  This act strikes the provision that a rental company “may not charge an additional fee which must be paid by the renter as a condition of renting the vehicle including, but not limited to, fuel surcharges”. Now, also “airport fees” rather than “airport surcharges which do not apply to every customer and which may be quoted and charged” must be disclosed clearly and conspicuously in all advertisements of a rental rate “for an applicable location” either as a specific fee or as a range of fees.  Further, a rental company may advertise, quote, or charge only a rental rate that includes the entire amount, except taxes, “airport fees” a new addition to the exception, and a mileage charge, if any.

Real estate; trust account responsibilities for brokers‑in‑charge and property managers‑in‑charge

TO AMEND SECTION 40‑57‑135, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DUTIES OF REAL ESTATE BROKERS‑IN‑CHARGE AND MANAGERS‑IN‑CHARGE, SO AS TO CLARIFY CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES UNDER WHICH A TRUST ACCOUNT MUST BE ESTABLISHED AND MAINTAINED.

SUMMARY:  This act clarifies provisions relating to trust account duties of brokers‑in‑charge and property managers‑in‑charge.  It provides that these duties apply where a trust account is required by law and when taking possession of funds belonging to another in connection with a real estate transaction.  Finally, it clarifies recordkeeping procedures when a trust account is required.

Special license plates; nonprofit organizations, and state and local law enforcement vehicles

TO AMEND SECTION 56‑3‑8000, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE ISSUANCE OF NONPROFIT ORGANIZATION SPECIAL LICENSE PLATES BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THESE LICENSE PLATES MAY ALSO BE ISSUED TO SOCIAL AND RECREATION CLUBS THAT HAVE OBTAINED CERTIFICATION PURSUANT TO SECTION 501C7 OF THE FEDERAL INTERNAL REVENUE CODE;  AND TO AMEND SECTION 56‑3‑780, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO THE ISSUANCE OF PERMANENT LICENSE PLATES BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY FOR MOTOR VEHICLES OPERATED BY THE STATE, ITS POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS, AND THE CIVIL AIR PATROL, AND THE TRANSFERABILITY OF THESE LICENSE PLATES, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE DEPARTMENT MAY ISSUE A PERMANENT LICENSE PLATE TO VEHICLES USED BY STATE OR LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES FOR A FEE OF TWO DOLLARS, AND TO PROVIDE THAT THE DEPARTMENT MAY ISSUE A DECAL TO DESIGNATE THE LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY ISSUED THE DECAL AND CHARGE A FEE TO COVER THE COST OF THE DECAL.

SUMMARY:  This act provides that the Department of Public Safety may issue special license plates to social recreation clubs that have obtained 501C7 certification with the Internal Revenue Service.  It also allows the department to issue a permanent license plate to vehicles used by state or local law enforcement agencies.

Confederate Flag, removal from dome of State House and other locations, permanent placement of flag

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 1‑10‑10 SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR PERMANENT PLACEMENT OF THE UNITED STATES FLAG, THE SOUTH CAROLINA STATE FLAG, AND THE SOUTH CAROLINA INFANTRY BATTLE FLAG OF THE CONFEDERATE STATES OF AMERICA, PROVIDE FOR THE REPLACEMENT OF THESE FLAGS AT APPROPRIATE INTERVALS AS MAY BE NECESSARY DUE TO WEAR, AND DEFINE THE TERM “CHAMBERS” FOR PURPOSES OF THIS SECTION; TO AMEND SECTION 10‑1‑160, RELATING TO DISPLAY OF CERTAIN FLAGS, SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR THE PLACEMENT OF ONLY THE UNITED STATES FLAG AND THE STATE FLAG ABOVE THE ROSTRUM IN THE CHAMBERS OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND THE SENATE AND IN THE STATE HOUSE, AND DEFINE THE TERM “CHAMBERS” FOR PURPOSES OF THIS SECTION; TO PROVIDE FOR THE PROTECTION OF MEMORIALS, MONUMENTS, STREETS, PARKS, AND OTHER PUBLIC AREAS; TO ESTABLISH SPECIFIC VOTE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE AMENDMENT OR REPEAL OF THESE PROVISIONS; TO PROVIDE THAT THE CONFEDERATE FLAGS NAVAL JACK REMOVED FROM THE ROSTRUM IN THE CHAMBERS OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND THE SENATE AND FROM THE DOME OF THE STATE HOUSE MUST BE PLACED AND PERMANENTLY DISPLAYED IN A SUITABLE LOCATION IN THE STATE MUSEUM; PROVIDE THAT ALL PAID IN FULL ORDERS FOR CONFEDERATE FLAGS PLACED WITH THE SERGEANT AT ARMS OF THE HOUSE AS OF MAY 31, 2000, MUST BE FILLED; BY ADDING SECTION 10‑11‑315 SO AS TO MAKE IT A MISDEMEANOR FOR A PERSON WILFULLY AND MALICIOUSLY TO DEFACE, VANDALIZE, DAMAGE, OR DESTROY OR ATTEMPT TO DEFACE, VANDALIZE, DAMAGE, OR DESTROY ANY MONUMENT, FLAG, FLAG SUPPORT, MEMORIAL, STRUCTURE, OR FENCE LOCATED ON THE CAPITOL GROUNDS, AND PROVIDE A PENALTY FOR VIOLATIONS; AND PROVIDE A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.

SUMMARY:  SECTION 1 adds Section 1‑10‑10 to the 1976 Code of Laws.  This section removes the Confederate Flag Naval Jack from the State House dome on July 1, 2000, at 12:00 noon.  At the same time it removes the Confederate Flag Naval Jack from the chambers of the House of Representatives and the Senate.  Simultaneously, the South Carolina Infantry Battle Flag of the Confederate States of America the Battle Flag of the Army of Northern Virginia, General Robert E. Lee’s Army must be flown on a flagpole located on the south side of the Confederate Solider Monument, centered on the monument, ten feet from the base of the monument at a height of thirty feet.  The flagpole on which the flag is flown and the area adjacent to the monument and flagpole must be illuminated at night.  An appropriate decorative iron fence must be erected around the flagpole.  The new code section goes on to describe rather specifically the dimensions of the battle flag.  There is a requirement that this code section may only be amended or repealed upon the passage of an act which has received two‑thirds vote on the third reading of the bill in each branch of the General Assembly.  SECTION 2 amends Section 10‑1‑160 by prohibiting the display above the rostrum in each of the chambers of the House of Representatives and the Senate of any flag other than the United States flag and the State flag in these locations or atop the dome or roof of the State House.  This code section may only be amended or repealed upon the passage of an act which has received a two‑thirds vote on the third reading of the bill in each branch of the General Assembly.  SECTION 3 prohibits the relocation, removal, disturbance, or alteration of any monuments or memorials erected on public property of the State or on any of its political subdivisions which memorialize the Revolutionary War, War of 1812, Mexican War, War Between the States, Spanish‑American War, World War I, World War II, Korean War, Vietnam War, Persian Gulf War, or relate to Native American, or African‑American History monuments.  It further prohibits no street, bridge, structure, park, preserve, reserve, or other public area of the State or any of its political subdivisions dedicated in memory of or named for any historic figure or historic event may be renamed or rededicated.  The section may only be amended or repealed upon passage of an act which has received a two‑thirds vote on third reading of the bill in each branch of the General Assembly.  SECTION 4 provides a severability clause.  SECTION 5 and SECTION 6 provide that the actual Confederate Flags Naval Jack flying on the effective date of this act and which is removed from the dome of the State House and those that are removed from the rostrum in the chambers of the House of Representatives and the Senate must be placed and permanently displayed in a suitable location in the State Museum.  SECTION 7 requires the Sergeant At Arms of the House of Representatives to fill all orders placed for Confederate Flags and paid for in full as of May 31, 2000.  SECTION 8 adds Section 10‑11‑315 to the 1976 Code of Laws providing a new penalty provision.  This section makes it a misdemeanor to wilfully and maliciously deface, vandalize, damage, or destroy or attempt to deface, vandalize, damage, or destroy any monument, flag, flag support, memorial fence, or structure located on the capitol grounds.  This section provides that a person convicted of a violation of this section must be punished pursuant to the provisions of Section 10‑11‑360.  Section 10‑11‑360 provides for a fine of not more than five thousand dollars or imprisoned for not more than three years or both.

TO AMEND ARTICLE 1, CHAPTER 3 OF TITLE 47, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO REGULATION BY COUNTIES OF DOGS AND OTHER DOMESTIC PETS, SO AS TO, AMONG OTHER THINGS, MAKE THE ARTICLE SPECIFICALLY APPLICABLE TO CATS, PROVIDE FOR IMPOUNDING AND ADOPTION OF ANIMALS, INCREASE THE MAXIMUM PENALTY FOR VIOLATING SECTION 47‑3‑50, PROVIDE FOR THE PROMULGATION OF CERTAIN REGULATIONS BY THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL, PROVIDE THAT WHENEVER AN ANIMAL SHELTER ACCEPTS OR COMES INTO POSSESSION OF A DOG OR CAT, THE SHELTER IMMEDIATELY AND THOROUGHLY MUST SCAN THE ANIMAL FOR ANY IMPLANTED MICROCHIP, OR SIMILAR DEVICE, WHICH PROVIDES EVIDENCE OF OWNERSHIP AND, UPON FINDING THIS DEVICE, IMMEDIATELY MAKE A GOOD FAITH EFFORT TO CONTACT THE IDENTIFIED OWNER, AND PROVIDE FOR RELATED MATTERS; TO AMEND ARTICLE 7, CHAPTER 3 OF TITLE 47, RELATING TO ANIMAL EUTHANASIA, SO AS TO, AMONG OTHER THINGS, REVISE THE PROVISIONS OF LAW REGARDING THE ALLOWABLE METHODS OF EUTHANASIA AND AUTHORIZE A CERTIFIED EMPLOYEE OF THE DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES TO ADMINISTER EUTHANASIA, INCREASE THE MAXIMUM PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS OF THIS ARTICLE, AND AUTHORIZE THE ATTORNEY GENERAL TO BRING AN ACTION TO ENJOIN A VIOLATION OF THIS ARTICLE; AND TO PROVIDE THAT TRAINING REQUIRED PURSUANT TO THIS ACT MUST BE COMPLETED WITHIN EIGHTEEN MONTHS OF THIS ACT’S EFFECTIVE DATE.
SUMMARY:  This act authorizes local governing bodies to regulate the care and control of cats to the same basic extent existing law provides for the regulation of dogs.



This act requires animal shelters to scan impounded and quarantined animals for microchips, and other devices, identifying owners and exempts them from liability if such a device is not detected.  It also authorizes the disposal or adoption of an animal impounded for five days and unclaimed by its owner.  



Finally, the act revises requirements and procedures for animal euthanasia and provides for tranquilization of animals.  It further requires certification to administer euthanasia by injection; it increases penalties for violations; and it authorizes the Attorney General to enjoin a violation of these provisions.

Cruelty to and ill‑treatment of animals; penalties

TO AMEND SECTION 47‑1‑40, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO ILL‑TREATMENT OF ANIMALS, SO AS TO, AMONG OTHER THINGS, CHANGE VARIOUS PENALTIES, INCLUDING MAKING CERTAIN MISDEMEANOR OFFENSES FELONIES AND ALLOW CERTAIN FIRST OFFENSE VIOLATIONS TO BE TRIED IN MAGISTRATE’S OR MUNICIPAL COURT.

SUMMARY:  Increases the penalty and adds “knowing and intentionally” as elements of the misdemeanor offense of ill‑treating animals, changes the cruelty to animals offense from a misdemeanor to a felony and increases the penalty for a violation, and provides exceptions for certain animal husbandry practices.

Subcontractor payment; bond required of contractor when governmental body party to contract to improve real property

TO AMEND CHAPTER 6, TITLE 29, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO PAYMENTS TO CONTRACTORS, SUBCONTRACTORS, AND SUPPLIERS BY ADDING ARTICLE 3 SO AS TO ENACT THE SUBCONTRACTORS’ AND SUPPLIERS’ PAYMENT PROTECTION ACT, AND TO DESIGNATE CHAPTER 6, TITLE 29 AS SECTIONS 29‑6‑10 THROUGH 29‑6‑60 AS ARTICLE 1.

SUMMARY:  When a governmental body is party to a contract to improve real property, this act requires the property owner to require the contractor to provide a labor and material payment bond in the full amount of the contract.  Specifications for the required bond are enumerated.  Also, performance by a construction subcontractor in accordance with the terms of the contract entitles the subcontractor to payment.

Architects, continuing education requirements

TO AMEND SECTION 40‑3‑250, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO ARCHITECT LICENSE RENEWAL, SO AS TO REQUIRE COMPLETION OF CONTINUING EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS AS A CONDITION OF RENEWAL AND TO REQUIRE CERTAIN TOPICS TO BE COVERED BY THE CONTINUING EDUCATION.

SUMMARY:  This act requires a person to complete twelve continuing education hours annually as a condition of license renewal for architects.  It further requires that at least eight of these hours must relate to safeguarding health, safety, and welfare with the remaining four hours covering practice‑related topics.

Pharmacy technicians; registration of volunteers at free medical clinics

TO AMEND SECTION 40‑43‑82, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO REGISTRATION OF PHARMACY TECHNICIANS, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT AN INDIVIDUAL WHO VOLUNTEERS AT A FREE MEDICAL CLINIC UNDER THE PERSONAL SUPERVISION OF A LICENSED PHARMACIST OR WHO HANDLES LEGEND DRUGS IN SUCH A CLINIC STAFFED BY A PHARMACIST, MAY REGISTER AS A PHARMACY TECHNICIAN WITHOUT PAYING A REGISTRATION FEE OR FILING WITH THE BOARD IF A REGISTER IS MAINTAINED AT THE CLINIC AND THESE RECORDS ARE MAINTAINED FOR THREE YEARS; AND TO LIMIT THIS REGISTRATION TO FREE MEDICAL CLINICS.

