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S.C. Code of Laws §39-15- 1140 
requires the Secretary of State keep 
a record of all registered and 
renewed marks and assignments of 
marks for public examination.  In 
compliance with this section, the 
Secretary of State provides a listing 
of all current trademarks and 
service marks on its website that is 
updated daily. This allows 
customers to determine whether the 
mark they would like to register is 
currently in use or similar to a mark 
that is already registered.
