Commissioners, who bring diverse perspectives to the Commission, have developed into
a highly collaborative team, treating each other with respect, yet reserving the right to
disagree. Decisions are based on facts in the record before us while keeping the interests
of our citizens and the well-being of our economy as priorities.

Not only do we work well together within the PSC but also with ORS and PURC. I feel
we have developed a strong working relationship with both of these organizations and I
value the support of both.

During my tenure as Chairman of the Commission I strived for fair, transparent, and open
hearings in which all voices are heard in a respectful manner. There were many rate
cases, always difficult, but much more. I believe the most notable case, and one of the
most in the last ten years, was the SCE&G Base Load Review hearing for the siting and
construction of two new nuclear units at the V.C.Summer site in Jenkinsville. It was the
first construction case filed under the new Base Load Review Act and, in terms of total
dollars, the largest case by far that the Commission had ever considered. There were
many interveners, the hearing continued for weeks with long hours and many voices, but
it was important that all interested parties had the opportunity to be heard, especially on a
project of this magnitude. I developed a greater appreciation for the benefits of having
adequate knowledge of the rules of procedure and the rules of evidence. Ultimately, 1
believe that the process and conduct of the hearings were viewed positively. The
decision was made to approve the state’s first nuclear generation project in over twenty
years, a decision that could prove critical to securing our state’s future generation needs
for clean energy.

In order to be well informed about the rapidly changing, complex utility industry,
regulatory and market developments, and federal and state policy changes, I have taken
advantage of the education and training opportunities available. I found that attending
Camp NARUC “Boot” Camp, NARUC Utility Rate School and the National Judicial
College in my early years on the Commission provided a strong foundation for more
recent educational opportunities. One of the best, yet most challenging, of those
opportunities is the Institute for Regulatory Law and Economics. This seminar focuses
on the law and economics of utility regulation as a means of supporting thoughtful
regulatory decision-making. Limited to no more than twenty Commissioners and staff,
the content is thought provoking, rigorous and challenging with classes led by leading
scholars in the field. Professional development such as this is vital for making better,
more informed decisions on behalf of the people of South Carolina and for building
public confidence in the Commission.

Not only is it important to be informed Commissioners but it is beneficial for the
Commission to participate in organizations on both the national and regional level. The
PSC is well represented on the national and regional level in many leadership positions
and boards by our Commissioners. I continue to be actively involved in the National
Association of Regulatory Utility commissioners (NARUC) having served on the Board
and as Chair of Critical Infrastructure. I am a member of both the CI and Electricity
Committees. During my tenure as CI Chair I chose to focus on cyber security which has
opened the door to incredible experiences for me including meetings with some of the top
experts in the field and working with several other NARUC Commissioners and White
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House staff resulting in a white paper presented to the White House. Recently I joined
the National Regulatory Research Institute Board (NRRI) which produces relevant, high
quality, cutting edge research to assist Commissioners facing regulatory challenges. Not
only does this knowledge and experience help me to be a more effective Commissioner
but it is advantageous to our State. It has been an honor for me to ensure that South
Carolina’s perspective is represented within these national arenas.

During the past ten years we have continually looked for ways to raise the standards and
to improve. Decisions and orders are being completed in an efficient and timely fashion.
Our online technology with the Docket Management System and e-tariff filings is
recognized both within the state and nationally for being at the forefront of online
technology making our services and information more accessible and user-friendly.
Working together with the Advisory Committee, consisting of attorneys who appear
before us and members of ORS, a new customer complaint procedure was developed to
streamline the process to resolve customer complaints. The Commission working with
ORS and the PURC received a grant under the American Recovery and Reinvestment
Act of 2009 which provided funding to these three agencies for staff and training in
energy efficiency related activities.

Much has been accomplished these past ten years at the Public Service Commission with
much more to do. The work of this Commission affects the livelihood of every South
Carolina citizen as well as the economic vitality of the state. It would be my greatest
honor to continue to serve the people of South Carolina as a member of this Commission.
