Summary: S. 897 – Measles Vaccine Required to Attend Public School 

 

SECTION 1. Chapter 29 of Title 44 

 

44-29-180: Immunization Requirement(s) 

● Technical changes reflecting DHEC split 

● Prohibits Department of Public Health (DPH) or local health departments from granting 

Certificate of Religious Exemption for the measles, mumps, and rubella (MMR) vaccine 

 

SECTION 2.  Chapter 8 of Title 59 

 

59-8-110: Requires a valid South Carolina Certificate of Immunization that shows the student has had at 

least two doses of the measles, mumps, and rubella (MMR) vaccine or a valid South Carolina Certificate 

of Medical Exemption to be considered an “Eligible Student”  

 

SECTION 3. Chapter 41 of Title 59 

 

59-41-20: Immunization requirement 

• Valid immunization record – at least two doses, MMR, or, 

• Certificate of Medical Exemption 

 

SECTION 4. Chapter 101 of Title 59 

 

59-101-600: Adds immunization requirement(s) for all pupils attending public colleges or universities – at 

least two doses, MMR 

 

SECTION 5.  This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
