This amended regulation sets seasons, bag limits and methods of hunting and taking of wildlife on existing and additional Wildlife Management Areas.

3.4  On WMA lands, during anytime when hunting is not permitted all weapons must be unloaded and secured in weapons case, in the trunk of a vehicle, or in a locked tool box.  During periods when hunting is permitted weapons transported in vehicles must be unloaded.

10.13  Islands and designated goose feeding and nesting areas in Monticello Reservoir are closed to hunting and public access.  Goose and duck hunting from the islands may be allowed as prescribed by the Department.  Monticello Sub-impoundment is closed to hunting.

12.1  Taking of any amphibian or reptile, except the bullfrog, is prohibited on any State-owned Wildlife Management Area without written permission of the Department.  

Fiscal Impact Statement:
This amendment of Regulation 123.40 will result in increased public hunting opportunities which should generate additional State revenue through license sales.  In addition, the local economy should benefit from sales of hunting supplies, food and overnight accommodations.  Sales taxes on these items will also directly benefit government.
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
