Article 19. Instructional Program

43-231.1  Adjustment in Instructional Time for Basic Skills

Synopsis:
This regulation states that required time may be adjusted for remedial, handicapped, or gifted students and for those who score below the statewide minimum standards on BSAP tests. The State Board of Education proposes repeal of this regulation because it became obsolete with the enactment of the Early Childhood and Academic Assistance Act of 1993.  This regulation has been merged into R43-232, Basic Program for Grades 9-12.

Instructions:
Repeal in its entirety.

Text:
R43-231.1, Adjustment in Instructional Time for Basic Skills, is hereby repealed.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the proposed repeal.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:
State Board of Education regulations need to be consolidated and condensed. The proposed amendment to this regulation allows the Board to achieve this objective by eliminating repetitive and unnecessary provisions in regulations and consolidating a number of regulations into one.
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
