43-201.4 Principal  Incentive Program

Synopsis:
The Principal Incentive Program was designed to reward principals who demonstrate superior performance and productivity as defined by specified models.  This initiative was not funded by the General Assembly for the 1995-96 school year. The repeal of this regulation will provide school districts the flexibility and responsibility to develop programs and policies most responsive to local needs.

Instructions:  R43-201.4 is repealed in its entirety.

Text:
R43-201.4, Principal Incentive Program, is hereby repealed.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the repeal of Regulation 43-201.4.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:
The repeal of this regulation will allow the State Board of Education to eliminate redundant and unnecessary regulation.  The repeal will provide to schools and school districts additional operational flexibility, allowing them to create a learning environment consistent with the needs of local students.
