43-201.5 Competitive School Innovation Grants Program

Synopsis:
The Competitive School Innovation Grants Program was designed to encourage schools to implement approaches for improving student development, performance, and attendance through a competitive grant award process.  An innovation component, providing funds for innovation, was incorporated into the Early Childhood Development and Academic  Assistance Act of 1993 (Act 135).  The Competitive School Innovation Grants Program was not funded by the General Assembly for the 1995-96 school year.

Text:
R43-201.5, School Innovation Grants Program, is hereby repealed.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the repeal of Regulation 43-201.5.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:
The repeal of this regulation will allow the State Board of Education to eliminate repetitive and unnecessary provisions in regulation.  The repeal will provide to school districts the flexibility and responsibility to better address the needs of their students.
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
