Statutory Authority:  1976 Code Section 59-5-60

Article 21. General Public Relations

Synopsis:
We propose that this regulation be repealed in its entirety because it regulates an area that should be under the control of each local school district.  Decisions in this area are best made by those who are closest to the students.  This subject is addressed in statute, 59-44-10, Community Education as well as the 1993 Act 153, The Early Childhood development & Academic Assistance Act.  Local districts are required to develop policies; sets out specific procedures for districts to follow including written documentation of efforts.

Instructions:  Repealed in its entirety.

Text:  R43-280 Creating More Effective Partnerships Among the Schools, Parents, Community and Business, is hereby repealed.

Fiscal Impact Statement:  

The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the proposed repeal.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:  
Schools and school districts are responsible for creating a learning environment best suited to the needs of their students so that all students may achieve high academic learning standards.  In order to promote flexibility and continuous improvement in all schools and districts, decisions regarding the subject of this regulation should be made by each local school district.  Therefore, we propose the repeal of this regulation. 
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
