Statutory Authority:  1976 Code Sections 59-1-440, 59-5-60 (3 & 6), & 59-53-1810

Synopsis:


The South Carolina Department of Education, Office of Organizational Development, proposes to repeal Regulation 43-248, Scheduling for Instruction, in its entirety.  This regulation primarily addresses vocational scheduling but also limits high school units earned to five.  We propose that this regulation be repealed in its entirety because it regulates an area that should be under the control of each local school district.  Decisions in this area are best made by those closest to the students.

Instructions: R.43-248 is repealed in its entirety.
