R43-240. Summer Program

Synopsis: 

The South Carolina General Assembly amended Section 59-39-100 (Issuance of Uniform diplomas by accredited high schools, units required) of the South Carolina Code of Laws, as amended, 1976, which now requires 24 units for a State high school diploma rather than 20 units.

Instructions:  R43-240, Summer Program, is being amended by adding III.A.4* and III.A.5* with footnote to read as follows:

Text of Amendment:

4*.
No student shall be allowed to apply more than a total of six units earned in summer school, and/or through approved correspondence courses, and/or adult education programs to the 24 units required for a state high school diploma.


5*.
There is no limit on the number of credits a student may earn in a summer program that is operated on a quarterly basis as part of a twelve-month school program.  These students may not apply more than two units earned through correspondence courses and/or adult education programs to the 24 units required for a state high school diploma. 

* Students properly in membership before the beginning of the 1997-98 school year must earn 20 units of credit as prescribed by the State Board of Education.  Beginning with the ninth grade class of 1997-98, and thereafter, students properly in membership must earn 24 units of credit as prescribed by the State Board of Education.
Fiscal Impact Statement:
As of November 1997, it is estimated that the cost to the state for support of the increase to a 24 credit diploma will be $16,720,861 for the four years FY 1998 – 2001.
