Article 2.  General Provisions

Synopsis:


Revisions are being considered to the regulations to eliminate the requirement for applicants failing the same topical examination three times to wait a period of two years before retaking the examination.  The applicant will be required to provide documentation of further study in preparation for the examination.  Many applicants have failed the examination three times by one or two points, but with preparation may be able to pass a further examination.  Having to wait a period of two years appears to cause a hardship for such applicants.

Instructions: Amend Sections 49-205 (D) (2) and (3) as they appear in the text below.

Text:




49-205. D.   Re-Examination.


(1)  An applicant failing an examination may be allowed to retake it at the next administration, subject to those exceptions below, upon request and payment of the examination fee.


(2)  An applicant who has failed the same topical examination two times shall provide evidence satisfactory to the board that steps have been taken in preparation for a third examination on the same topical subject. 

(3)  An application  update will be required of any applicant who failed the same topical examination three times.  The applicant may be required to wait a period of two years after the date of the last failed examination before reapplying.  The applicant must provide documentation that additional study satisfactory to the board was taken in preparation for further examination on the same topical subject.
