24-23. Procedures for Case Review.

Synopsis:

This regulation outlines the procedures to be followed by the local board when conducting a review of a case.  The amendment will delete the reference in subregulation A to cases having received non-concurrence notification.  The amendment is necessary in order to comply with the statutory amendment to S.C. Code Section 20-7-2391, which repealed the requirement for submitting notification to the Foster Care Review Board by a child-caring facility or agency when not in agreement with the local review board recommendation relating to the permanent plan for the child in its care.

Instructions:  Delete the words “cases having received non-concurrence notification” in subregulation A.

R. 24-23 

The following procedures shall be followed when conducting case reviews by local review boards:

A. Review board members may meet privately with the review board coordinator to discuss any cases of concern to the review board, and any other pertinent information.

Remaining subregulations B-K remain unchanged.
