43-262.8. Basic Skills Assessment Program, Minimum Standards of Student Achievement for Reading and Mathematics in grade 11

The State Board of Education policy pertaining to the minimum standards of student achievement for reading and mathematics in grade 11 required by 1978 Act No. 631 (Basic Skills Assessment Program), as amended, is that the standards are to be initially determined in raw score units as recommended by committees of South Carolina educators using professional judgment and data collected in Spring, 1982.  The South Carolina Department of Education will transform the minimum standards into an appropriate score scale such that the standards are constant across grades, subject areas, and years.

Fiscal Impact Statement:


The Department of Education estimates that there will be no costs incurred to the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the promulgated regulation.