SUMMARY:  Self‑explanatory.

Dentistry; dental hygienists, dentists; etc.

TO AMEND SECTIONS 40‑15‑80, AS AMENDED, AND 40‑15‑85, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DENTISTS, DENTAL HYGIENISTS, AND DENTAL TECHNICIANS, SO AS TO FURTHER DEFINE CERTAIN DENTAL PROCEDURES AND CONDITIONS UNDER WHICH THEY MAY BE ADMINISTERED.

SUMMARY:  Numerous changes are made by this act to both Code sections.  Among the various changes:  “root planing” and “charting of oral conditions” are added to the “practice of dental hygiene”.  Dental hygienists are now authorized to apply topical fluoride and perform the application of sealants and oral prophylaxis “under general supervision, with written permission of a student’s parent or guardian” in school settings.



In hospitals, nursing homes, long term care facilities, rural and community clinics, health facilities operated by federal, state, county, or local governments, hospices, education institutions accredited by the Commission on Dental Accreditation that give instruction in dental hygiene, and in bona fide charitable institutions, licensed dental hygienists may now apply topical fluoride and perform the application of sealants and oral prophylaxis under general supervision.  However, treatment cannot occur in these settings unless medical emergency care is available within the facility.



Also, no person other than a licensed dentist or dental hygienist can use the title “dental hygienist”, present themselves as being a dental hygienist, or perform oral prophylaxis, and dental hygienists practicing under general supervision must maintain professional liability insurance.



The term “general supervision” means that a licensed dentist or the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control’s public health dentist has authorized the various dental hygiene procedures to be performed, but does not require that a dentist be present when the procedures are performed.  Further, “general supervision” is not applicable to the practice of dental hygiene in a private dental office.  Also, the term “oral prophylaxis” is defined in new subsection C of Section 40‑15‑85.

Youth hunting days

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 50‑9‑740 SO AS TO ESTABLISH SOUTH CAROLINA YOUTH HUNTING DAYS FOR CERTAIN GAME SPECIES AND TO SPECIFY REQUIREMENTS AND RESTRICTIONS FOR PARTICIPATION.

SUMMARY:  This act allows the Department of Natural Resources to select one or more days, which shall be designated as a “South Carolina Youth Hunting Day” and on which youth hunters may hunt, in addition to the regular seasons for any species of wild game.  The day may be held up to fourteen days before or after any regular season framework or within any split of a regular season, or within any other open season.  Youth hunters must be ten years of age through seventeen years of age.  In addition, a licensed adult at least twenty‑one years of age must accompany the youth hunter into the field and may not harvest or attempt to harvest game during this special hunting event.  License requirements shall be waived for this day for all youth hunters.  Daily harvest limits remain the same as allowed during regular seasons for each species of game.

TO AMEND TITLE 39, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO TRADE AND COMMERCE, BY ADDING CHAPTER 75 SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR THE REGULATION OF THE SALE OF REGROOVED AND REGROOVABLE TIRES, AND TO PROVIDE FOR CRIMINAL PENALTIES FOR A KNOWING VIOLATION OF THE PROVISIONS.

SUMMARY:  This act provides for regulation of the sale, introduction, or delivery of regrooved tires in this State, and provides for criminal penalties for a knowing violation of the provisions.

School bus compliance with federal safety standard; designation of daycare by parents as a student’s origin or destination for school transportation

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 56‑5‑195 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT ANY ENTITY TRANSPORTING PREPRIMARY, PRIMARY, OR SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS TO OR FROM CERTAIN LOCATIONS, AND UTILIZING A SCHOOL BUS, MUST TRANSPORT THESE STUDENTS IN VEHICLES THAT MEET CERTAIN SCHOOL BUS SAFETY STANDARDS BY A CERTAIN DATE, TO PROVIDE THAT THIS PROVISION DOES NOT PROHIBIT THE TRANSPORTATION OF CHILDREN TO OR FROM A CHILD CARE FACILITY IN NONCONFORMING VEHICLES BY A STATE HUMAN SERVICE PROVIDER OR PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY AS LONG AS EACH CHILD IS ACCOMPANIED BY A PARENT OR LEGAL GUARDIAN WHOSE TRANSPORTATION IS IN CONNECTION WITH HIS WORK, EDUCATION, OR TRAINING, TO PROVIDE THAT ANY ENTITY CONTAINED IN THIS PROVISION MAY PURCHASE VEHICLES THAT CONFORM TO THIS PROVISION UNDER CERTAIN STATE CONTRACTS TO FACILITATE COMPLIANCE WITH THESE PROVISIONS, AND TO PROVIDE THAT THIS PROVISION PROHIBITS THE TRANSPORTATION OF STUDENTS BY CERTAIN COMMON CARRIERS OR OTHER ENTITIES AS LONG AS THE MOTOR CARRIAGE USED BY THE COMMON CARRIER OR ENTITY IS DESIGNED TO CARRY THIRTY OR MORE PASSENGERS; AND BY ADDING SECTION 56‑5‑196 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT PARENTS OR LEGAL GUARDIANS OF A STUDENT WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE PUBLIC SCHOOL BUS TRANSPORTATION MUST HAVE THE OPTION OF DESIGNATING A CHILD DAYCARE CENTER OR OTHER BEFORE OR AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM AS THE STUDENT’S ORIGIN OR DESTINATION FOR SCHOOL TRANSPORTATION.

SUMMARY:  This act provides that any entity transporting students on a school bus must transport these students on vehicles that comply with all applicable federal standards by July 1, 2000.  However, this provision does not apply to nonconforming vehicles operated by a state human service provider or public transportation authority as long as each child is accompanied by a parent or legal guardian whose transportation is in connection with his work, education, or training.  It provides that a school bus purchased before July 1, 2000, must comply with all federal standards by July 1, 2006.  It also provides that any entity may use state contracts to purchase vehicles to facilitate compliance with this provision.  In addition it provides that common carriers or entities not exclusively engaged in the transportation of school students may transport students only in a motor carriage designed to carry at least thirty passengers.


Finally, it gives the parents or legal guardians of a student who is eligible to receive public school bus transportation the option of designating a daycare center or other school program as the student’s origin or destination for school transportation.

TO AMEND SECTION 57‑25‑190, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO COMPENSATION FOR THE REMOVAL OF OUTDOOR ADVERTISING SIGNS, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT NOTWITHSTANDING A COUNTY OR MUNICIPAL ZONING PLAN, ORDINANCE, OR RESOLUTION, OUTDOOR ADVERTISING SIGNS CONFORMING TO THE STATE HIGHWAY ADVERTISING CONTROL ACT AND AFFECTED BY STATE HIGHWAY PROJECTS MAY BE RELOCATED PURSUANT TO SPECIFIED FEDERAL PROVISIONS OF LAW TO A POSITION WHICH IS PERPENDICULAR TO THE RIGHT OF WAY OF THE ORIGINAL SIGN SITE, OR MAY BE ALTERED SO THAT NO PORTION OF THE SIGN OVERHANGS THE RIGHT OF WAY.

SUMMARY:  This act permits outdoor advertising signs conforming to the requirements of State Highway Advertising Control Act which are affected by state highway projects to be relocated to a position which is perpendicular to the right of way of the original sign site, or may be altered so that no portion of the sign overhangs the right of way.

Barrier‑Free design; American National Standards Institute standards adopted; various revisions

TO AMEND TITLE 10, CHAPTER 5, ARTICLE 3, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE CONSTRUCTION AND RENOVATION OF PUBLIC BUILDINGS AND OTHER PROJECTS, SO AS TO STATUTORILY ADOPT THE AMERICAN NATIONAL STANDARDS INSTITUTE CODE AND TO CHANGE TERMINOLOGY TO CONFORM TO THIS CODE; TO PROVIDE THAT ONE MEMBER OF THE SOUTH CAROLINA BOARD FOR BARRIER‑FREE DESIGN MUST BE A BUILDING OFFICIAL AND TO MAKE THE DIRECTOR OF THE DEPARTMENT OF LABOR, LICENSING AND REGULATION AN EX OFFICIO MEMBER; TO ABOLISH THE BOARD FOR BARRIER‑FREE DESIGN JUNE 30, 2002, AND DEVOLVE ALL FUNCTIONS, POWERS, AND DUTIES UPON THE ACCESSIBILITY COMMITTEE FOR THE SOUTH CAROLINA BUILDING CODES COUNCIL AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE COMMITTEE; TO PROVIDE THAT THE BOARD IS UNDER THE ADMINISTRATION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF LABOR, LICENSING AND REGULATION; TO CLARIFY PROCEDURES FOR THE REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF BUILDING PLANS SO AS TO CONFORM TO OTHER STATUTORY PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO BUILDING CODES; AND TO DELETE PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO BUILDING CODE EXCEPTIONS, ENFORCEMENT, AND CRIMINAL PENALTIES SO AS TO CONFORM TO OTHER STATUTORY PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO BUILDING CODES.

SUMMARY:  This act adopts certain provisions of the American National Standards Institute Code pertaining to building standards as they affect accessibility by persons with disabilities  The act also requires that a building official must be one of the appointees to the South Carolina Board for Barrier‑Free Design and replaces the Chairman of the Building Codes Council on the board with the Director of the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation.  Further, it creates the Accessibility Committee for the South Carolina Building Codes Council as of June 30, 2002, and abolishes the Board for Barrier‑Free Design on that date.  The committee will be composed of five members from the board and will advise the council on matters concerning accessibility.


Additionally, the act requires at least five percent of the units in apartment complexes and temporary lodging facilities with twenty or more units to be accessible by persons with disabilities.  It requires new construction and alteration of buildings, excluding one and two‑family dwellings, to conform to the accessibility standards of this act.


Finally, the act eliminates provisions for obtaining a waiver to the standards and specifications required by the chapter, establishes procedures for review and approval of accessibility standards in plans for the construction and alterations of buildings and facilities, and revises the enforcement authority for compliance with this act.

Retail liquor license, notice requirements revised

TO AMEND SECTION 61‑6‑180, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO NOTICE OF APPLICATION FOR BEER OR WINE PERMITS AND ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR LICENSES, SO AS TO REVISE THE NEWSPAPER NOTICE AND NOTICE POSTING REQUIREMENTS.

SUMMARY:  This amendment to Section 61‑6‑180 of the 1976 Code requires the newspaper notice required for an applicant for a retail liquor license to be placed in the newspaper circulating closest to the proposed location and requires the notice to be in the legal notices section, or in some equivalent location in the absence of such a section.  Further, the act requires the site notice to be at least twelve inches by eighteen inches rather than the former eleven inches by eight and one‑half inches.

Personal Financial Security Act; offense of financial identity fraud; penalties; joint legislative study committee

TO AMEND CHAPTER 13, TITLE 16, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO FORGERY, LARCENY, AND SIMILAR OFFENSES, BY ADDING ARTICLE 2, ENTITLED THE “PERSONAL FINANCIAL SECURITY ACT” SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR THE OFFENSE OF FINANCIAL IDENTITY FRAUD AND PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION; TO FURTHER AMEND CHAPTER 13, TITLE 16 BY DESIGNATING SECTIONS 16‑13‑10 THROUGH 16‑13‑490 AS ARTICLE 1 OF THAT CHAPTER; AND TO ESTABLISH A JOINT LEGISLATIVE STUDY COMMITTEE TO STUDY PERSONAL INFORMATION PRIVACY ISSUES, SET FORTH ITS MEMBERSHIP, AND THE DATE FOR THE COMMITTEE TO REPORT TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY AND BE DISSOLVED.

SUMMARY:  This act establishes the offense of financial identity fraud which is using another person’s identifying information to unlawfully appropriate that person’s financial resources.  Violating these provisions is a felony.  The punishment is a fine, up to ten years imprisonment, and restitution.  Exceptions to the scope of the act are set forth such as information acquired for bona fide consumer transactions.  The act establishes a joint legislative study committee to report to the General Assembly by October 15, 2000, on personal information privacy issues.

SUMMARY:  This act provides procedures for executing on a contested foreign judgment by affording due process to judgment debtor and requiring the judgment creditor to show the court that the property in this State will be disposed of or removed to avoid paying the judgment.  The act also provides for the recovery of crime profits from the offender or his agent.  The offender must file his contract for profits with State Office of Victim Assistance.  The office notifies the particular victims and other eligible persons.  They have the right to recover damages from the profits.  An offender who does not file the contract for profits is subject to civil penalties.  The office may collect the penalty and use it for the benefit of crime victims.

Nursing, volunteer license authorized

TO AMEND SECTION 40‑33‑950, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO INACTIVE LICENSE STATUS FOR NURSES, SO AS TO CREATE A VOLUNTEER LICENSE FOR RETIRED NURSES TO USE IN DONATING THEIR SERVICES TO CHARITABLE ORGANIZATIONS.

SUMMARY:   This act authorizes the Board of Nursing to issue a volunteer license to a retired nurse on inactive status who has practiced at least twenty‑five years or until age 65 with fifteen years of experience.  The volunteer license may only be used to provide services to a charitable organization approved by the board.  The nurse must have received twenty‑five hours of initial training from the charitable organization and may not receive remuneration for services rendered.  A volunteer license may be renewed annually; however, twenty‑five hours of additional training is required annually.

SUMMARY:  This act amends the South Carolina Dry Cleaning Restoration Trust Fund Act.


Section 44‑56‑470, which relates to registration and qualification requirements for the fund, was amended to allow more dry cleaners in the state to qualify for participation in the fund.


In subsection (D) the date July 1, 1999, was changed to July 1, 2002 to provide two more years for dry cleaners to obtain their national certification.


Subsection (E) was also amended to change the deadline for an owner or operator of a dry cleaning facility to install dikes or other containment structures around each machine or item of equipment from July 1, 1999 to January 1, 2002.


Additional requirements for this type of containment structure were added to subsection (F), so that for a dry cleaning facility that begins operating after July 1, 2000, the owner or operator, before beginning operations, must install containment vessels that will hold not only one‑third of the total tank capacity of each machine (original requirement) but also a vessel capable of containing 100% of the volume of the largest single tank in the machine or piece of equipment, whichever is greater.  The original act is also amended to require that dikes or containment structures be installed before delivery of any dry cleaning solvents to the facility and all containment structures must meet the criteria outlined in subsection (E).


The act also amends Section 44‑56‑440(E) relating to the deductibles required for eligibility to participate in the fund.  Dry cleaners that seek eligibility for the fund on or before these dates must pay the following deductibles:


(1)
before October 1, 2002 ‑ $1,000


(2)
October 1, 2003 ‑ $10,000


(3)
October 1, 2004 ‑ $25,000.


Subsection (E) is also rewritten to require a dry cleaning facility that has applied for monies from the fund before the effective date of this provision to have a deductible of $1,000 regardless of any deductible previously assigned to the facility.  Any approved assessment or remedial costs in excess of $1,000 previously incurred by the owner, operator, or person must be refunded, without interest to such party by DHEC.


Finally, Section 3 of this act deletes the original repeal language of Act 119 of 1995, that would require the act to be repealed on July 1, 2005, unless reauthorized by the General Assembly.

TO ENACT THE “SAFE HAVEN FOR ABANDONED BABIES ACT”, INCLUDING PROVISIONS TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 20‑7‑85 SO AS TO REQUIRE A HOSPITAL OR HOSPITAL OUTPATIENT FACILITY TO TAKE POSSESSION OF A CHILD VOLUNTARILY DELIVERED BY THE CHILD’S PARENT WHEN THE PARENT DID NOT EXPRESS AN INTENT TO RETURN FOR THE CHILD; TO PROVIDE ANONYMITY FOR THE PARENT AND CHILD BUT TO ALLOW THE HOSPITAL OR FACILITY TO REQUEST MEDICAL INFORMATION; TO REQUIRE THE HOSPITAL OR FACILITY TO NOTIFY THE DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES THAT A CHILD HAS BEEN TAKEN INTO POSSESSION; TO REQUIRE THE DEPARTMENT TO PROVIDE FOR THE CARE AND CUSTODY OF THE CHILD; AND TO GRANT A PARENT IMMUNITY FROM PROSECUTION FOR UNLAWFUL CONDUCT OR CRUELTY TOWARD A CHILD OR ANY OTHER VIOLATION FOR LEAVING THE CHILD IF THE PARENT LEAVES THE CHILD WITH THE HOSPITAL OR FACILITY PERSONNEL, THE CHILD IS NO MORE THAN THIRTY DAYS OLD, AND THE CHILD HAS NOT SUSTAINED ANY PHYSICAL HARM OR INJURY.

SUMMARY:  This act provides that a person may relinquish possession and custody of a newborn without being subject to criminal prosecution if the infant is thirty days old or less, the person leaving the infant is the parent or doing so at the direction of the parent, the infant is left in the physical custody of an employee of a hospital or hospital outpatient facility, and the child is unharmed.  The hospital or facility must accept the child and provide whatever care is necessary and offer information to the person on the legal effect of leaving the infant.  The person leaving the infant is not required to disclose his or her identity, however, and any identifying information disclosed is confidential.  The hospital must attempt to obtain certain medical history on the infant and notify the Department of Social Services of taking physical custody of the infant.  The department must publish notice of the circumstances of the infant being left and indicate how a person can assert parental rights.  


The act of leaving an infant is conclusive evidence that the requirements for termination of parental rights have been satisfied as to a parent leaving the infant or directing the infant to be left.  The department shall initiate an action to terminate parental rights within 48 hours after obtaining custody of the child.


A hospital, facility, or healthcare professional complying with the requirements of this act is immune from civil and criminal liability.

SUMMARY:  This act establishes the statutory basis for South Carolina joining the Northeast Interstate Low‑Level Radioactive Waste Management Compact the Atlantic Compact including stating the conditions that must be met by the Compact Commission prior to South Carolina joining the compact and authorizing the Governor and the State Budget and Control Board to take action necessary to join the compact.  Further, it provides procedures that must be carried out to implement South Carolina responsibilities in the compact, including requiring the board to approve low‑level radioactive waste disposal rates and to adopt a maximum uniform rate schedule and procedures for adjustment allowing the board to approve nonregional waste disposal, and to establish rates for such, if authorized by the compact and if annual total waste disposal volumes are not exceeded by the disposal of such waste.  It requires the Public Service Commission to establish allowable costs for operating a disposal facility, and it provides how revenue received from waste disposal must be allocated.  Additionally, it directs the Governor to appoint two commissioners to the compact, and it provides voting guidelines and requirements to these commissioners in the execution of their compact responsibilities.  The act also increases the membership on the Governor’s Nuclear Advisory Council by four and directs this council to advise the Governor in matters relating to the Atlantic Compact.

Finally, upon South Carolina’s membership in the compact becoming effective, it repeals the prior law governing the management and disposal of low‑level radioactive waste.

Finally, it provides that the state’s Tort Claims Act is the only remedy for a tort committed by a special state constable acting within the scope of his official duty.

Further it establishes licensing fees in statute, adds grounds for disciplinary actions and denial of licensure, and authorizes the board to impose a civil penalty for violations of the chapter.

Nursery and nursery dealer registration; fees and fee increases; exemptions for certain organizations and backyard gardeners

TO AMEND CHAPTER 33, TITLE 46, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO SHIPMENT AND SALE OF TREES, PLANTS, AND SHRUBS, BY ADDING SECTION 46‑33‑90, SO AS PROVIDE FOR NURSERY AND NURSERY DEALER REGISTRATION, PAYMENT OF REGISTRATION FEES ON A GRADUATED SCALE, EXEMPTIONS FROM PAYMENT OF FEES FOR CERTAIN GROWERS, ORGANIZATIONS, HOBBYISTS, AND BACK YARD GARDENERS, AND TO PROVIDE FOR INCREASES IN THE AMOUNT OF REGISTRATION FEES REQUIRED BY THIS SECTION.

SUMMARY: This act amends the 1976 Code by adding Section 46‑33‑90 to require nursery and nursery dealer registration with the State Crop Pest Commission and payment of registration fees on a graduated scale; for exemptions from payment of fees for certain growers, organizations, hobbyists, and back yard gardeners; and to provide for increases in the amount of registration fees required by this section.

The act also creates a South Carolina Law Enforcement Assistance Program in SLED to provide counseling and support services to law enforcement agencies who experience death or other tragedies of their employees.

Insurance adjusters, public, Health Carrier External Review Act

TO AMEND TITLE 38, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING CHAPTER 48 SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR THE LICENSING OF A PUBLIC INSURANCE ADJUSTER BY THE DIRECTOR OF THE DEPARTMENT OF INSURANCE; TO AMEND SECTION 38‑33‑50, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO THE POWERS OF HEALTH MAINTENANCE ORGANIZATIONS, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT A HEALTH MAINTENANCE ORGANIZATION MAY INCLUDE A PROVISION FOR SUBROGATION IN A CONTRACT ISSUED AFTER JANUARY 1, 1988 TO THE ENROLLEE’S RIGHT OF RECOVERY AGAINST A THIRD PARTY FOR NOT MORE THAN THE AMOUNT OF INSURANCE BENEFITS THAT THE HEALTH MAINTENANCE ORGANIZATION HAS PAID PREVIOUSLY IN RELATION TO THE ENROLLEE’S INJURY BY THE LIABLE THIRD PARTY; TO AMEND CHAPTER 71 OF TITLE 38, RELATING TO ACCIDENT AND HEALTH INSURANCE, BY ADDING ARTICLE 19 SO AS TO ENACT THE “HEALTH CARRIER EXTERNAL REVIEW ACT” BY PROVIDING STANDARDS FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT AND MAINTENANCE OF EXTERNAL REVIEW PROCEDURES TO ASSURE THAT COVERED PERSONS HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY FOR AN INDEPENDENT REVIEW OF ADVERSE AND FINAL ADVERSE DETERMINATIONS.

SUMMARY:  This act adds Chapter 48 to Title 38 which provides for the licensing of “Public Insurance Adjusters”.  This act defines a public insurance adjuster as an individual who, for salary, fee, commission, or other compensation, engages in public adjusting and is licensed under the provisions of this new chapter.  Public adjusting is also defined as investigating, appraising, or evaluating, and reporting to an insured in relation to a first party claim arising under insurance contracts, that insure the real or personal property, or both, of the insured.  The act requires public adjusters to be licensed by the Director of the Department of Insurance and to be given an examination as prescribed for insurance adjusters.  Other requirements of the act require the public adjuster to provide certain information to the director in conjunction with the application.  The Director of the Department of Insurance is authorized to enter into reciprocal agreements with insurance commissioners or directors of other states in regard to licensing of nonresident public adjusters.  A biennial fee of eighty dollars is required for a public adjuster’s license.  Section 38‑48‑70 states that public insurance adjusters are declared to be acting as the agents of the insureds they represent in the adjustment of any loss.  This section further states the requirements of being a public insurance adjuster.  Section 38‑48‑80 states what must be contained in a contract between the insured and the public insurance adjuster.  There is a prohibition on a public adjuster compensating or providing anything of value to a person who is not licensed as a public adjuster in return for the referral of a business prospect to the public adjuster.  There are exceptions to this requirement.  Section 38‑48‑100 regulates the advertising by a public adjuster.  Section 38‑48‑110 states that the insured has until the close of business on the fifth business day after signing the contract to rescind the agreement.  This section sets forth the requirements necessary for the rescission.  Section 38‑48‑130 states the unlawful acts a person may not commit under the provisions of this chapter.  The department is given the authority to promulgate regulations necessary to carry out the provisions of this chapter.  SECTION 2 amends Section 38‑33‑50 which requires any contract issued by a health maintenance organization after January 1, 1998, may include a provision for subrogation by the Health Maintenance Organization HMO to the enrollee’s right of recovery against a liable third party for not more than the amount of insurance benefits that the HMO has paid previously in relation to the enrollee’s injury by the liable third party.  If the Director of the Department of Insurance or his designee, upon being petitioned by the enrollee, determines that the exercise of subrogation by the HMO is inequitable and commits an injustice to the enrollee, subrogation is not allowed.  Attorney’s fees and other costs must be paid by the HMO from the amounts recovered.  There is provided an appeal provision to the Administrative Law Judge Division.  SECTION 3 adds Article 19 to Chapter 71 of Title 38 to create the “Health Carrier External Review Act”.  Section 38‑71‑1920 adds several definitions which are used throughout the new article that is added by this section.  Section 38‑17‑1930 provides that this new article applies to all health carriers that provide or perform utilization review, including those plans subject to regulation under Chapter 33.  Chapter 88 of Title 38 deals with the general regulation of health maintenance organizations.  Section 38‑71‑1940 provides for a procedure for a health carrier to notify a covered person in writing of the right to request an external review, which must include the appropriate statements and information set forth in this section.  This new article requires all requests for external review to be made in writing to the health carrier.  Section 38‑71‑1960 provides a procedure for a request for a standard or expedited external review.  With certain exceptions, these may not be granted until the covered person has exhausted the health carrier’s internal appeal process.  Section 38‑71‑1970 requires that a covered person or his authorized representative may file a request for an external review with the health carrier within sixty days after the date of receipt of a notice of an adverse determination.  Certain requirements must be met if the denial or coverage is based on a determination that the health care service or treatment recommended or requested is experimental or investigational.  Section 38‑71‑1980 establishes the criteria for a covered person or his authorized representative to file a request for an expedited external review.  Section 38‑71‑1990 provides that an external review decision is binding on the health carrier and also binding on the covered person, except under certain circumstances.  Section 38‑71‑2000 requires the Director of the Department of Insurance to approve independent review organizations eligible to be assigned to conduct the external reviews under the provisions of this article.  Section 38‑71‑2010 provides for additional criteria to be approved to conduct external reviews under the provisions of Section 38‑71‑2000.  Section 38‑71‑2030 requires an independent review organization who conducts an external review to maintain written records and mandates how these records must be kept.  Section 38‑71‑2040 requires the health carrier to pay for the external review.  In Section 38‑71‑2050 each health carrier is required to include a description of the external review procedures in either the policy, certificate, membership book, outline of coverage, or other evidence of coverage it provides to covered persons.  This section also requires what the description must include.  Section 38‑71‑2060 authorizes the director or his designee to promulgate regulations to carry out the provisions of this article.

Grain Dealers Guaranty Fund; Grain Producers Guaranty Fund

TO AMEND TITLE 46, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO AGRICULTURE BY ADDING CHAPTER 40 SO AS TO ESTABLISH THE “SOUTH CAROLINA GRAIN DEALERS GUARANTY FUND” INTO WHICH ASSESSMENTS ON FEED GRAINS OR OIL SEEDS MUST BE PAID FOR THE PURPOSE OF REIMBURSING GRAIN DEALERS FOR LOSSES INCURRED AS A RESULT OF THE BANKRUPTCY OF A SPECIFIED DEBTOR AND TO CONTINUE THE FUND THEREAFTER FOR THE BENEFIT OF GRAIN DEALERS WHO SUFFER LOSSES AGAINST OTHER DEBTORS FROM BANKRUPTCY, EMBEZZLEMENT, OR FRAUD, TO PROVIDE FOR THE MANNER IN WHICH AND PROCEDURES UNDER WHICH THESE REIMBURSEMENTS MUST BE PAID INCLUDING A PROVISION THAT THE INSURANCE RESERVE FUND IS AUTHORIZED TO LOAN MONIES TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO PAY CERTAIN CLAIMS WITH EACH PARTICIPATING GRAIN DEALER SEVERALLY GUARANTEEING THIS LOAN; TO CHANGE THE NAME OF SOUTH CAROLINA DEALERS AND HANDLERS GUARANTY FUND TO THE SOUTH CAROLINA GRAIN PRODUCERS GUARANTY FUND; AND TO AMEND SECTION 46‑41‑200, RELATING TO THE SOUTH CAROLINA DEALERS AND HANDLERS GUARANTY FUND, SO AS TO CHANGE ITS NAME ACCORDINGLY.

SUMMARY:  This act establishes the S. C. Grain Dealers Guaranty Fund to reimburse grain dealer losses from the Southern Soya bankruptcy not previously reimbursed from the S. C. Grain Producers Fund or the Warehouse Receipt Fund.  The fund will continue once the Southern Soya claims are paid off to permanently benefit grain dealers who suffer losses from another dealer’s bankruptcy, embezzlement, or fraud for grain that has been stored for up to one year before the date of loss.


This act assesses two cents per bushel on all grains to be deposited into the fund.  The assessment continues until the fund reaches a cap of three million dollars.  Even if the cap is reached, a grain dealer who receives loss payments must continue paying into the fund until the amount paid equals the loss payments received.


This act also authorizes the Insurance Reserve Fund to loan up to $4.2 million as necessary to pay in order that Southern Soya claims be reimbursed immediately.  The Insurance Reserve Fund will be reimbursed with interest legal rate of 8 ¾ % from the fund.  The loan is to be repaid in five annual installments.  If there are insufficient funds in the fund to make the annual payment, the payment will be made by the general fund.  If the general fund makes a payment, the fund must also reimburse the general fund.  Grain dealers are required to individually guarantee their prorata share of their actual loan amount.


This act provides that any federal funds or monies received from subrogation of Southern Soya claims or claims from future bankruptcies be paid into the fund.


Finally, this act changes the name of the South Carolina Dealers & Handlers Guaranty Fund to the South Carolina Grain Producers Guaranty Fund.

Law Enforcement Assistance and Support Act

TO AMEND TITLE 23, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO LAW ENFORCEMENT, BY ADDING CHAPTER 20, SO AS TO ENACT THE “LAW ENFORCEMENT ASSISTANCE AND SUPPORT ACT” BY PERMITTING LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES OF THIS STATE TO ENTER INTO CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENTS FOR LAW ENFORCEMENT SUPPORT SERVICES UNDER CERTAIN CONDITIONS, TO REQUIRE THESE CONTRACTS TO INCLUDE CERTAIN PROVISIONS RELATING TO THE SERVICES PROVIDED, APPROVAL OF AGREEMENTS BY THE APPROPRIATE STATE, COUNTY, OR LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT AUTHORITY’S CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER AND BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF EACH JURISDICTION AND TO ALLOW THE GOVERNOR TO WAIVE THE CONTRACTUAL REQUIREMENTS OF THIS CHAPTER DURING A NATURAL DISASTER.

SUMMARY:  Adds Chapter 20 to Title 23, to permit law enforcement agencies to enter into contractual agreements for law enforcement support services; requires contracts to include certain provisions relating to services provided; requires approval of agreements by the law enforcement authority’s chief executive officer and by the governing body of each jurisdiction; and allows the Governor to waive the contractual requirements during a natural disaster or other emergency affecting the public safety

High school diplomas issued to World War II veterans

TO AMEND CHAPTER 39, TITLE 59, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMAS, BY ADDING SECTION 59‑39‑115 SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR THE ISSUANCE OF A HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA TO A HIGH SCHOOL STUDENT WHO ENLISTED IN THE UNITED STATES ARMED FORCES DURING THE PERIOD OF DECEMBER 8, 1941, THROUGH SEPTEMBER 1, 1946, UPON PRESENTATION OF THE APPROPRIATE DOCUMENTATION TO THE STATE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION.

SUMMARY:  This act provides that the South Carolina Department of Education must issue a high school diploma to a South Carolinian who enlisted in any branch of the United States Military during the period of December 8, 1941, through September 1, 1946, while enrolled as a student in any high school in the State upon presentation of appropriate documentation.  It also provides that a posthumous high school diploma must be awarded to any person meeting this criteria upon written request of a member of the individual’s family.

SUMMARY:  SECTION 1 of this act amends Section 5‑37‑202.  In the definitions used in the Municipal Improvements Act of 1999, the term “improvements” is defined to include services or functions which a municipality in accordance with state law may provide.  SECTION 2 adds Section 5‑37‑35.  This section provides that assessments, revenues, or debt service on bonds which may be used under the provisions of Chapter 37 of Title 5 to fund municipal improvements may not be imposed or derived from, in whole or in part, a tax or assessment on property not located in the improvement district.  Exempt from these provisions are the provisions of Section 5‑37‑30 which specifically authorizes a governing body to acquire, own, contract, etc., any improvement and to finance such acquisition, construction, etc., with various means of financing tools.  SECTION 3 adds Section 6‑21‑55 which states the debt service on the bonds authorized in Chapter 21 of Title 6 Revenue Bond Act for Utilities issued by municipalities for finance improvements under the Municipal Improvement Act may not be imposed or derived from in whole or in part a tax or assessment on property not located in the improvement district.  This section does not apply to projects or undertakings designated by a municipal governing body as a “system” under Section 6‑21‑40.  SECTION 4 adds Section 5‑7‑36.  This section prevents any assessment for the Improvement District improvements to be made on residential property for additional police, fire, and garbage services in the district which is part of the plan.  No assessment may be made against real property that qualifies for exemption from ad valorem taxes as a historic fort pursuant to the laws of this state.  SECTION 5 is not relevant to the Municipal Improvement Act of 1999 and is of local application.  SECTION 6 adds two sentences to Section 44‑56‑170F which define “infrastructure”.

The South Carolina Firefighter Mobilization Oversight Committee is created to establish the South Carolina mobilization plan.  The purpose of the plan is to provide for responding firefighting and rescue resources from one part of the State to another part of the State or from one state to another state.  The plan becomes operational when 1 the Governor or the President of the United States declares an emergency, 2 the local fire chief needs additional resources after existing additional mutual aid agreements have been utilized, or 3 another state requests assistance in dealing with an emergency when a mutual agreement exists between this state and another.  The act requires the committee to develop procedures and guidelines for dispatching and deploying rural and municipal fire and rescue resources, and to establish a system of regions in the State for managing fire and rescue emergencies utilizing an incident command system.  In order for a county or municipality to receive fire and rescue resources under the mobilization plan, there must be a mutual aid agreement in effect.  The committee is required to appoint a number of state and regional coordinators.  The act defines many new terms used in the law including fire protection, control, and rescue equipment.  The act provides that the Forestry Commission may accept donations of new or used fire protection, control, and rescue equipment from individuals or organizations.  If the donated equipment is breathing apparatus, the apparatus must be recertified according to the manufacturer’s specifications.  SECTION 3 amends Section 23‑10‑10 which adds one member from the South Carolina Fire and Life Safety Education Association appointed by the president to the South Carolina Fire Academy Advisory Committee.

SUMMARY:  The South Carolina Income Tax Act allows a deduction equal to forty‑four percent of net capital gain from the taxable income of individuals, estates, and trusts.  Net capital gain has the definition provided in the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, except that unlike the one‑year holding period for long‑term gain treatment allowed under federal law, the state law requires a two‑year holding period. The amendment in this section conforms the state and federal definition of net gain effective for taxable years beginning after 2000.

SUMMARY:  This section adds six new members to the Board of Trustees of the Special School of Science and Mathematics.  These six members are the provost or vice president for academic affairs of Clemson University, the University of South Carolina, and the Medical University of South Carolina, the president of the Special School, and two members appointed by the Governor.

TO AMEND TITLE 44, OF THE 1976 CODE, RELATING TO HEALTH BY ADDING CHAPTER 130, SO AS TO ENACT THE “SOUTH CAROLINA SENIORS’ PRESCRIPTION DRUG PROGRAM ACT”, WHICH INCLUDES PROVISIONS TO DEFINE “PRESCRIPTION DRUG” FOR PURPOSES OF THE PROGRAM; TO ESTABLISH A PROGRAM ADMINISTERED BY THE OFFICE OF INSURANCE SERVICES OF THE STATE BUDGET AND CONTROL BOARD TO PROVIDE FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE IN PURCHASING PRESCRIPTION DRUGS TO RESIDENTS OF THIS STATE WHO HAVE ATTAINED AGE SIXTY‑FIVE YEARS WHO ARE INELIGIBLE FOR MEDICAID OR ANY OTHER PRESCRIPTION DRUG BENEFITS AND WHOSE ANNUAL INCOME DOES NOT EXCEED ONE HUNDRED FIFTY PERCENT OF THE FEDERAL POVERTY LEVEL; TO REQUIRE SEMIANNUAL REPORTS TO THE GOVERNOR AND THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FOR THE EVALUATION OF THE PROGRAM; TO AUTHORIZE EXPANSION OF THE PROGRAM UNDER CERTAIN CONDITIONS; TO PROVIDE THAT THE PROGRAM MUST BE FUNDED FROM PROCEEDS OF THE TOBACCO SETTLEMENT; AND TO REQUIRE THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES TO SEEK A MEDICAID WAIVER TO EXPAND PRESCRIPTION DRUG SERVICES TO MEDICARE BENEFICIARIES.

SUMMARY:  This section establishes the “Seniors’ Prescription Drug Program” to be administered by the Budget and Control Board.  A person is eligible to receive financial assistance to purchase prescription drugs if the person is sixty‑five years old, a resident of South Carolina, ineligible for Medicaid prescription benefits, does not have prescription benefits under any public or private program, and whose incomes does not exceed one hundred fifty percent of the federal poverty level.  In developing the program, the Budget and Control Board may require co‑payments and deductibles based on income and incentives for the use of generic drugs. The program may be expanded to cover persons whose income does not exceed one hundred seventy‑five percent of poverty if funds permit and possible up to two hundred percent of poverty if persons become eligible for similar benefits under a federal program and funding is sufficient to extend the benefits.  This program is to be funded by proceeds from the tobacco settlement agreement.

SUMMARY:  This section enacts the “Universal Newborn Hearing Screening and Intervention Act” which requires hospitals, beginning June 30, 2001, to conduct hearing screenings on all newborns, unless the hospital performs an average of less than one hundred deliveries a year.  Additionally, all hospitals must provide parents of newborns information concerning the hearing screening procedure and the importance of the screening.  If a referral is indicated based on the audiologic and medical evaluation conducted, in the screening, the newborn is eligible to receive intervention services, audiologic habilitation and augmentative hearing devices.  This program is to be funded by proceeds from the tobacco settlement agreement for providing reimbursement for conducting the screenings.

SUMMARY:  This section enacts the South Carolina Youth Smoking Prevention Act which requires DHEC to develop and implement a plan to prevent and reduce cigarette smoking by minors.  The department will award youth smoking prevention grants to local entities based upon department criteria and it will fund an annual statewide school‑based survey of youth smoking.  This act also establishes an advisory commission to advise the department.

No more than forty percent of the appropriated funds and other monies generated by hospital operations may be invested in this manner.

SUMMARY:  Section 52 of the Budget Bill adds Chapter 18 to Title 51 of the 1976 Code.  Chapter 18 establishes The War Between the States Heritage Trust Program.  This program is designed to identify and preserve areas of land, either public or private, throughout the State that are naturally, culturally, or historically significant.  These lands are to be used by the public for research and teaching in fields such as history, archeology, agriculture, forestry, paleontology, etc.

Chapter 18 also creates The War Between the States Heritage Commission, a body consisting of nine members appointed by the General Assembly and the Governor’s Office.  This commission, with the aid of staff and an advisory board, is responsible for selecting areas and features that should be recognized as The War Between the States Heritage Preserves or Sites.  The commission will also administer a trust fund for purchasing and maintaining these areas. This fund can accept private donations as well as contributions designated on income tax returns.

SUMMARY:  This section increases the portion of a fine imposed in a municipal court as an assessment from seventy‑five percent to one hundred percent.  It provides that the additional assessments collected are to be remitted to the State Treasurer and used to fund the Governor’s Task Force on Litter and provide funds to the Department of Juvenile Justice to reduce the nonstate costs of operating juvenile detention centers.  It also eliminates the requirement that a portion of fines imposed for littering be deposited in the State General Fund and used by the Governor to fund a litter control program.

SUMMARY:  This section replaces the Small Business and Minority Expansion Council with the South Carolina Research Authority on the Coordinating Council for Economic Development, deletes the designation of the council as “advisory”, includes other local economic development projects in grant approvals and specifies those local infrastructure and other economic development projects in qualifying activities, and redefines “local government” to mean a county or group of counties organized pursuant to Section 4‑9‑20 instead of a municipality organized pursuant to Title 5.

SUMMARY:  This section allows the Military Department through the Adjutant General, in consultation with the staff of the South Carolina Student Loan Corporation, to develop a loan repayment program whereby talented and qualified state residents may attend state public or private colleges and universities for the purpose of providing incentives for enlisting or remaining in the South Carolina National Guard in areas of critical need.

  In case of failure to complete the term of enlistment, failure to successfully participate in the National Guard, noncompliance by a borrower with the terms of the loan, or failure to comply with regulations of the program, the borrower’s participation in the loan repayment program may be terminated and the borrower remains subject to those provisions as provided in the loan documents.  The borrower shall execute the necessary legal documents to reflect his obligation to the lending entity and the terms and conditions of the loan.

This exempt status applies to materials distributed by an interstate carrier, a mailing house, or the United Sates Postal Service, regardless of whether the materials are distributed in this State from within this State or from without this State.

SUMMARY:  This section replaces the “service purchase” provisions in the South Carolina Retirement System and the South Carolina Police Officers Retirement System.  The section also replaces the current system of retirement “options” available to persons retiring under the South Carolina Retirement System and the South Carolina Police Officers Retirement System.  These changes occur beginning January 1, 2001.  The section also makes other largely technical and conforming amendments in the provisions of law governing these two retirement systems.  Retirement provisions tend to be complex, so the reader is urged to consult the South Carolina Retirement System for a definitive overview of these changes.  Generally, the changes are as follows:

Service Purchase

1  
Provisions governing the repayment of withdrawn contributions are unchanged.

2
Active contributing members may establish paid public service by a payment of not less than sixteen percent of current salary, or career highest fiscal year salary for each year established.  Public service includes federal civilian service or service as an employee of another state or political subdivision of a state.

3
Active contributing members may establish paid educational service upon the same payment provided in 2.  Duplicate benefits are not allowed.  Educational service includes service as a classroom teacher in a public, private, or sectarian school providing elementary or secondary education.

4
An active contributing member may establish up to six years of service credit for any period of military service upon making the payment in 2.  Military service means active duty in the armed forces, the reserves, or the National Guard.

5
An active contributing member may establish approved leave of absence time upon the payment provided in 2.

6
An active contributing member with five or more years of earned service may establish up to five years of nonqualified service upon payment of an amount equal to thirty‑five percent of current or highest fiscal year salary for each year of service purchase.  Nonqualified service is a term applied to any time other than governmental, educational, military, or leave of absence time.  

Time may be purchased by payroll deducted installment payments at prime rate plus two percent interest.  No employer contributions are required under these revised provisions.

Retirement Options

Effective for persons retiring on or after January 1, 2001, the following options apply for persons retiring from the South Carolina Retirement System and the South Carolina Police Officers Retirement System:

The maximum retirement allowance under law for the life of the member with any remaining member contributions paid to the member’s beneficiary on the member’s death.

Option B.
A reduced retirement allowance for life.  On the member’s death, the member’s designated beneficiary receives the same benefit for life.  If all designated beneficiaries predecease the member, the member’s allowance reverts to the maximum payment.

Option C.
Similar to Option B, but the designated beneficiary receives fifty percent of the member’s retirement allowance.

Changes in marital status.  After a change in marital status, a member may, within a one year, revoke the manner of payment elected and elect a new payment which is equal to the actuarial equivalent of the maximum allowance.  Only two such changes are permitted and a revision to the maximum under B or C constitutes a change.

A Tobacco Settlement Revenue Management Authority is created in Chapter 49 of Title 11 of the 1976 Code consisting, ex officio, of the members of the State Budget and Control Board. The authority shall receive all of the state’s receipts from the Tobacco Master Settlement Agreement, issue revenue bonds payable from these revenues, and make the bond proceeds available for use as the General Assembly provides.  In Section 11‑11‑170 added by this section, four separate funds are established in the State Treasury to receive tobacco settlement “securitization” revenues as follows:

1
Healthcare Tobacco Settlement Trust Fund receives seventy‑three percent of tobacco revenues.  Revenues in this fund must be used for health‑related purposes, including youth smoking cessation programs.

2
Tobacco Community Trust Fund receives fifteen percent of settlement revenues.  Revenues in this fund must be used to reimburse tobacco growers, quota holders, and warehousemen for actual loses due to reduced quotas since 1998.

3
Tobacco Settlement Economic Development Fund receives ten percent of tobacco revenues.  Revenues in this fund, except for a one‑time distribution to the Personal Property Tax Relief Fund must be used to assist in funding water and sewer projects.

4
Tobacco Settlement Local Government Fund receives two percent of tobacco revenues.  These revenues must be used by the Office of Local Government of the Division of Regional Development of the State Budget and Control Board as grants to local communities and for the operating of the office.

Finally, this section creates the South Carolina Water and Wastewater Infrastructure Fund under the Secretary of Commerce.  It is a funding mechanism to assist local governments and private entities for constructing and improving water and wastewater facilities necessary for public purposes and extends to technology‑related infrastructure grants.  Revenues of the Tobacco Settlement Economic Development Fund are used as a means of providing financing for these projects together with local source revenues and other state and federal funds.  In determining those projects eligible for funding, the department shall consider local support, economic benefit, readiness to proceed, ability to repay, local contribution, development status of the county, and the need of the project for economic development.

A referendum to rescind the tax requires petitions signed by at least fifteen percent of qualified electors.  If a majority vote to rescind the tax, the sales tax is rescinded and the property tax on the formerly exempt property is reinstated.

TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑6605 CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS IN THE JUVENILE JUSTICE CODE, SO AS TO DEFINE “CRIMINAL JUSTICE PURPOSE”; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑7205, RELATING TO TAKING A JUVENILE INTO CUSTODY FOR VIOLATING A CRIMINAL LAW, SO AS TO REVISE A TERM AND CLARIFY A CROSS REFERENCE; TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑8505, AS AMENDED, AND SECTIONS 20‑7‑8510 AND 20‑7‑8515, ALL RELATING TO THE CONFIDENTIALITY AND DISCLOSURE OF JUVENILE RECORDS AND SECTION 20‑7‑8520, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO THE DESTRUCTION OF JUVENILE RECORDS, ALL SO AS TO REORGANIZE PROVISIONS RELATING TO SUCH RECORDS AND, AMONG OTHER THINGS, TO REVISE AGENCIES AMONG WHICH INFORMATION MAY BE PROVIDED, TO AUTHORIZE THE DIRECTOR OF THE DEPARTMENT OF JUVENILE JUSTICE TO ENTER INTO INTERAGENCY AGREEMENTS FOR THE PURPOSE OF SHARING INFORMATION, TO REQUIRE THE DEPARTMENT TO PROVIDE RECORDS AND RECOMMENDATIONS PRODUCED BY DISPOSITIONAL HEARINGS TO VARIOUS PARTIES UNDER CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES; TO REVISE AND CLARIFY THE CIRCUMSTANCES UNDER WHICH FINGERPRINTS AND PHOTOGRAPHS MAY BE TAKEN AND WHEN FINGERPRINTS AND PHOTOGRAPHS ARE REQUIRED TO BE TAKEN; TO CLARIFY THE CONDITIONS UNDER WHICH RECORDS AND OTHER INFORMATION MAY BE RELEASED, TO REQUIRE THE PROVISION OF INCIDENT REPORTS TO VICTIMS AND SCHOOL PRINCIPALS UNDER CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES, TO AUTHORIZE THE RELEASE OF THE NAME, IDENTITY, OR PICTURE OF A CHILD UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF THE COURT IF THE SOLICITOR HAS PETITIONED THE COURT TO WAIVE THE CHILD TO CIRCUIT COURT; TO ADD SECTION 20‑7‑8525 SO AS TO INCORPORATE INTO THIS SECTION THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 20‑7‑8520 REGARDING THE DESTRUCTION AND EXPUNGEMENT OF JUVENILE RECORDS AND TO ADD A CONDITION UNDER WHICH RECORDS MAY NOT BE DESTROYED; AND TO ADD SECTION 24‑9‑50 SO AS TO REQUIRE LOCAL GOVERNMENTAL ENTITIES RESPONSIBLE FOR DETENTION FACILITIES TO REPORT DATA TO THE DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS FOR THE CLASSIFICATION AND MANAGEMENT OF INMATES AND FOR THE OPERATION AND MANAGEMENT OF A STATEWIDE JAIL INFORMATION SYSTEM AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE FORM IN WHICH SUCH DATA IS TO BE REPORTED.

SUMMARY:  This act revises various provisions in the Juvenile Justice Code pertaining to juvenile records and the fingerprinting and photographing of juveniles.  By reorganizing provisions in several code sections and eliminating duplicative and ambiguous text, the act has classified provisions relating to these matters.  While maintaining the confidentiality of juvenile records, the act authorizes the director of Juvenile of Justice to enter into interagency agreements for purposes of sharing information about juveniles under supervision or in the custody of the department.  It further authorizes sharing law enforcement information and juvenile records among law enforcement agencies, solicitors, the Attorney General, the Department of Justice, the Department of Corrections, the Department of Probation, Pardon, and Parole Services, and the Department of Mental Health for criminal justice purposes.  The act prohibits a person from having his or her juvenile record expunged if the person has a prior adjudication for an offense that would carry a maximum term of imprisonment of five years.  The act also revises some conditions under which fingerprints can be taken by primarily eliminating finger printing for specific offenses and providing that the law enforcement agency taking a juvenile into custody must fingerprint if the offense is one that could carry a term of imprisonment of five years or more.  Additionally, juvenile fingerprints may now only be transmitted to the FBI if the crime carries a five year or more term of imprisonment and these fingerprints must be given to another law enforcement agency for criminal justices purpose.


With regard to photographing juveniles, this act authorizes any law enforcement agency taking a juvenile into custody to photograph the juvenile and require photographing if the juvenile is detained in a secure facility.


Further, in addition to other circumstances under which a child’s name, identify, or photograph may be provided to the media is when a solicitor has petitioned to waive the child to circuit court.


Finally, the act requires local governmental detention facilities to provide data to the Department of Corrections for the classification of and management of inmates.

TO PROVIDE THAT IF THE ALCOHOL CONCENTRATION LEVEL FOR DRIVING UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF ALCOHOL OR OTHER INTOXICATING SUBSTANCE OFFENSES CHANGES FROM TEN ONE‑HUNDREDTHS OF ONE PERCENT OR MORE TO EIGHT ONE‑HUNDREDTHS OF ONE PERCENT OR MORE, CERTAIN PROVISIONS RELATING TO THE OFFENSE OF DRIVING WITH AN UNLAWFUL ALCOHOL CONCENTRATION DO NOT APPLY TO ALCOHOL CONCENTRATION LEVELS BETWEEN EIGHT ONE‑HUNDREDTHS OF ONE PERCENT UP TO TEN ONE‑HUNDREDTHS OF ONE PERCENT, AND, INSTEAD, FOR THIS RANGE THERE IS AN INFERENCE THAT THE PERSON WAS UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF ALCOHOL OR OTHER SUBSTANCES; SUMMARY:  This act establishes the offense of Driving with an Unlawful Alcohol Concentration which makes it illegal to drive a motor vehicle within this State with an alcohol concentration of ten one‑hundredths of one percent or more.  It also establishes the Spinal Cord Injury Research Board which will administer surcharges collected for DUI offenses.  In addition it provides that an ignition interlock device designed to prevent the operation of a vehicle if the operator has consumed alcoholic beverages may be installed on a vehicle owned by a person convicted of a DUI offense or by a convicted person’s family members.  It also provides that the state’s open container provisions apply to vehicles located on a public highway or highway right‑of‑way and do not apply to vehicles parked in legal parking places during certain events where law enforcement officers are on duty to provide traffic control services.

SUMMARY:  SECTION 1 of this act amends Section 61‑6‑2010 of the 1976 Code.  This section provides that the Department of Revenue may offer, in addition to its regular temporary permit, an annual fifty‑two week temporary permit for a nonrefundable fee of three thousand dollars per year.  The fee must be prorated if the expiration date of the biennial license is less than fifty‑two weeks from the date of the application for the optional fifty‑two week permit.  The existing law allows the department to charge a nonrefundable filing fee of one hundred dollars for processing each application and a daily permanent fee of fifty dollars for each day.  The permits referred to in this section may only be issued in those counties or municipalities where a majority of the qualified electors favor the issuance of the permits.  This act increases from twenty‑five hundred to seven thousand five hundred qualified electors on a petition to trigger a referendum  The law is also changed to provide that the county or the municipal election commission, as the case may be, is required to conduct a referendum not less than thirty nor more than forty days after receiving the petition.  The amendment allows the petition to be submitted to the election commission not less than one hundred twenty days before the date of the referendum.  The names on the petition must be on the petition form provided the county election officials by the State Election Commission.  The names on the petition must be certified by the election commission within sixty days after receiving the petition form.  The referendum must be conducted at the next general election.

TO AMEND SECTION 8‑13‑1510, RELATING TO THE PENALTY FOR LATE FILING OF OR FAILURE TO FILE A REPORT OR STATEMENT, SO AS TO DELETE THE FIVE HUNDRED DOLLAR MAXIMUM FINE; TO AMEND SECTION 8‑13‑1520, RELATING TO A VIOLATION OF CHAPTER 13 OF TITLE 8, SO AS TO MAKE CERTAIN VIOLATIONS OF ARTICLE 13 OF CHAPTER 8 A MISDEMEANOR AND PROVIDE PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS; AND TO CREATE AN ADVISORY CAMPAIGN REFORM STUDY COMMISSION, TO PROVIDE FOR ITS COMPOSITION, POWERS, DUTIES, AND RESPONSIBILITIES.

SUMMARY:  SECTION 1 amends Section 2‑17‑30(A) so as to change the deadline for lobbyists filing their reports from December thirty‑first to January tenth of the succeeding year.  SECTION 2 amends Section 2‑17‑35(A) so as to change the deadline for each lobbyist’s principal from December thirty‑first to January tenth of the succeeding year.  SECTION 3 amends Section 2‑17‑40(A) so as to change the deadline for a state agency or department for filing its report with the State Ethics Commission from April first to April tenth and October first to October tenth.  The filing periods are established from January first to March thirty‑first for the April tenth report and from April first to September thirtieth for the October tenth report.  The amendment requires any lobbying activity not reflected on the October tenth report and not reported on a statement of termination must be reported no later than January tenth of the succeeding year.  SECTION 4 amends Section 2‑17‑90(A).  The existing law provides exceptions for a lobbyist’s principal offering, soliciting, facilitating, or providing to a public official or public employee and a prohibition on a public official or public employee accepting lodging, transportation, entertainment, food, meals, beverages, or an invitation to a function paid for by a lobbyist’s principal.  The amendment in SECTION 4 exempts cabinet officers with regard to a function to which all cabinet officers are invited.  SECTION 5 amends Section 2‑17‑90(B) so as to provide a corresponding reference to a new item added in SECTION 4 to Section 2‑17‑90.  SECTION 6 amends Section 8‑13‑100(12) so as to delete from the definition “election” a ballot measure.  SECTION 7 amends Section 8‑13‑320(9)(b) and SECTION 8 amends Section 8‑13‑320(10)(b) which requires a procedure for a person to petition the court of common pleas when they allege violations complained of and praying for appropriate relief during the fifty‑day period before an election.  The provision also requires a waiver to be forwarded to the State Ethics Commission after a complaint has been dismissed when it does not allege facts sufficient to constitute a violation.  SECTION 9 amends Section 8‑13‑530(1) so as to include legislative caucus committees within the jurisdiction of the Senate and House of Representatives Ethics Committees.  SECTION 10 amends Section 8‑13‑530(2) so as to provide a procedure for a person to petition the court of common pleas during the fifty‑day period before an election to allege violations complained of and pray for appropriate relief.  A rule to show cause is required within ten days and the court shall either dismiss the petition, or direct that a mandamus order or an injunction or both be issued.  A violation of this chapter by a candidate during the fifty‑day period is considered an irreparable injury for which no adequate remedy at law exists.  If the court dismisses the petition based upon a finding that the petition is frivolous, the court must award reasonable attorneys fees and costs to the non‑petitioning party.  SECTION 11 amends Section 8‑13‑1300(6) so as to amend the definition of “committee” to include an individual who influences the outcome of an elective office, makes independent expenditures aggregating five hundred dollars or more during an election cycle and to delete a ballot measure within the definition of “committee”.  SECTION 12 amends Section 8‑13‑1300(9) so as to delete from the definition of “election” a ballot measure.  SECTION 13 amends SECTION 8‑13‑1300(17) so as to add to the definition of “independent expenditure” in addition to one made upon consultation with a candidate or an agent of a candidate; or a committee or agent of a committee; or a ballot measure committee or an agent of a ballot measure committee.  SECTION 14 amends Section 8‑13‑1300 by adding a new item to define “ballot measure committee” to mean an association, club, an organization, or a group of persons which, to influence the outcome of a ballot measure, receives contributions or makes expenditures in excess of one thousand dollars in the aggregate during an election cycle; or in the case of a person who makes those contributions aggregating at least fifty thousand dollars during an election cycle to, or at the request of, a ballot measure committee; or a person, other than an individual, who makes independent expenditures aggregating one thousand dollars or more during an election cycle.  SECTION 14 of this act also adds to Section 8‑13‑1300 the definition of “influence the outcome of an elective office” to mean one that expressly advocates the election or defeat of a clearly identifiable candidate using words including or substantially similar to “vote for”, “elect”, or “cast your ballot for”.  This new item also includes when you communicate campaign slogans or individual words that have a reasonable meaning to urge the election or defeat of a clearly identifiable candidate.  Also, included within this definition are any communications about a public issue made, not more than forty‑five days before an election, that clearly references a candidate.  The communication must reasonably suggest advocating the election or defeat of a clearly identifiable candidate.  SECTION 15 amends Section 8‑13‑1302 requiring a ballot measure committee to comply with the recordkeeping provisions of this section.  SECTION 16 amends Section 8‑13‑1304 by adding a new subsection (B) which requires a ballot measure committee, except for an out‑of‑state committee, which receives or expends more than one thousand dollars during an election cycle to influence the outcome of a ballot measure, to file a statement of organization with the State Ethics Commission no later than five days after receiving the contribution or making the expenditure.  An out‑of‑state ballot measure committee making a similar expenditure must file a statement of organization with the State Ethics Commission no later than five days after making the expenditure.  SECTION 17 amends Section 8‑13‑1306 which requires what must be in a statement of organization.  The amendment to this section adds a ballot measure committee to make it consistent with the previous amendments of this act.  SECTION 18 amends Section 8‑13‑1308(A) so as to include the making of independent expenditures within the requirements of filing certified campaign reports by candidates and committees.  SECTION 19 amends Section 8‑13‑1308 by adding a new subsection (G) to require a campaign report to be filed upon the receipt of anything of value totaling, in an accumulated aggregate, twenty‑five hundred dollars or more.  SECTION 20 adds Section 8‑13‑1309 to the 1976 Code of Laws.  This section requires a ballot measure committee, upon the receipt or expenditure of campaign contribution totaling one thousand dollars or more, to file a statement of organization and also file an initial certified campaign report.  SECTION 21 amends Section 8‑13‑1310 so as to eliminate the requirement to send campaign reports to the State Election Commission.  They would now be filed directly with the State Ethics Commission.  SECTION 22 amends Section 8‑13‑1316 so as to add to the restrictions of campaign contributions received from a political party through its party committees or legislative caucus committees to a candidate which total the aggregate amounts provided under the existing law.  This new amendment also requires that the recipient of the contribution under the prohibitions mentioned in subsection (A) of this section may not be kept by the recipient, but must be remitted to the Children’s Trust Fund.  SECTION 23 amends Section 8‑13‑1324 to prohibit anonymous campaign contributions to a ballot measure committee.  SECTION 24 amends Section 8‑13‑1332 so as to include a ballot measure committee as well as a committee within the provisions regulating unlawful contributions and expenditures.  This amendment also deletes from the prohibition an organization, or a committee of an organization, to solicit contributions to the organization committee from a person other than its members and their families.  SECTION 25 amends the 1976 Code by adding Section 8‑13‑1333 authorizes not for profit corporations and committees formed by not for profit corporations to solicit contributions from the general public.  SECTION 26 amends Section 8‑13‑1354 by deleting the ballot measure from the requirement that a person independently paying for an election related communication must be identified.  SECTION 27 amends Section 8‑13‑1366 to delete the requirement that the State Election Commission keep certified campaign reports.  SECTION 28 amends Section 8‑13‑1368 which includes ballot measure committees within the requirements of filing campaign final reports upon the dissolution of the ballot measure committee after an election.  SECTION 29 amends Section 8‑13‑1370(C) which includes a ballot measure committee within the requirements on the regulation of the use of unexpended funds and the use of these funds by a ballot measure committee.  SECTION 30 amends Section 8‑13‑1372 by substituting the State Ethics Commission for the State Election Commission as the agency responsible for determining errors or omissions on campaign reports.  SECTION 31 amends Section 8‑13‑1510 so as to delete the maximum fine of five hundred dollars for late filing or failure to file a report or a statement under Chapter 13 of Title 8.  SECTION 32 amends Section 8‑13‑1520 so as to delete from this section a provision which states a violation of this chapter does not necessarily subject a public official to the provisions of Section 8‑13‑560 relating to the suspension, removal, or reinstatement of a member of the House of Representatives or the Senate under certain circumstances.  SECTION 33 creates an Advisory Campaign Reform Study Commission.  This commission is charged with the drafting of a report, including eleven specified areas of statutory enactment, amendment, or repeal that would improve the electoral process and the campaign laws in general.  Membership of the commission is composed of fifteen members which may not include a registered lobbyist or have been a registered lobbyist within the past year.  The commission is required to make its report to the General Assembly no later than March 15, 2001, at which time the commission is dissolved.

SECTIONS 1 through 6 of this act take effect upon the signature of the Governor.  The remainder of the act takes effect November 5, 2002.  At that time, the code sections added in those sections of the act are dissolved and those code section amended are reinstated as they existed before the amendments to them contained in this act.

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 57‑3‑785 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION SHALL REQUIRE THE PLACEMENT OF CONSTRUCTION WORK SIGNS WHEN NECESSARY TO INFORM MOTORISTS OF ONGOING CONSTRUCTION, DIRECT THE REMOVAL OF THESE SIGNS WHEN THE CONSTRUCTION IS SUBSTANTIALLY COMPLETED, AND ASSUME RESPONSIBILITY FOR TRAFFIC MAINTENANCE UPON REMOVAL OF THESE SIGNS, AND PROVIDE THAT CERTAIN HIGHWAY WORK ZONE SIGNS MUST BE REMOVED OR COVERED WITH WEATHER RESISTANT MATERIAL WHEN A WORK ZONE BECOMES INACTIVE FOR MORE THAN THREE DAYS.
SUMMARY:  This act requires the Department of Transportation to place highway work zone signs along highways when it is necessary to inform motorists of highway construction.  It also requires the department to direct the removal of these signs when the construction project is substantially completed and normal traffic flow has resumed, and assume responsibility for traffic maintenance upon the removal of these signs.  In addition it provides that highway work zone signs must be removed or covered with weather resistant material when a work zone becomes inactive for more than three days

SUMMARY:  This is a comprehensive act pertaining to various education subjects including, but not limited to, school districts, teachers, certification, evaluation, middle grades, principals, reading, and teacher honorariums.


A section by section summary of this act is as follows:


SECTION 1.
Phases‑in five additional teacher contract days for professional development.  Beginning 2001‑2002, three days are added with two additional days in 2003‑2004.  The phase‑in is to take place only if funding is provided by the General Assembly.


SECTION 2.
The State Board of Education is requested to make necessary revisions to the regulations regarding an out‑of‑field permit and to require reporting of teachers who are not teaching 100 percent of the time in their fields, with special provisions for the phase‑in for middle school certification.


SECTION 3.
The State Board shall consider establishing immediately as a recertification requirement for principals that they must complete in‑depth training on ways to support and encourage teachers professionally.


SECTION 4.
Section 59‑5‑85 is added to the Code to:



(1)
refine the performance dimensions in ADEPT the teacher evaluation program to ensure they are consistent with national performance‑based accreditation and certification standards.



(2)
establish a pilot program to include student achievement as a component in ADEPT.



(3)
develop guidelines for the teacher induction program:




(a)
to include sustained long‑term coaching and assistance,




(b)
information on best practice, and




(c)
criteria for selection and training of teachers to serve as mentors.


SECTION 5.
The State Board of Education and Commission on Higher Education will establish a collegial panel to develop any needed additional training standards and needs for middle grade teacher preparation and professional development courses.


SECTION 6.
The State Board is directed to:



(1)
establish by October 1, 2000, requirements for initial certification for teaching in the middle grades.  A timeline and staged phase‑in of add‑on certification is to be established as well for teachers currently teaching in the middle grades.



(2)
immediately consider granting certification to out‑of‑state teachers possessing middle grades certification based on a review of their teaching experience and background.



(3)
appoint a panel on training of middle grades principals to look at training standards and preparation and professional development standards and needs.



(4)
redefine the defined program for grades 6‑8.  As a part of the review, reduce over time the pupil‑teacher ratio to 24 to 1 and the pupil‑guidance counselor ratio to 300 to 1.  Also, require middle schools to designate a home‑school liaison to work with individual families and with community groups.


SECTION 7.
The charge to the Institute of Reading Section 59‑5‑135B is expanded to include the improvement of reading in the middle grades.


SECTION 8.
The Board is to consider as an area included in the new accreditation system the functioning of the school improvement council.


SECTION 9.
The “Plan of Benefits” regarding fringe benefits is amended to allow teachers working less than 30 hours per week, but no less than 15 hours per week, to qualify for health and dental insurance with the employer to contribute a proportionate share which is no less than half the normal cost. 


SECTION 10.
Several changes are made to the Teacher Loan Program Section 59‑5‑135B:



(1)
“critical geographic areas” are to be based on the federal Perkins Loan Program



(2)
repayment provisions are changed




(a)
a teacher teaching in a newly designated critical need area can have remaining Teacher Loans forgiven,




(b)
one year of teaching in a critical need area forgives one year of the loan, up to $3,000, 




(c)
one year of teaching in both academic and geographic critical need areas forgives one year of the loan, up to $5,000,




(d)
loan recipients teaching in the public schools, but not in critical areas, are to have lower interest rates than those not teaching, and




(e)
additional loans will be made available to assist career changes with college and living expenses to become certified in a critical need academic area.


SECTION 11.
Section 59‑26‑85 is added to give National Board certified teachers a recertification cycle consistent with the National Board and exempts NBPTS certified teachers moving to this State from initial certification requirements.  Board Certified teachers will receive a pay increase for the life of the certificate, to be determined by the General Assembly.  For 2000‑2001 the amount is $7,500  Further, teachers applying for National Certification can receive a loan for the application fee, half forgivable when the required portfolio is submitted, all forgivable when certification is acquired within three years of application.


SECTION
12.
The Department of Education is directed to review the purposes and certification standards of the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards NBPTS and examine the purposes and certification standards of the American Speech‑Language Hearing Association ASHA, National Board for Certified Counselors, Inc. NBCC, and National Association of School Psychologists NASP to determine comparability and make recommendations regarding recertification cycles, initial certification requirements for these personnel certified out‑of‑state, and incentives for these national certifications.


SECTION 13.
Under new Section 59‑26‑90, a program honoring the State Teacher of the Year is begun, to include an honorarium of no less than $25,000.  In addition, the program is to recognize the four Honor Roll teachers of the year with awards of no less than $10,000 each and local district teachers of the year with honoraria of no less than $1,000 each.


SECTION 14.
The State Board and Department of Education are to develop a program to award funds to districts that develop incentives for teachers trained and serving as mentor to new teachers as a part of the induction program under new Section 59‑26‑100.


SECTION 15.
The school and district strategic plans must now include stated goals and objectives for parent involvement and the methods used for data collection to support statewide evaluation of parent involvement efforts.


SECTION 16.
The Department of Education must undertake a study of the training, responsibilities, and funding of paraprofessionals to better enable school districts and schools to organize teachers’ work days to reduce noninstructional duties.


SECTION 17.
Changes the date retired teachers can be considered for employment by the school districts from July 15 to May 31.

Parental Involvement in Their Children’s Education Act; employer tax credit recommendations 

TO AMEND TITLE 59, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO EDUCATION, BY ADDING CHAPTER 28 SO AS TO ENACT THE “PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT IN THEIR CHILDREN’S EDUCATION ACT” INCLUDING PROVISIONS FOR STATE AND LOCAL OFFICIALS AND ENTITIES TO TAKE CERTAIN ACTIONS FOR THE ENCOURAGEMENT OF INCREASED PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT IN THE EDUCATION OF THEIR CHILDREN, FOR PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT TRAINING FOR EDUCATORS AND SCHOOL STAFF, FOR PARENTAL EXPECTATIONS FOR THEIR CHILD’S ACADEMIC SUCCESS, FOR EFFORTS TO INCREASE PARENT‑TEACHER CONTACTS, FOR EVALUATION OF PARENT INVOLVEMENT EFFORTS, AND FOR THE DISSEMINATION OF PARENTAL INFORMATIONAL MATERIALS, AND TO PROVIDE THAT THE EDUCATION OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE IN CONJUNCTION WITH REPRESENTATIVES OF OTHER ENTITIES SHALL DEVELOP AND SUBMIT TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY RECOMMENDATIONS FOR EMPLOYER TAX CREDIT INCENTIVES THAT PROVIDE PARENT‑EMPLOYEE RELEASE TIME FOR VARIOUS PARENTAL ACTIVITIES IN THEIR CHILD’S EDUCATION WITHOUT LOSS OF PAY.
SUMMARY:  This act is known as the “Parental Involvement in their Children’s Education Act”, the purposes of which are to heighten awareness of the importance of parents’ involvement in the education of their children throughout the children’s schooling, to encourage the establishment and maintenance of parent‑friendly school settings, and to emphasize that when parents and schools work as partners, a child’s academic success can best be assured. The act provides requirements, expectations, and suggestions for achieving these purposes to the Governor, the State Board of Education, the State Superintendent of Education, local school boards and district superintendents, the Education Oversight Committee, and parents.


Major provisions of this act include the following:


1
The Governor will require state agencies that serve families and children to collaborate and establish networks with schools to heighten awareness of the importance of parental influence on the academic success of their children and to encourage and assist parents to become more involved in their children’s education.


2
The State Superintendent of Education will encourage parent involvement through a variety of activities, including membership in national parent involvement organizations and statewide conferences.


3
The State Superintendent will work with higher education to design training that, among other things, includes practices that address racial, ethic, and socio‑economic diversity; establishment and maintenance of parent‑friendly schools; and such training will be incorporated into prospective teacher and principal training.


4
The State Board of Education will emphasize increased parent involvement through professional development criteria and school and district long‑range plans.


5
Local school boards will promote the importance of parent involvement though local policies and activities to increase parent involvement and require schools to incorporate effective practices that enable parents to become more involved in the education of their children.  Parent involvement expectations will be included as a part of a superintendent’s and principal’s evaluation.


6
District superintendents will consider assigning district and school staff to serve as parent liaisons and requiring schools to designate space especially for parents.


7
Parent involvement orientation and training is required of all school personnel on an ongoing basis as required by State Board criteria and as indicated by evaluation results.


8
The new school accreditation system should include a review that the School Improvement Council and other school decision‑making groups are functioning in accordance with state requirements and in the best interest of an inclusive system.


9
Principals are encouraged to adjust class and school schedules to accommodate parent‑teacher conferences at times more convenient to parents and, to the extent possible, accommodate parents in cases where transportation and normal school hours present a hardship.


10
The Education Oversight Committee will promote the importance of parent involvement though a public awareness campaign.  The EOC will request employers to adopt parent friendly workplace policies and provide information on the importance of parents to a child’s academic success.


11
The Education Oversight Committee, with representatives from the Department of Commerce, the Department of Revenue, and the SC Chamber of Commerce, shall develop recommendations for employer tax credits as incentives to: provide parent/employee release time from work for parent‑teacher conferences or attendance at their children’s academic events without loss of pay; and develop workplace policies which facilitate parental literacy improvement, which enable parents to assist their children with academics, and which facilitate parent involvement in their child’s education.

TO AMEND THE 1976 CODE BY ADDING SECTION 59‑1‑470 SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR THE DISTRIBUTION BY THE STATE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION TO SCHOOL DISTRICTS OF STATE APPROPRIATED FUNDS FOR EMPLOYER MATCHING CONTRIBUTIONS TO EMPLOYEES PARTICIPATING IN DEFERRED COMPENSATION PLANS, TO PROVIDE A MAXIMUM THREE HUNDRED DOLLAR MATCHING CONTRIBUTION, AND TO PROVIDE THOSE DISTRICT EMPLOYEES ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE MATCHING CONTRIBUTIONS; AND TO AMEND SECTION 1A OF JOINT RESOLUTION 157 OF 1997, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO A PILOT CHILD PROTECTIVE SERVICES SYSTEM WHICH ALLOWS THE DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES TO DIVERT CHILD ABUSE AND NEGLECT CASES TO AN ASSESSMENT TRACK RATHER THAN FOLLOWING NORMAL PROTOCOL WHEN CERTAIN MORE SERIOUS FORMS OF ALLEGED ABUSE OR NEGLECT ARE NOT PRESENT, SO AS TO INCREASE THE NUMBER OF COUNTIES IN THE PILOT SYSTEM AND TO PROVIDE THAT THE NEWEST COUNTIES ADDED NEED NOT BE INCLUDED IN THE EVALUATION; SUMMARY:   The title of this act is self‑explanatory, except for the details of the Teacher and Employee Retention Incentive TERI Plan.  This plan, added by Article 7, Chapter 1, Title 9 of the 1976 Code allows members of the South Carolina Retirement System, following retirement, to be employed for not more than five years by an employer covered by the SCRS.  The employee or teacher re‑employed under the plan is not subject to salary limitations applicable to re‑employed retirees.  The retirement benefits of participants are maintained in an account held by SCRS.  At termination of TERI participation, the participant may take a distribution of the accumulated benefits or exercise a tax‑free rollover.  Employees under TERI do not pay retirement contributions and do not accumulate any additional retirement credit and are not eligible for group life insurance benefits or disability benefits.  For all other purposes, a TERI participant is considered an active employee.  The employer is required to make retirement contributions for a TERI participant.  When a TERI participant terminates employment, retirement benefits are then paid to the retiree as adjusted by any cost‑of‑living increase in benefits awarded during the period of participation.  Participation in the TERI Plan does not guarantee employment for the period elected for participation.  If a TERI participant dies, the SCRS designated beneficiary receives the accumulated benefits, plus whatever beneficiary benefits are due by law.  Only a single participation period is allowed under this plan.

TO AMEND SECTION 16‑17‑445, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO REGULATION OF UNSOLICITED CONSUMER TELEPHONE CALLS, SO AS TO REVISE CERTAIN DEFINITIONS AND TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL DEFINITIONS, TO PROVIDE THAT A TELEPHONE SOLICITOR WHO MAKES AN UNSOLICITED CONSUMER TELEPHONE CALL MUST DISCLOSE PROMPTLY TO THE PERSON RECEIVING THE CALL THE IDENTITY OF THE SELLER, THAT THE PURPOSE OF THE CALL IS TO SELL GOODS OR SERVICES, THE NATURE OF THE GOODS OR SERVICES, THAT NO PURCHASE OR PAYMENT IS NECESSARY TO WIN OR PARTICIPATE IN A PRIZE PROMOTION IF A PRIZE PROMOTION IS OFFERED, AND THAT, WHEN REQUESTED, THE TELEMARKETER MUST DISCLOSE THE NO PURCHASE/NO PAYMENT ENTRY METHOD FOR THE PRIZE PROMOTION, AND TO REVISE THE METHOD BY WHICH THE CALLED PARTY’S NAME MAY BE DELETED FROM THE SOLICITOR’S CALLING LIST.

SUMMARY:  This act revises the regulation of unsolicited consumer telephone calls.  It defines “prize promotion” and revises the definition of consumer goods or services to exempt institutions regulated by the Department of Insurance.  The act revises the information a telephone solicitor must disclose to the called party, including the fact that the called party may request, verbally or in writing, to be removed from the calling list.

The pamphlet shall be included in the mailing of the certified copy of a birth certificate and in the discussions held with adolescents in county pregnancy prevention initiative programs.  The act designates the Friday preceding Mother’s Day as Family Respect Day.  The act also designates the week which includes November 11th as Patriotism Week.  The act establishes the Religion and Public School Act which requires school districts to provide a program of instruction for teachers and administrators on the constitutional law relating to religion and public schools.  Finally, the act requires local school boards to develop policies addressing character education, positive character traits, and respectful, courteous behavior.

SUMMARY: This act includes clothing and formal wear in the list of rental items included in the offense of larceny for failure to return rented objects.  The act also requires a magistrate to hold a hearing before selling a third party’s property located on premises for the payment of rent.  In order to sell a third party’s property, the magistrate must find that ownership of the property was transferred from the tenant to the third party for the purpose of avoiding the distraint sale; otherwise, the property of a third party is exempt from distraint.  The act also provides that, in residential rental situations, the nonpayment of rent within five days of its due date may constitute legal notice to the tenant that the landlord has the right to begin ejectment proceedings.  The written lease agreement must inform the tenant in conspicuous type of this condition to the agreement.  Further, the act revises the procedures for personal service of the rule to show cause in ejectment proceedings by requiring two attempts at personal service instead of three, by reducing the amount of time between attempts at service, by providing where the rule must be affixed to the premises, and by providing when the specified time period for the tenant to show cause begins to run in the situation where the tenant contacts the magistrate’s court concerning the rule.

SUMMARY:  Amends Section 7‑13‑75 to clarify that a person may participate only in the political management or in a political campaign over which the person has no jurisdiction; amends section 7‑5‑440 to provide that a qualified elector who moved to another county within the thirty‑day period before an election and failed to notify the county board of voter registration of the change of address before the date of an election must be permitted to vote provisional ballots containing only the races for federal, statewide, countywide, and municipalwide offices at the elector’s former polling place or must be permitted to vote at a central location at the main office of the county board of voter registration in his new county of residence; amends Section 7‑13‑350 to provide that candidates for president and vice president must be certified not later than twelve o’clock noon on august thirtieth to the state election commission, or if august thirtieth falls on Sunday, not later than twelve o’clock noon on the following Monday; amends Section 7‑13‑430 to revise language relating to the number of ballots to be provided when voting machines are not used and to provide for failsafe ballots containing only the races for federal, statewide, countywide, and municipalwide offices, not to exceed five percent of the registered qualified voters at each voting place; amends Section 7‑13‑1680, relating to the number, type, use, repair, and custody of voting machines, to change the requirement for one voting machine for each three hundred fifty voters to two hundred fifty voters; amend Section 7‑13‑1750 to require notice as to the time and place where voting machines will be prepared for an election be mailed to each political party having certified candidates, rather than to the two political parties which cast the highest and next highest number of votes at the preceding general election, before the machines are prepared for an election, and provides for locking and sealing the prepared machines; amends Section 7‑13‑1770 to make technical changes to certain language, delete language permitting managers to adjust voting machines whose counters were not found to read zero 000, and provide that, if any counter is found not to register zero 000, the managers shall not use the machine for voting purposes and notify the commissioners of election; amends Section 7‑13‑1880 to provide for locking or sealing of voting machines, viewing and certifying the results of elections, and for the return of provisional and failsafe ballots with machine results; amends Section 7‑13‑1890 to provide for the return and contents of a certificate of managers of election, for locking, sealing, and opening of voting machines, and for verification of machine results of election; amends Section 7‑15‑310, relating to definitions used in connection with absentee voting, so as to redefine “immediate family” to include grandparents, grandchildren, and mothers‑in‑law, fathers‑in‑law, brothers‑in‑law, sisters‑in‑law, sons‑in‑law, and daughters‑in‑law as well as a person’s spouse, parents, children, brothers, sisters; and repeals Section 7‑13‑620 relating to the use of ballots when voting machines are not used.

SUMMARY:  Amends Section 50‑5‑1515 relating to taking shad by hook and line and to set limits on the number of shad taken, to make the section applicable to taking shad by cast net except as provided in this section and to reduce the aggregate number of shad taken from twenty to ten in any one day, and provides that a person taking or attempting to take shad by hook and line including rod and reel in the Santee River may take or possess no more than an aggregate of twenty American and hickory shad in any one day; amends Section 50‑13‑236 relating to creel and size limits on striped bass and black bass from Lake Murray, to provide that the Department of Natural Resources may establish the daily creel limits and size limits on Lake Murray and on all waters of the Saluda River lying between the Lake Greenwood Dam Buzzard’s Roost Dam and Lake Murray for striped bass rockfish and black bass by regulations promulgated and adopted in accordance with Article 1, Chapter 23 of Title 1; provides that no creel or size limits may be set by emergency regulations; provides that a person taking striped bass or black bass exceeding the limits set by the department is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, must be punished as provided in Section 50‑13‑285; and provides that the size limit on striped bass rockfish taken from Lake Murray is not in effect during the months of June, July, and August.

TO AMEND SECTION 37‑11‑20, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DEFINITION OF TERMS USED IN THE “STATE CONTINUING CARE RETIREMENT COMMUNITY ACT”, SO AS TO REVISE THE DEFINITION OF “CONTINUING CARE CONTRACT” SUCH THAT ONLY THOSE COMMUNITIES THAT REQUIRE THE PAYMENT OF AN ENTRANCE FEE OR OTHER FEE IN RETURN FOR A PROMISE OF FUTURE CARE ARE SUBJECT TO THE PROVISIONS OF THE ACT; TO AMEND SECTION 37‑11‑135, RELATING TO EXEMPTIONS FROM CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE ACT, SO AS TO EXEMPT CONTINUING CARE RETIREMENT COMMUNITIES FROM ALL PROVISIONS OF THE ACT IF PAYMENT OF AN ENTRANCE FEE IS NOT REQUIRED; AND TO ADD SECTION 37‑17‑10 SO AS TO MAKE IT UNLAWFUL TO SELL, MARKET, PROMOTE, ADVERTISE, OR DISTRIBUTE A CARD OR OTHER DEVICE WHICH IS NOT INSURANCE BUT WHICH OFFERS DISCOUNTS ON PRESCRIPTION DRUG PURCHASES UNLESS CERTAIN CONDITIONS ARE MET, INCLUDING REGISTRATION WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF INSURANCE AND TO PROVIDE PENALTIES AND EXCEPTIONS.

SUMMARY:  This act amends the definition of “continuing care contract” so that if a continuing care retirement community does not require the payment of an entrance fee or other fee in return for a promise of future care it is not subject to regulation under the Continuing Care Retirement Community Act.


Additionally, this act prohibits the sale or marketing, advertising, or distributing of a card, or other purchasing devise, that is not insurance but that purports to offer discounts on prescription drugs unless: 1 the person is registered with the Department of Insurance; 2 the card states that it is not insurance; 3 documentation is provided that discounts are specifically authorized and that the person has a separate contract with each pharmacy or chain listed as providing discounts; and 4 the discounts offered are not misleading, deceptive, or fraudulent.  The act exempts permitted pharmacies, vision care services offered by an optometrist or ophthalmologist, and insurance benefits.  The penalty for violations is no more that two years in prison and/or a fine of no more than $5,000.00.

Synopsis: The United States Environmental Protection Agency USEPA has promulgated a final rule for amendments to the Accidental Release Prevention Requirements; Risk Management Programs Under Clean Air Act Section 112 r7.   These amendments were published as a final rule in the Federal Register on January 6, 1999, 64 FR 964 and May 26, 1999, 64 FR 28695 under 40 CFR Part 68. With this action, the USEPA has amended the rule to: add four mandatory and five optional risk management plan RMP data elements, establish specific procedures for protecting confidential business information when submitting RMPs, and replace the use of Standard Industrial Classification SIC codes with the North American Industry Classification System NAICS codes.  In addition, the amendments revise the worst‑case release scenario analysis for flammable substances and make technical corrections and clarifications. The Department amended R.61‑62.68, Chemical Accident Prevention Provisions, of the Air Pollution Control Regulations and Standards, R.61‑62, by incorporating these revisions.

Synopsis: This  amendment adds the designation of  NDZ, or No Discharge Zone, for marine toilets  to the current water use class of the following waters: 1 Keowee Lake, 2 Lake Murray, 3 Lake Strom Thurmond, 4 Lake Wylie, and 5 Broad Creek to protect them from sewage discharges from marine toilets. The Lakes are currently classified Freshwaters FW and Broad Creek is currently classified Shellfish Harvesting Waters SFH.

According to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, “J. Strom Thurmond Lake” is the official name for that waterbody. This amendment will make the full name the official designation. Further, among local people and on many maps, J. Strom Thurmond Lake is also known as Clarks Hill Reservoir. This amendment includes the name  in the Regulation as a cross reference. Similarly, the U.S. Geological Survey USGS Map shows that Lake Keowee is the official name for that waterbody. This amendment changes the regulation to reflect such.

Hazardous Air Pollutants NESHAP To Comply with Federal Law


Effective May 26, 2000


Published as Final in State Register Volume 24, Issue 5

Synopsis: 
The United States Environmental Protection Agency USEPA in accordance with Section 112 of the Clean Air Act as amended in 1990, is required to issue emission standards for all major sources of the 188 listed hazardous air pollutants. On July 16, 1992 [57 FR 31576], the USEPA published an initial list of source categories for which air toxic emission standards are to be promulgated.  By the year 2000, the USEPA must develop rules for all of these categories that require maximum achievable reduction in emissions, considering cost and other factors.  These rules are generally known as “maximum achievable control technology” MACT standards.  On June 26, 1995 [60 FR 32913], the USEPA granted full approval to the State of South Carolina under section 112l5 and 40 CFR 63.91 of the state’s program for receiving delegation of section 112 standards that are unchanged from federal rules as promulgated.

The Department amended R.61‑62.63, National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants NESHAP of the Air Pollution Control Regulations and Standards, R.61‑62, by adding a list of MACT standards for which prior delegation was granted.  These regulations were incorporated into R.61‑62.63 by reference and the title of the regulation was revised to National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants NESHAP for Source Categories. Since this revision is consistent with federal requirements, legislative review was not required.

Hazardous Waste Management To Comply with Federal Law

Synopsis:  The Department has amended Regulation 61‑79 to adopt federal amendments through June 30, 1998. Adoption of federal amendments will ensure federal compliance.

The United States Environmental Protection Agency EPA promulgates amendments to 40 CFR 124, 260 through 266, 268, 270, and 273 throughout each calendar year. Recent amendments include clarification, guidance, and technical amendments regarding organic air emission standards for tanks, surface impoundments, and containers “CC”; Land Disposal Regulations Phase IV, second half, to include Soil Treatment Standards; the RCRA Comparable/Syngas Fuel Exclusion; and the addition of waste codes for organobromine production wastes. These rules and other amendments were published in the Federal Register between July 1, 1997, and June 30, 1998. These amendments appeared at 62 FR 37694‑699, 7/14/97; 62 FR 45568‑4557, 8/28/97; 62 FR 63458‑463, 12/1/97; 62 FR 64504‑64509, 12/5/97; 62 FR 64636‑64671, 12/8/97; 63 FR 18504‑18751, 4/15/98; 63 FR 24596‑24628 and; 63 FR 35147‑35150, 5/4/98 and 6/29/98; 63 FR 24963‑24969, 5/6/98; 63 FR 28556‑28753 and 63 FR 31266, 5/26/98 and 6/8/98; 63 FR 33782 ‑ 33829, 6/19/98.  The Department has also made minor corrections to previous amendments. These amendments and corrections have been promulgated to comply with federal law. Changes were made to conform R. 61‑79 with federal amendments to 40 CFR 124 through 273 as of June 30, 1998.

Medical Waste Incinerators, Definitions and General Requirements


Effective May 26, 2000


Published as Final in State Register Volume 24, Issue 5

Synopsis: The United States Environmental Protection Agency promulgated New Source Performance Standards NSPS and Emission Guidelines on September 15, 1997, to reduce air emissions from hospital/medical/infectious waste incinerators HMIWI. 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Ec governs standards of performance for new or reconstructed HMIWI, and subpart Ce contains the emission guidelines for existing HMIWI. The standards and guidelines implement sections 111 and 129 of the Clean Air Act CAA as amended in 1990. The standards and guidelines apply to units whose primary purpose is the combustion of hospital waste and/or medical/infectious waste. The promulgated standards and guidelines establish emission limits for particulate matter PM, opacity, sulfur dioxide SO2, hydrogen chloride HCl, oxides of nitrogen NOx, carbon monoxide CO, lead Pb, cadmium Cd, mercury Hg, and dioxins/furans.  The standards and guidelines also establish requirements for HMIWI operator training/qualification, waste management plans, and testing or monitoring of pollutants and operating parameters, and equipment inspection requirements. States are required to implement these federal requirements and guidelines within one year of promulgation date of the federal regulation.

The Department has amended R.61‑62.5, Standard Number 3.1, Medical Waste Incineration, and the South Carolina State Implementation Plan to incorporate and implement these federal requirements.  In addition, the Department revised some of the existing provisions of the State Medical Waste Incineration Regulation that were not federally mandated.  Also, the Department has amended R.61‑62.1, Definitions and General Requirements, by adding new definitions to Section I, Definitions, and deleting existing definitions that are no longer applicable. The title of the existing Standard Number 3.1 regulation was changed to be more descriptive of the amended regulation.

Radioactive Materials To comply with Federal Law

Synopsis: The Nuclear Regulatory Commission continually updates regulations, and state regulations are amended regularly to incorporate federal updates.  The Department has adopted into regulation the Nuclear Regulatory Commission updates as an item of compatibility. Section 274 of the Atomic Energy Act of 1954, as amended, requires states to adopt federal regulations for compatibility.  Requirements for Radiological Criteria for License Termination and Notices, Instructions, and Reports to Workers for radioactive material licensees are the major issues.  These regulations will comply with Title 10 CFR Parts 19 and 20, Final Rules, published in the Federal Register on February 22, 1996 61 FR 6762, December 10, 1996 61 FR 65120,  and July 21, 1997 62 FR 39058.   These regulations will be jointly administered by the Department’s  Division of Radioactive Waste Management and the Radiological Health Branch.

Synopsis: R.61‑37, Retail Food Establishment Inspection Fees, establishes fees for inspection and support activities associated with the retail food industry. Synopsis: Amendment of R.61‑47 will aid the State in conforming with guidance provided on harvesting, processing, and distribution of shellfish for human consumption, in the National Shellfish Sanitation Program NSSP Model Ordinance as adopted by the Interstate Shellfish Sanitation Conference and used by the United States Food and Drug Administration in evaluating state programs.  This includes incorporating new language and requirements for molluscan shellfish relating to Hazard Analysis Critical Control Points HACCP ensuring compliance with the NSSP.  The amendment adds new definitions in addition to stylistic changes addressing language, and grammatical errors, for clarity throughout the regulation.  Compliance with the NSSP Model Ordinance is necessary in order to maintain approval for the shipment of South Carolina shellfish products in interstate commerce.

Solid Waste Management:  Demonstration‑of‑Need

Published as Final in State Register Volume 24, Issue 6

Synopsis: The Solid Waste Policy and Management Act of 1991, S.C. Code Ann. Section 44‑96‑290 E requires all new solid waste management facilities and expansions of existing solid waste facilities to demonstrate need prior to permitting by the Department.  To satisfy the requirements of the Act, the Department has promulgated a new regulation entitled “Solid Waste Management: Demonstration‑of‑Need”.  This new regulation establishes the criteria for the demonstration‑of‑need for the construction of new and the expansion of existing municipal solid waste landfills, municipal solid waste incinerators, industrial incinerators, Part IV long‑term construction, demolition, land‑clearing debris landfills, and industrial landfills.  This regulation is needed so that solid waste disposal capacity is managed to meet the long‑term disposal needs of the State while protecting the state’s natural resources.  This regulation is reasonable because it encourages competition within planning areas and regionalization of landfills, while at the same time ensuring there is more than adequate capacity to meet the state’s disposal needs.

State Primary Drinking Water To Comply with Federal Law

Published as Final in State Register Volume 24, Issue 2

Synopsis: The Department has amended R.61‑58. to adopt federal requirements promulgated December 16, 1998, under the National Primary Drinking Water Regulations.  These changes meet federal requirements of the Disinfectants and Disinfection Byproducts Rule as well as the Interim Enhanced Surface Water Treatment Rule.  Also, the Department has made minor changes to Consumer Confidence Reports regulations to maintain consistency with the reporting requirements of the Disinfectant and Disinfection Byproducts Rules and minor changes to unregulated contaminant monitoring to eliminate some monitoring of small systems which is no longer required by federal regulation.

These regulations comply with federal law pursuant to 40 CFR parts 141 and 142  final Disinfectants and Disinfection Byproducts Rule and final Interim Enhanced Surface Water Treatment Rule published in the Federal Register on December 16, 1998 63 FR 69478 and 63 FR 69390

Subdivision Water Supply and Sewage Treatment/Disposal systems

Synopsis: This regulation will ensure that new subdivisions have site and soil conditions that are suitable for the use of onsite wastewater septic tank systems, where such systems are proposed as the method of sewage treatment and disposal.  This regulation also provides the opportunity for the public to offer comments regarding the use of onsite systems in new subdivisions.  R.61‑57 is being replaced in its entirety

Synopsis: The Amendment of R.61‑106 incorporates the directive of the Board of Health and Environmental Control to require tanning facility registrants to post the results of the Department’s most recent regulatory inspection, add and revise definitions, deletes requirements duplicated in other areas of the regulations, clarifies and strengthens existing requirements, adds new requirements that promote greater health and safety to the public, deletes requirements that are no longer applicable, reasonable, or necessary, and makes stylistic and grammatical changes.  Specific areas the Department addresses in the regulations include: reorganization of the civil penalty schedule into a matrix system; addition of more specific requirements for the formal training of tanning equipment operators; provide for alternative exposure schedules; and require the installation of remote, override timers.

These regulations comply with Title 10 CFR Parts 20 May 29, 1997, 30 February 27, 1997, January 2, 1998 and February 12, 1998, 34 June 27, 1997, and 35 May 29, 1997.

The Act requires the Department to promulgate regulations consistent with Chapter 74, which establishes minimum standards of education and provides for the appropriate examination and certification of persons using x‑ray equipment on humans for diagnostic and therapeutic purposes, thereby superseding the requirements currently outlined in R.61‑64.4.2.3 and R.61‑64.5.3.3.  The Department will be responsible for the enforcement of Section 44‑74‑50 of Chapter 74. The amendment will ensure the applicable areas of R.61‑64 are consistent with the provisions in Act 101 and Chapter 74 of Title 44.  Specific areas the Department addresses in the regulations include:  requiring a registrant to ensure that operators of diagnostic and therapeutic x‑ray equipment possess a valid, current certificate from the South Carolina Radiation Quality Standards Association; prohibiting a registrant from employing a person as an operator when certification has not been obtained; requiring operators to be under the direction and supervision of a licensed practitioner; requiring an operator who has been approved to display a current training certificate; maintaining of training records; and, assessing civil penalties for violating the aforementioned provisions. The Department also adds regulations to exempt dentists and their auxiliaries provided they meet the requirements of the South Carolina Dental Practice Act in accordance with A101.
